K lresellesmeyle birlikte ekonomik, sosyal
ve siyasal alanda meydana gelen giincel gelismelere bilim insanlanmn
kayitsiz kalmas beklenemez. Bu dogrultuda, bireylerin, gruplarin,
topluluklarin ve kurumlarin incelenmesi konusu daha 6nemli bir hale
gelmektedir. Bu alanda calisan akademisyenlerin ve aragtirmacilarin
calismalarim bir araya getirip ilgililerin faydaana sunmak kitabin
hazirlanmasindaki ana motivasyonu olusturmaktadir.

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Music and Students’ Appreciation of

Interior Aesthetics

INTRODUCTION

Our built environments are crowded with a wide range of persistent
sounds that intrude into our worlds without permission or excuses. We do
not have earlids. These sounds affect our comfort, mood, and
concentration. (1) While the concern is always directed to the visual
qualities of the built environment, sonic qualities always appear as
influential and important that can not be neglected or bypassed. They affect
the way how these visual qualities are perceived and appreciated. Few
studies dealt with the relationship between sonic environment and the
aesthetical qualities of the built environment. (1) Music plays an important
role in this regard with its strong relationship with the built space. It is
believed that music is a production of the culture of space. (2) Music has
many similarities with architecture. Some thinkers and philosophers even
think that music is a flowing architecture. It has been found that human
emotions are affected by environmental sounds especially music which
strongly affect motivation, arousal, and pleasure. (3) With this interaction
between music audio qualities and architecture visual qualities,music can
be an important tool affecting people appreciation of visual qualities of
architecture. The relationship between architecture and music has been the
subject of many studies and research for a long time. (4) Students of
architecture and interior design are among the first groups that use music
during their work especially design. It is believed that as such music affects
visual design creativity of the students. Some even went further and
proposed that music can be used as an inspiration for architectural design
concepts and ideas. (5) The creativity of design students is strongly
affected by the environment of the design studio. This includes the physical
environment including the interior design of the studio. Music is
considered an influential sonic factor in the design studio used for mood
and creativity enhancement or as a background music for students’
presentations. Many studies dealt with how the relationship between
architecture and music can enhance architectural design education. (6) It

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has been found that music affects the students’ appreciation of aesthetics
of architectural design projects. (7) It is also argued that music has been
used by many architects as a form generating tool. (8) Although it is agreed
upon that music can be used as a useful tool in design education (9), no
studies have been conducted to study the relationship between music and
the design process. (10) Nor there are studies on the effect of music on the
students’ aesthetical appreciation of the interior design of the studio.There
is a need for studies searching best ways to provide the ideal design studio
environment that effectively support the creativity of design students. This
research is an attempt to explore the relationship between music and the
appreciation of interior design students for the interior aesthetics of their
design studio. The study was conducted at the department of
Environmental Architecture and Interior Design, Faculty of Fine Arts and
Architecture, Antalya Bilim University (ABU), Turkey. Students were
asked to evaluate the aesthetics of several interior design elements of the
studio while listening to different types of music. It was interesting to
discover that the students provided different evaluations with the different
types of music. Although the study was limited in both human and spatial
scales, it highlights the role music plays in creating the creative aesthetical
environment in design studios.

AESTHETICAL QUALITIES AND PRINCIPLES IN MUSIC
AND ARCHITECTURE

Built environment and sonic environment are inseparable and we are
immersed within both of them. (11) Music is the most important and
influential sonic of our environment. Many believe or at least describe
architecture as frozen music and music as flowing architecture. Or as Roy,
2005 quote that music is “an architecture of sound” and architecture is
“petrified music”. (10) While architecture has visual design principles that
control its aesthetical quality, music has audio design principles that
control its sonic quality. There are similarities between these principles in
terms of their applications to form the visual and audio aesthetical qualities
in both of them. Numerous studies explored the similarities and differences
between aesthetical qualities and principles in both music and architecture.
Music sonic principles include among other principles Harmony,
disharmony, rhythm, structure, form, symmetry, and balance which
are also used in architecture though in a different visual setting. (2)
Imaah, 2004 mentioned composition, proportion, scale, rhythm, harmony,
contrast, accent, and detailing. (10) At the same time, Rao, 2014 states that
similarity in aesthetical values in music and architecture includes rhythm,
texture, harmony, proportion, repetition, structure, balance, and
articulation. (12) Kuloglu, 2015 lists design elements and principles.
Design elements include points, lines, dimensions, shape, texture, and
colour. Design principles include repetition, order, hierarchy, harmony,
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balance and unity. (9) She argues that these principles are also used in
music in a way suitable to the composition of its audio form. Herron, 2020
referred to the principles of perspective, distance, height, balance, weight,
density, and mas. (13) Olgen, 2020 studied the similarities between
aesthetics qualities and principles in architecture and music and concluded
that they include size, structure, organization, composition, proportion,
scale, and model. (6)

MUSIC AND THE AESTHETICS OF THE INTERIOR
DESIGN OF THE DESIGN STUDIO

Understanding the effect of the interactive audio-visual environment of
interior spaces on human emotions and behavior is crucial for the design
of both interior space and the sonic environment. It is a new and interesting
subject that is rarely considered. Within the university space, these subjects
gain extra importance where thegreat concern of university administration
is to provide the best education spaces. One of the interesting studies in this
field is that of Jiang andJi 2021 on the effect of music on the
emotions  of university students within different interior design settings
including visual quality and interior furniture. The study found that the
different settings of both sound and spatialenvironments have significant
effect on students’ mood and emotionsthat affect their social interaction
in indoor spaces. Music was found to have a considerable effect on the
mood and emotions of the students that affected their social
interactions. (3) As such, music has a considerable effect on the
students’appreciation of visual qualities if interior spaces which means
that it will be affecting the way students appreciate and evaluate these
visual qualities.(10) Suitable music played in the background at a
reasonable  level increase creativity and has positive effect on the
visual design activities of the students including aestheticalappreciation.

Unfortunately, no studies have been found studying the relationship
between music and the appreciation of the aesthetics of interior spaces nor
studies have been found studying the effect of music on interior design
students’ appreciation of interior aesthetics in general or the interior
aesthetics of the design studio in particular.

RESEARCH OBJECTIVES

This research has been among several attempts tried to understand the
esthetical appreciation of teachers and students in the departments of
architecture. The researches were conducted in different cultural, social
and educational settings in different countries. This research had two
main objectives. First, to understand the aesthetics appreciation of interior
design students. Second, to understand the relationship between music
and students’ appreciation of interior aesthetics of theirdesignstudio.Such
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understanding is crucially needed to develop better visual design education
tools and environments.

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

The research was carried out at the Department of Environmental
Architecture and  Interior Design, ABU. A  Pretest- Posttest
Pre-experimental or quasi-experimental research was used to study the
students’ aesthetical appreciation. (14) The limitation of time and
resources did not allow for the use of more than one group of students.

The students

Students of the design course IAED3505 Detailing Studio were chosen
to participate in the experiment because the studio 5 was allocated to this
course. The group included 13 female and 5 male students. Female students
included 9 students at level 4 and 4 students at level 5 while all male
students were at level 4. The study did not consider the issue of maturation
of the students during the experiment. The short period of the experiment
will not witness significant changes of students’ attitudes according to
time-based development. The research was aware of the problem of
spontaneous remission during the experiment where the psychological
condition and mood of the students might affect their appreciation. The
limitations of the research did not allow to consider such experimental
factors.

The design studio

Antalya Bilim University is a foundation university located in
Dosemealti town in Antalya Metropolitan Region. The university campus
has an administrative building, 2 educational buildings, food court with
commercial services, girls' dormitory, and several sports fields. Figure 1
shows the location of studio 5 at the entrance of Building Block A in the
university campus. Design studios in ABU differ from each other in many
aspects like color, shape, and location. Studio 5 had served as a café before
being transformed into a design studio for the Faculty of Fine Arts and
Architecture. The studio has a spacious rectangular space, and easily
accessible at the south main entrance of Block A building and opens to the
south with large windows. (Figure 2) Long dark gray curtains are used on
southern and eastern windows to block annoying sunlight especially in
summer. (Figure 3) The interior walls have concrete plaster with off-white
color and gray ceramic tile is used in the floor. The false-ceiling panels are
white. (Figure 4) Working tables in the studio are all white with gray plastic
chairs or beige stools. The arrangement of the tables and chairs changes
according to the wishes of the students and sometimes according to
directions of the teachers. Care was taken not to disturb this arrangement
during the experiment.
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The questionnaire

Likert questionnaire was used with a scale from 1 to 5 where 1 is the
lowest and 5 is the highest. The questionnaire was designed to measure
the students’ appreciation for the interior design of the studio using
the above concluded variable. The questionnaire had a first part to
register some basic information of the students like gender, study
level, and whether they study aesthetics before. The experiment was
conducted along a period of three weeks during the weekly design
class of the course and in the same studio. The interior design
settings did not change during the time of the experiment yet the
same limitations of time and resources did not allow for the use of
more than one studio to conduct the experiment. This was the only
way to guarantee that all the same

group of students will be available at the time of the experiment. The same
group of the students were asked to evaluate the aesthetics of the interior
of the studio during the time of the class. The experiment was conducted 3
times. First, students’ appreciation, which represented the dependent
variable, was tested without any sonic effects, and this represented the
pretest condition. Then the students’ appreciation was tested 2 times each
time while they were listening to a different type of music which
represented the independent variable. These 2 tests represented the posttest
conditions. (15) The two pieces of music were chosen randomly without
any study of preferences or any study of the history of the participating
students listening to them or using them as a design drive during their
project work. Even the titles of them were not disclosed to the students
before the experiment.

Aesthetics variables in interior design

Interior design is all about the creation of the best functional and
aesthetical settings of the interior space to provide comfort, satisfaction,
pleasure and productivity for its users. (13) Design elements in interior
design are similar to those elements in architectural design and they
include: Space, line, form, shape, pattern, light, color, scale, size,
proportion, and texture. (16, 17, 18, 19, 20) At the same time, design
principles in interior design arenot far from those in architecture and they
include unity, balance, rhythm, scale and proportion, contrast, details,
emphasis, and order. (18, 19, 21) Chechar, 2021 explains that balance in
interior design includes: symmetrical balance, asymmetrical balance, and
radial balance. She adds that rhythm includes repetition, progression, and
transition. (21) Dodworth, and Anderson, 2015 add that order include:
Axis, Balance, Datum, Harmony, Unity variety, Rhythm and Repetition.

Interior design and architecture have the same visual design and aesthetics principles and
qualities and therefore has the same similarity with the aesthetics principles
and qualities of music. (13) With such relationships and connections
between interior design and music it is believed that each one of them
enhances the ability to appreciate the aesthetics of the other. (2)

Based on the above discussion and discussions with students of the
research team and students of the test group it was concluded that not all
the mentioned elements and principles of interior aesthetics can be
examined in the studio. Some of the reasons behind this conclusion were
the ability and speed of test group students to understand them and to
experience their appreciation during the experiment. The elements and
principles used included materials, textures, colors, spaciousness,
openness, enclosure, and proportion.

The music

The relationship between music and architecture and interior design has
been mentioned above. Yet a complete theoretical or experimental research
on this relationship is still missing. There is a general agreement that music
certainly affect our emotions in different ways and by different means.
Among the effective musical qualities in this regard pitch height, loudness,
timbre, tempo, and intensity have been identified. (3) Few studies
mentioned that different types of music are associated with different visual
art types. Classical, jazz, world music, and heavy metal music were found
to be preferred with all types of visual arts with some exceptions. Jazz and
world music were not preferred with religious art. Heavy metal music was
not preferred with landscape. On the contrary, popular music was only
preferred with religious art and landscape. (22) It was also found that
classical music improved the aesthetical appreciation of landscape
paintings while jazz music improved the aesthetical appreciation of
abstract paintings. (23) In a unique study on the aesthetical appreciation
of architectural design projects by students of architecture, it was also
found that classical music improved students’ appreciation. (7) Based on
these studies, it was decided to use classical and rock music which thought
to have opposite effects on the appreciation of art in an attempt to study
their effect on the student appreciation of the interior design of the studio.
The pieces used were Beethoven 5 symphony of classical music and
AC/DC Highway to Hill of rock music.

RESULTS AND ANALYSIS

The results of the experiment are presented in tables 1 to 3 and figures
5to 8.

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Student’ background on aesthetics and its relationship with
music

The first part of the questionnaire included 7 questions that intended to
examine students’ general knowledge of aesthetics and its relationship with
music. The results are presented in table 1 and figure 5. Both male and
female students at level 4 and 5 showed quite reasonable awareness of
aesthetics with little differences between male and female students. All
guestions got evaluations above 4 except the last two questions on the
connection between music and aesthetics and the effect of music on
aesthetics appreciation. This can be referred to the lack of knowledge on
these issues due to lack of education. While students get more than one
course on aesthetics no education of any type is provided on the
relationship between music and architecture and interior design. This result
is of crucial importance for raising the awareness of architecture educators
to introduce music in architectural education for the many aesthetical
similarities between the two especially aesthetical elements and principles.

Students’ appreciation without music

Students’ appreciation of the interior aesthetics of the studio without
any sonic effect is shown in table 2 and figure 6. The results showed
interesting differences between female and male appreciation. They also
showed interesting differences between the different aesthetical variables.
The lowest appreciation came from male students for materials of the
interior space of the studio and it remained the lowest from all students.
Second, third, and fourth higher above materials were textures, colors, and
proportion. The four of them remain the lowest in all appreciations
indicating the negative attitude of students towards the simplicity and
minimality of these interior design elements of the studio. In contrast,
students showed higher appreciation for spaciousness, openness, and
enclosure that provide functionality and freedom of work and movement
for the students. This is another important indicator of the need for
providing more attention to the physical interior design of design studios.
Students like to see some aesthetical values that they learn applied in their
studios making them more attractive and inspiring. Last, female
appreciation of all the variables kept higher than male appreciation, a
phenomenon that needs to have further exploration to understand the
reasons behind these gender differences in the appreciation.

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Students’ appreciation with classical music

Students’ appreciation of the interior aesthetics of the studio with
classical music is shown in table 3 and figure 7. Listening to classical music
improved students’ appreciation for the interior design of the studio. It was
interesting to notice that the physical variables of materials, textures and
colors also remained the lowest even with listening to classical music. This

put more emphasis on the

importance of the physical interior design settings for the aesthetical
experience of interior aesthetics of the studio. Moreover, female
appreciation of all the variables kept higher with classical music than male
appreciation appreciation. This again raises the point of gender differences
in aesthetical appreciation whether with classical music or without. More
research is desperately needed in this field in order to investigate the effect
of such differences on both studio interior design and sonic environment
within it.

Students’ appreciation with rock music

Students’ appreciation of the interior aesthetics of the studio with rock
music is shown in table 4 and figure 8. Surprisingly, the results came
against the previous studies argued that rock music would not be positively
affecting the appreciation of aesthetics in the built environment and the
landscape as it was discussed in 4.5 above. The results also came against
the hypotheses of the research emphasizing this notion of negative effect
of the rock music. The overall appreciation of all students came higher than
the appreciation with classical music or without music. The appreciation
of materials, textures and colors came as high as that of spaciousness,
openness, and enclosure. The rock music gave results better than classical
music and no music. The results also show that the appreciation of female
students with rock music came higher than male students’ appreciation in
line with the results of classical music and no music. This again support
the research call for more efforts to be conducted for the investigation of

the effect of gender differences on the appreciation of studio interior design
and sonic environment within it.

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CONCLUSION

The research represents a unique attempt for understanding the interior
aesthetics of design studios in schools of architecture and interior design,
and the different factors that affect its appreciation by students. Music was
of special interest in this regard for the scarcity of studies on its relationship
with aesthetics appreciation in general and with the appreciation of
architecture and interior design aesthetics. Despite some limitations of the
research, it brought interesting and surprising results. The pretest case
where no music was used showed the tendency of the students to higher
appreciate spatial qualities of the studio than its physical qualities. This
continued with the use of classical music and rock music in an indication
that physical qualities like materials, color, and texture need to be
reconsidered in design studio to reflect richer, attractive, and admiring
gualities. The general traditional conception of the design studio as only as
a space enclosure to shelter education activities need to be changed. It
should be regarded as a well designed highly aesthetical space admired by
students and providing them with creative design inspirations. The sonic
environment of this space is of great importance for the satisfaction and
comfort of the students. Again, the traditional perception of this sonic
environment as only as the teacher presentations or the personal
headphone music of the students need to be changed. Background
music need to be introduced in the studios to enhance students’
aesthetical appreciation. The research started with the hypothesis
that classical music will generate better aesthetical appreciation of
the interior aesthetics of the studio than rock music. Surprisingly, the
results proved the opposite highlighting the need for more testing on the
suitable types of music to be used as aesthetics promoters in the
design studio. The research also started with the null hypothesis that
gender difference will not generate any differences in interior
aesthetics appreciation of the studio. The experiment proved the
opposite and differences exist between the appreciation of male and female
students with and without music. More research is also needed to
understand the relationship between gender differences and music in
students’ appreciation of interior aesthetics of the design studio. Finally,
the research was a great opportunity to experience the aesthetics of the
teamwork of the research team and of the respect and cooperation of the
participating students.

LIMITATIONS

The number of participating students was limited due to the need to
control students’ group. It was difficult to use more than one group due to
organizational and administrative structure at the EAIDD. The types of
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music used were also limited to 2 types again due to the available time and
resources. For the same reason, it was not possible to use more than one
design studio or to introduce changes to the interior design settings of
studio 5 itself.

It is hoped that future research opportunities would be available with
chances to overcome these limitations.
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Investigating Preschool Teachers’ Use of

INTRODUCTION

Today, transformations in the world of technology are at the forefront
of developments to meet the needs of societies. While experienced
transformations provide various conveniences, they also impose various
responsibilities on individuals.

While accessing information was seen as much more important in the
past, now the process (e.g., the ability to assimilate, use, distinguish
important information and relate it with other information) after reaching
information has become more important for individuals (Yal¢in et al.,
2020). Individuals need to have some skills in adapting to innovations in
today’s field of information and communication, and integrating these
innovations into their lives. These skills that individuals should have in the
21st-century are stated as 21st-century skills. The 21st century skills
framework (Partnership for 21st-Century Skills [P21]) is a recognized
framework for competencies and skills. This framework was developed
with the joint outputs of education experts and business leaders to define
the skills, knowledge, expertise, and support systems that students need in
order to be successful in matters related to work, life, and citizenship
(Akman, 2019).

Key topics of 21st-century skills, indicated as P21, include English,
reading and language arts, world languages, arts, mathematics, economics,
science, geography, history, government, and civics. According to the P21
framework, 21st-century skills are discussed in three main categories
including (a) learning and innovation skills, (b) information, media and
technology skills, and (c) life and career skills. Among these, information,
media, and technology skills require (1) accessing information and rapid
changes in information literacy in the field of technology, (2) media
literacy, and (3) information, communication, and technology literacy
skills. In addition to the protection of cultural heritage, citizenship
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awareness, and multi-production skills, high-level skills such as
transferring knowledge to various fields, being an active user in the digital
world, and problem-solving are demanded from the generations that grew
up with the 21st century (Ugak & Erdem, 2020). The changing perception
and expectation of the world in the 21st century requires individuals to be
versatile in terms of thought, culture, and education (Altunbay, 2015).

Information and Communication Technology (ICT) refers to
technologies that access information online through telecommunications.
However, ICT primarily focuses on Internet, wireless networks, mobile
phones, and communication-based technologies. Today, ICT has become
a vital factor facilitating both individual and business-level activities.
Therefore, ICT contributes to the welfare of the economy and society in
many ways (Nur & Badirou, 2021). VVarious projects and studies are carried
out for the use of ICT in educational environments in Turkey. FATIH
Project and EBA are examples of these studies. Ensuring equal opportunity
among students through projects such as FATIH Project and EBA provides
benefits in terms of understanding and using technology (Kaya, 2020).
Individuals need to develop their skills to ensure the correct use of
information and communication technologies in  educational
environments, and get the highest level of efficiency. In educational
environments, teachers need to have certain qualifications when using
information and communication technologies and exhibit exemplary
behaviors to students in this process (Tezci, 2010).

Teachers’ use of technology in classroom environments in preschool
education contributes to children and learning environments (Qi, 2021).
The use of technology in the preschool stage (a) keeps children's sense of
curiosity alive, (b) enables learning through trial and error, (c) supports
cognitive, affective, and psychomotor areas, and (d) improves memory and
retention skills (Ozturan & Bozcan, 2017). At the same time, individuals
who learn by integrating education with technology gain the responsibility
of learning (Hannafin & Savenye, 1993). Considering these issues, it can
be suitable to use technology as a resource that reinforces learning in
preschool education (Inci & Kandir, 2017).

Today, there has been a shift from the approach of whether the use of
technology in education has a positive effect on children to the idea of how
it can be used to improve children's learning (Palaiologou, 2016). Thus, the
complementary use of technology in learning environments and the
initiation of new teaching method techniques have strengthened the use of
technology all over the world (Kocaman Karoglu, 2016). Additionally,
technological tools can be considered as a method to enrich the content and
quality of education (Kuzgun & Ozding, 2017). Teachers also have a
responsibility to use technology effectively in learning environments. In
order to benefit from technology in accordance with the development of
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children, teachers should first improve themselves in the use of technology
and its implementation in education (Veziroglu Celik et al., 2018). In
addition, children should see their teachers as a model to use technology
effectively, and teachers should support children's learning by providing
opportunities for children.

In preschool education, teachers mostly use traditional technological
tools such as computers and projections in classrooms. Teachers do not
feel as a need to use innovative technologies and if they want to use
innovative technology, it is not due to a lack of their technical knowledge.
In addition, the use of technology in the preschool period varies based on
opportunities provided by schools and the skills of teachers (Kuzgun &
Ozding, 2017). For this reason, to increase the quality of teachers’ use of
digital technology in classrooms, it is necessary to identify and eliminate
obstacles to technology integration (Konca & Erdem, 2021). Today, it is
inevitable for preschool teachers to be prone to the use of technology,
produce digital educational materials, use them effectively in classroom
environments, and become digitally literate. Currently, the significance of
interactive didactic games, animation-based programs, programming, and
the effective use of network technologies is increasing (Anisimova, 2020).
At this point, it can be appropriate for preschool teachers to raise awareness
and adopt these skills, and in the next step, they should help children as
role models in classrooms and their families with necessary training.

Looking at the studies in the related literature in recent years, it is seen
that there has been a great increase in research on digital literacy and the
use of technology. In research studies, researchers aimed to determine
teachers, preservice teachers, and students’ digital literacy skills, and
reveal their thoughts on digital literacy (Aksoy, Karabay, & Aksoy, 2021;
Arslan, 2019; Kardes, 2020; Korkmaz, 2020; Ng, 2012; Onursoy, 2018;
Perdana, Riwayani, Jumadi, & Rosana, 2019; Velez, Olivencia, & Zuazua,
2017; Yaman, 2019; Yazicioglu, Yaylak, & Geng, 2020; Yontar, 2019). In
addition to these studies, research studies on teachers’ use of technology
(Cakir & Oktay, 2013; Org¢an, Kacan, & Kimzan, 2017), preschool
teachers’ use of information technologies (Demir, 2015; Gok, Turan, &
Oyman, 2011; Simsar & Kadim, 2017), preschool children’s use of
information and communication technologies (Akin, 2019), technology
and media use levels of preschool children (Sarioglan, 2020), technology
use in preschool education (Blackwell, Lauricella, & Wartella, 2014; Lupu
& Laurentiu, 2015) studies were found. In research studies, it is seen that
the thoughts of teachers and teacher candidates about digital literacy and
their digital literacy levels were examined in terms of some variables.

It is possible to say that the use of digital technologies by teachers in
preschool education environments is increasing day by day. Especially,
during the Covid 19 pandemic process, there were changes in the education
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perspective. With this change, the demands for digital technologies
increased and distance education occasionally became a common practice.
In this process, the ability to use digital technologies effectively and
correctly became more essential. In this chaotic environment, having
digital competencies, being able to connect to the right sources and filtering
necessary information correctly reminded once again the requirements of
the digital age for teachers, students, and families. From this point of view,
the aim of this study was to examine preschool teachers’ use of digital
technologies in their personal lives and classroom environments.

METHOD

The descriptive survey model was used in this research study, which
aimed to use digital technologies in the personal life and classroom
environments of preschool teachers. Using random sampling, the study
group of this research study consisted of 100 preschool teachers working
in independent kindergartens and kindergartens within primary schools in
Karesi and Altieyliil districts of Balikesir province of Turkey.
Demographic information of the study group is provided in Table 1.

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Table 1 shows that 5 (5%) of the preschool teachers in the study group
of research were in the age range of 20-25, 16 (16%) of them were in the
age range of 26-30, 27 (27%) of them were in the age range of 31-35, 29
(29%) of them were in the age range of 36-40, 8 (8%) of them were in the
age range of 41-45, 8 (8%) of them were in the age range of 46-50, and 7
(7%) of them were in the age range of 51-55. 2% of preschool teachers had
a high school, 94% of them had an undergraduate, and 4% of them had a
graduate level degree. In the study group, teachers with 0-5 years of
professional seniority constituted 12% of the research participants, 29% of
those with 6-10 years of professional seniority, 35% of those with 11-15
years of professional seniority, 10% of those with 16-20 years of
professional seniority, and 14% of those with more than 20 years of
professional seniority. Considering student groups in participating
teachers’ classrooms, 3% students were 3 years old, 9% students were 4
years old, 41% students were 5 years old, 47% students were 6 years old.

Data Collection Tool

Teachers’ Tendency towards the Role of Digital Technologies in Early
Childhood Education survey prepared by Aldhafeeri, Palaiologou, and
Folorunsho (2016) adapted to Turkish and used in this research after
obtaining necessary permissions. This survey aims to examine preschool
teachers’ use of digital technologies and reveal their thoughts on this
subject. The survey consists of a total of 16 mixed (open and closed-ended)
questions about teachers’ use of digital technologies in their personal lives
and classroom environments.

Data Analysis

The collected data within the scope of this research study were analyzed
using the social sciences data analysis program SPSS 20 (Statistical
Package for the Social Sciences) for descriptive statistics such as frequency
and percentage.

RESULTS

As a result of the analysis of the data collected in this study, in which
the opinions of preschool teachers about the use of digital technologies in
their personal lives and classroom environments were obtained, the results
were detailed under two headings.

Results Regarding Preschool Teachers’ Use of Digital Technologies
in Their Personal Lives

Table 2 shows the data on the frequency of teachers’ use of digital
technologies in their personal lives. As seen in Table 2, 14% of
participating teachers in this research study stated that they always used
TV, while 6% of them indicated that they never used TV. 6% of teachers
stated that they always used radio and 15% of them said that they never
used it. Although 1% of the teachers affirmed that they always used DVD,
45% of them indicated that they never used it. 86% of teachers reported
that they never used DVD games, 80% of them never used game consoles,
and 65% of them never used computer games. While 15% of teachers
stated that they always used desktop computers, 25% of them stated that
they always used laptops. Although 30% of teachers indicated that they
never used desktop computers, 2% affirmed that they never used laptops.
While 5% of teachers stated that they always used tablets, 51% of them
identified that they never used them. Although 67% of teachers indicated
that they always used smartphones, 1% of them stated that they never used
them. While 10% of teachers affirmed that they always used digital
cameras, 35% of them stated that they never used them.

Table 3 contains results about preschool teachers’ views on the

purposes of using digital technologies in their personal lives. Results show
that 60% of teachers accessed the Internet for education, 57% of them
connected the Internet for information, 32% of them used messaging, 22%
of them used social media, 20% of them downloaded/watched movies, and
17% of them stated that they used technologies to read newspapers online.
33% of teachers indicated that they frequently used digital technologies to
download/listen to music, 33% of them accessed the Internet for
entertainment, 30% of them watched TV, 22% of them used digital photos,
and 22% of them downloaded applications. 70% of teachers stated that
they never used digital technologies for playing games on computers, 65%
of them indicated that they never used digital technologies for playing
online games, 48% of them reported that they never used digital
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technologies for creating/writing blogs, and 38% of teachers stated that

they never used digital technologies for playing applications.

As seen in Table 4, results regarding preschool teachers’ views on the
use of digital devices in their personal lives showed that 52% of teachers
said that digital devices changed their life, 39% of them stated that digital
devices improved their life, 23% of them indicated that digital devices
enhanced their lives, 40% of them reported that digital devices were not at
the center of their lives, 75% of them identified that digital devices made
their life easier, 52% of them stated that they had sufficient knowledge and
skills to use digital devices. While 23% of teachers indicated that digital
technologies improved their lives, only 21% of them stated that they had
enough knowledge to integrate technology into their lives. 59% of teachers
mentioned that they were confident in using digital devices, and 49% of
them stated that they were competent in using digital devices. Although
30% of the teachers indicated that they had enough knowledge to deal with
technical problems related to digital devices, 32% of them affirmed that
they were not confident in solving technical problems related to digital
devices. While 51% of the teachers stated that they lacked in coping with
digital devices, 39% of them used digital devices to solve problems in their
daily life, 32% stated that they were not confident in changing/upgrading
digital devices, and 11% of them were frustrated when using digital
devices. Although 69% of the teachers stated that digital devices were a
part of life today, only 22% indicated that they could not imagine life
without digital devices. 46% of the teachers valued the importance of
digital devices in their daily life, 27% of them took the initiative to learn
something about digital devices, 22% of them took the initiative to be
aware of everything about digital devices, and 46% of them kept up with
the developments in digital devices.

Table 5 shows the results of participating teachers’ views on digital
technologies in their classrooms. Results indicated that 60% of teachers
had internet access in their classrooms, 50% of them had desktop
computers in their classrooms, 41% of them had a TV in their classrooms,
28% of them used applications for educational purposes in their
classrooms, 25% of them had interactive whiteboards in their classrooms,
and 24% of them downloaded applications for educational purposes in
their classrooms, 4% of them had a CD player in their classrooms, and 3%
of them had a digital camera in their classrooms.

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As seen in Table 6, the results of preschool teachers’ views on the
frequency of using digital technologies in their classrooms indicated that
55% of teachers used internet access, 44% of them used desktop
computers, 30% of them used educational applications, 27% of them used
interactive whiteboards, 26% of them used educational applications, and
15% of them used TV daily. 26% of teachers never used a digital camera,
and 26% of them never used a CD player. 36% of teachers stated that
digital video camera was not applicable.

As seen in Table 7, 45% of participating teachers stated that they used
Internet access, 38% of them used desktop computers, 27% of them used
educational applications, and 25% of them always used interactive
whiteboards for educational purposes in their classrooms, while 22% of
them indicated that they used educational applications frequently. While
20% of teachers stated that they sometimes used TVs, 38% of them
reported that they never used digital radios, 31% of them said that they
never used CD players, 21% of them indicated that they never used digital
cameras, and 20% of them never used digital video cameras.

Table 8 shows results regarding preschool teachers’ views on the use of
digital technologies to facilitate children’s games in their classrooms. To
facilitate children’s games, 30% of teachers used Internet access all the
time. 26% of teachers often used desktop computers to facilitate children’s
games. In order to facilitate children’s games, 42% of teachers used digital
radios, 36% of them used desktop computer games, 29% of them used CD
players, 28% of them used TVs, 27% of them used digital cameras, 27%
of them used interactive whiteboards, 26 of them stated that they never
used a digital video camera, 25% of them never used applications, and 24%
of them never downloaded applications.

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Table 9 includes preschool teachers’ views on the use of digital devices
in their classrooms. As seen in Table 9, 73% of teachers stated that they
were confident when using digital devices in their classroom, 69% of them
were willing to use digital devices in their class, 67% of them valued the
use of digital devices in their class, and 64% of them stated that they were
confident when using digital devices in their classrooms. While 43% of
preschool teachers stated that they felt supported in using digital devices
in their classrooms, 30% of them indicated that they received support in
using digital devices in their classrooms, 46% of them stated that they did
not receive training to use digital devices in their classrooms. 43% of
teachers reported that they could help their colleagues in using digital
devices in their classrooms, 45% of them were authorized to ask for help
using digital devices in their classrooms, 41% of them had a clear vision
of how digital devices should be used in their classrooms, 40% stated that
there was a clear policy on how to use digital devices in the classrooms.
55% of the teachers affirmed that digital devices were considered as
“useful” educational tools, and 23% of them identified that education
policies offered clear help on how to use digital devices in their classrooms.
While 33% of participating teachers indicated that they were satisfied with
digital devices in their classrooms, 31% of them stated that there was no
suitable infrastructure for activities based on digital devices in their
classrooms. 43% of teachers stated that they had appropriate training to use
digital devices in their classrooms, and 52% of them affirmed that they
were ready to use digital devices in their classrooms. While 26% of
teachers stated that they received technical training to use digital devices
in their classrooms, 28% of them identified that they did not need training
to use digital devices in their classrooms. 51% of teachers kept up with
developments in digital devices for educational purposes, 25% of them had
clear instructions on how to use digital devices, 36% of them took initiative
to learn how to use digital devices in their classroom, 30% of them had
knowledge and skills to deal with technical problems with digital devices
in their class, 47% of them had sufficient knowledge and skills to use
digital devices in their class, 56% of them indicated that digital devices
could support children’s learning, 41% of them stated that digital devices
could support children’s games, 38% of them said that digital devices
could support children’s physical development, 42% of them indicated that
digital devices could support children’s language, 39% of them stated that
digital devices could support children’s creativity, 42% of them affirmed
that digital devices could support children’s reading and writing skills,
41% of them stated that digital devices would not support social
development of children. 26% of teachers reported that it was not safe for
children to use digital devices.
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CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Results on Preschool Teachers’ Use of Digital Technologies in Their
Personal Lives

As a result of the analysis, it was determined that teachers participating
in this research study preferred to use digital technologies such as
smartphones, laptops, and TVs in their personal lives. It can be concluded
since digital technologies are more common and accessible; teachers prefer
to use digital technologies (e.g., smartphones, laptops, and TVS) in their
personal lives. Considering that teachers’ professional seniority is over 10
years and their ages between 35 and 55 years old, it can be interpreted that
they did not have digital gaming habits in their personal lives. In her study,
Oner (2020) found that “television” and “smartphone” are the main tools
used by teachers at home. Similarly, Cakir and Oktay (2013) identified that
teachers use social communication networks in their lives. Supporting the
results of this research study, Gok, Turan, and Oyman (2011) found that
teachers use information technologies for personal purposes in their study.
In the study examining the views of preschool teachers about digital
technologies in their personal lives and classroom environments, it was
documented that teachers adopt and actively use digital technologies in
their personal lives (Aldhafeeri, Palaiologou, & Folorunsho, 2016). These
findings support the results of this research.

It was seen that teachers did not have the habit of playing digital games
in their personal lives and teachers did not use digital technology for
playing games. In a research study conducted by Cakir Babayigit (2014),
it was documented that teachers did not play any computer games in their
daily lives and they had negative attitudes towards computer games
because these habits continued in the classroom activities. It was identified
that teachers accessed the Internet with digital technologies for information
and education purposes in their personal lives, especially under pandemic
conditions. On the contrary, Oner (2020) concluded in her study that
teachers mostly use the Internet for news, shopping, game, and activity
research. Aldhafeeri, Palaiologou, and Folorunsho (2016) indicated that
teachers adopt digital technologies in their personal lives and that these
technologies facilitate their daily lives. These results support the results of
this research.

In this study, it was noted that teachers had negative attitudes towards
technical problems related to digital devices in their personal lives. On the
contrary, Aldhafeeri, Palaiologou, and Folorunsho (2016) found in their
study that teachers indicated that when they encounter any problem with
digital devices, they could solve it with no help.
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Results on Preschool Teachers’ Use of Digital Technologies in
Classroom Environments

As a result of this research study, it was documented that teachers’
classrooms were not fully equipped in terms of digital technologies due to
various reasons. Aiming to identify the opinions of Alpha generation
children and their teachers on the use of technology in classrooms in
preschool education institutions, Ismailoglu and Yilmaz (2019) determined
that there was no equipment related to smart boards and systems in
classrooms due to the financial insufficiency of schools. Similarly, Gok,
Turan, and Oyman (2011) found that some teachers stated that they could
not use information technologies due to the lack of materials. Kuzgun and
Ozding (2017) discovered that most teachers indicated that their schools
provide a minimum level of technological equipment and this situation
affects their use of technology in classrooms. Additionally, in another
study, it was concluded that educational environments should be equipped
with appropriate technologies (Kara and Cagiltay, 2017). These results are
in line with this research’s results.

In this study, it was found that teachers prefer to use digital technologies
in their classrooms on a daily basis. Similarly, Simsar and Kadim (2017)
addressed that majority of teachers actively use information technologies
in classroom environments. Similar to the results of this research, the
majority of teachers in a study conducted by Aksoy (2021) stated that
technological tools should be used in preschool children’s education.
Halmatov, Akcay, and Ekin (2017) state that teachers have positive
thoughts about using technological materials in classrooms. The mentioned
results support the results of this research.

According to another result of this research, teachers use digital
technologies in their classrooms for educational purposes. Supporting this
result, Veziroglu Celik et al. (2018) found that preschool teachers use
technology for educational purposes in needed activities. Pila, Blackwell,
Lauricella, and Wartella (2019) concluded that teachers spend time using
various technologies for educational purposes. Contrary to these results, in
the study of Aldhafeeri, Palaiologou, and Folorunsho (2016), researchers
indicated that teachers do not use digital technologies for educational
purposes despite the presence of digital technologies in their classrooms.

Results obtained in this research remarked that teachers do not use
digital technologies in their classrooms to facilitate children’s games.
According to Aldhafeeri, Palaiologou, and Folorunsho (2016), teachers do
not use digital technologies to facilitate children’s games. This result is in
agreement with the results of this research. On the contrary, Kuzgun and
Ozding (2017) determined that teachers mostly use technology to support
subjects and motivate students. Additionally, according to the results of
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research, since teachers do not have the habit of playing digital games in
their daily lives and they do not use digital technologies to play games, it
can be said that teachers continue these habits in classroom environments.

Considering obtained results in this study, teachers have positive
thoughts about using digital devices in their classrooms. Similar to the
results of this research, preschool teachers have positive thoughts about the
use of technology in preschool children’s education (Aksoy, 2021; Cakir
& Oktay, 2013; Gok, Turan, & Oyman, 2011; Kara & Cagiltay, 2017; Kog,
2014; Oner, 2020; Pila et al., 2019; Tsitouridou & Vryzas, 2004; Wang &
Zhu, 2014).

As a result of this research study, teachers think that digital devices
support children’s learning, language development, physical development,
creativity, and literacy skills, while they think that digital devices do not
support children’s social development. In support of this research result,
Wang and Zhu (2014) determined that teachers stated that the technologies
they use in education encourage children’s interest in learning and provide
efficiency in teaching. In a study by Aksoy (2021), preschool teachers
stated that technology and education would have a positive effect on the
language and cognitive development of children, while it would have a
negative effect on their social and emotional development. Halmatov,
Akgay, and Ekin (2017) reported that the use of technological materials
had positive effects on children’s visual perception and mental
development, while they had negative effects on children’s social
development and health. In her study, Ilis (2006) noted that computer-
assisted lessons carried out in the preschool period have various benefits
on children, but have a negative effect in terms of socialization. In addition,
in a study by Wood et al. (2008), teachers argued that computers might be
a threat to the social development of young children. These results are in
agreement with this research’s results.

Regarding the conclusions reached based on the results of this research;
teachers can be provided with various training on educational technologies,
skills to use these technologies, digital literacy skills, and digital
transformation. In this study, it was identified that teachers had negative
attitudes towards technical problems related to digital devices. Teachers
can receive hands-on training in order to quickly and effectively solve
possible technical problems they may encounter with digital technologies.
When teachers use digital technologies in classroom environments, they
can be role models for students and guide them to prevent misapplications.
Teachers can cooperate with families and inform them about this issue so
that children can get the greatest benefit from their use of technology in
home environments.

Internetin giindelik yasamlara hizla dahil olusunun ardindan, teknolojik
gelismeleri de beraberinde getirmis bulunmaktadir. Internet ve teknoloji ic ice
gecmis birer kavram haline gelmistir ve giinden giine gelismeleri devam
etmektedir. Medya sektorii teknolojiden en ¢ok etkilenen alanlardan biridir.
Medya sektorii kendine teknoloji sayesinde bir kimlik edinerek ‘Yeni Medya’
olusumu gostermistir. Teknolojik gelismeler medya sektoriinii etkiledigi gibi
reklam sektoriinii de etkisi altina almistir. Bu gelismelerle birlikte hayatimiza
giren ‘Sanal Gergeklik’ kavranmu reklam stratejilerinden biri haline gelmeye
baglamistir. Tiim bunlar g6z o6nlinde bulundurularak bu caligmada arttirilmisg
gerceklikten ve arttirilmig gergekligin yarattigi 360 derece reklam kavramindan
bahsedilerek, 6rnekler lizerinden inceleme yapilacaktir.

Bununla birlikte son yillarda kiiltiirel, toplumsal degisimlere yon vermeye
baglayan internet, bu agidan geleneksel medya araglar1 karsisinda 6nemli bir gii¢
kazanmistir. Yeni medya geleneksel medyaya kiyasla aminda geribildirim
aldigindan takipgilerin edilgen degil aktif olarak medyaya katilmasini
saglamaktadir (Tosun, vd., 2019, s: 533-534). Tiim bu gelisimler ve degisimler
aslinda birer yeni iletisim teknolojisidir. Teknoloji sayesinde insan iletisimi de
farkli boyutlara evrilmistir. Arttirilmig gergeklik ise, hedef kitle agisinda mekansal
gercekligin artis1 sayesinde ilgi ¢ekici bir teknolojik gelisme olarak yerini almistir.

Yeni iletisim teknolojilerinin temelinde dijital devrim bulunmaktadir.
Bilginin toplanmasi, saklanmasi, iglenmesi ve arttirilarak aktarilmasinda sayisal
tekniklerden yararlanmak yeni medyanin temel 6zelligidir. Sayisal Teknoloji; ses,
miizik, metin fotograf ve farkl: tiirdeki goriintli bicimindeki her tiirdeki goriintii
bicimindeki her tiirlii verinin bilgisayar diline mikro islemciler yardimiyla
doniistirilmesidir. (Tosun, 2020, s:635) Bu sayisal devrim gergekligi
arttirllarak  kullanicilara farkli deneyimler yasatmak amaciyla gelistirilerek
sunulmaya devam etmistir. Bu gelismeler sayesinde de markalar arttirilmis
gergekligi reklam stratejisi olarak kullanmaya baglamiglardir.

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1. REKLAM VE REKLAM STRATEJIiLERi

Reklam; bir mal, hizmet ya da diislincenin iiretilmesinden Once
baslayip son aliciya tesliminden sonra da devam eden eylemler biitiin olan
pazarlama fonksiyonu, orgiitsel amaclarin gerceklestirilmesi agisindan
anahtar konumdadir. Cagimizda birgok insan reklamlar araciligryla ¢esitli
fikirlere, tirlinlere, hizmetlere ya da kurumlara iligkin bilgiler edinmekte,
reklamlardan gordiiklerini, duyduklarimi giindelik yasamlarina ve hatta
arkadas sohbetlerine tagimaktadirlar. (Elden, 2018, s:135,136)

Reklam; insanlari bir {iriin veya hizmetten goniillii olarak faydalanmaya
tesvik etmek, dikkatlerini {iirline, hizmete, markaya c¢ekmek amaciyla
yapilan yazili, gorsel ve isitsel ¢alismalarin biitiintidiir. (Ttirk Dil Kurumu)
Reklam, kaynagi belli olacak sekilde bir kisi ya da kurulus tarafindan
herhangi bir mal, hizmet ya da fikri duyuran, ilgili mal, hizmet ve fikre
yonelik hedef kitleyi bilgilendirerek veya ikna ederek hedef kitlede istenen
yonde davranis degisikligi yapmay1 amaglayan, yer ya da zaman satin
alinarak yapilan bedeli 6denmis iletisim bigimidir. (Tosun, vd., 2019, s: 36)
Reklam ile ilgili yapilan tiim tanimlar, reklamin kisi ya da kurulus
tarafindan hedef kitlenin ikna edilmesindeki 6nemine vurgu yapmaktadir.
Reklamin 6nemi sadece hedef kitleyi ikna etmek veya etkilemek olarak
azimsanmamalidir.

Reklam, tiiketicilerle iletisim kurarken onlar fiziksel ve psikolojik
anlamda fayda saglayan gesitli marka vaatleri tasir. Ancak bu marka
vaatlerinin kisa, orta ya da uzun vadede satin alma davranigina neden
olabilmesi i¢in dncelikle markanin adinin hatirlanmasi gerekir. Markanin
tilketicilerin  belleklerindeki varligi, marka tercihi yaratilabilecek
cagrisimlarin bununla bag olusturmasina olanak saglar. Genel olarak
reklamlarda miimkiin olan en yiiksek bilinirlik amaglanir. (Elden, 2018,
5:140-141)

Reklamin talep yaratarak ve var olan talebi arttirarak {iretim atigina
neden oldugu, bunun bir sonucu olarak da istihdamin ve refah diizeyinin
yiikselmesine, diger bir sonucu olarak da birim maliyetlerini diisiirerek
rekabet ortamini canlandirarak fiyat indirimlerine yol agtigi, yeniliklerin
¢ogalmasina, {irlin tiirlerinin artmasina, kalitenin yilikselmesine katkida
bulundugu, tiiketicilere cesitli alternatifler arasinda secim yapma olanagi
verdigi bilgilendirici ve eglendirici olmasi da Onemi arasinda yer
almaktadir. (Topstimer, Elden, 2015, s: 23) Reklamin markalar ve hedef
kitle agisindan 6nemlerine deginmek aslinda reklamin kendi igerisinde de
ayrildigin1 gérmemize sebep olmustur. Bu ayrimlar aslinda reklam
stratejilerini olusturmaktadir.

Reklam Stratejisi; mesaj stratejisi ve medya stratejisi olmak tizere iki
ayr1 calisma gerektirir. Bu nedenle mesaj ve medya stratejilerini biitiinlesik
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diisiinmekte yarar vardir. Bu iki stratejisi yaratici stratejiyi de iclerinde
barindirarak reklamin nasil hafizalarda yer edinebilecegi konusunda
onemli bir yol haritasi olusturmaktadir.

Mesaj Stratejisi: Reklam mesajlarinin hedef kitleye, neyi, nasil ve ne
sekilde sdyleyeceginin  kararlastirnildigi  stratejidir.  Uygulanacak
reklamlarin ~ bigiminin, igeriginin her ydnden kararlastirilmasi
gerekmektedir. (Tosun, 2020, s: 569) Mesaj stratejisi arttirilmis gergeklik
konusunda da 6nem tagimaktadir. Mekanin hedef kitleye daha gercek
hissettirmesi ve hafizalara islemesi amaci ne kadar 6nemliyse mesajin
arttirllmis gergeklik icinde de verilmesi gerekmektedir.

Yaratici Strateji: Yaraticilik, bir diisiincenin, objenin veya siijenin daha
once var olmayan, diger bir deyisle orjinallik niteligi tasiyan tasariminin
yapilmasidir. Reklamlarin temel misyonu olan bilgi verme, ikna etme ve
zihne yerlestirme siireclerinin gerceklesmesinde yaratict c¢aligsmalarin
Onemi Dbiyiiktiir. (Tosun, 2020, s:575) Arttirilmis gergeklik ise bir
yaraticilik 6rnegidir. Hedeflenen kitlenin mekanin i¢indeymis gibi
hissetmesini saglamak bir¢cok yonden duygularini besleyerek {iriinii satin
aldirmak konusunda harekete gecirebilir.

Medya stratejisi: Reklam amagclarin1 gerceklestirmeyi hedefleyen
medya amaglari, medya stratejisinin kararlastirilmasinda temel belirleyici
konumundadir. Reklamin medya hedef Kkitlesinin kim oldugu ve
ozellikleri, mesajlarin bu hedef kitleye nerede ve ne zaman iletecegi ve
reklamin hangi yogunlukta yapilmasi gerektigi gibi konulari icerir. (Babiir,
2020, s:585) Medya Stratejisi, planlamas1 internet reklamcilifinda da
oldukca onemlidir. Mecralarin nasil, ne siklikla kullanacagi konusunda
belirleyicidir.  Arttinllmis  gergeklik  reklamlari g6z  Oniinde
bulunduruldugunda; daha az bilinen ve markalar tarafindan daha az tercih
edilen bir reklam tiirii olmasi sebebiyle medya stratejisi one ¢ikarici sekilde
hazirlanmalidir.

1.1. DiJITAL REKLAMCILIK

Internet olgusu, ilk kez 1960°l1 yillarda Amerika Birlesik
Devletleri’nde askeri bir proje olarak ARPANET (Advanced Research
Projects Authority Net) ismiyle, birbirine bagl bilgisayarlarin olusturdugu
bir ag olarak ortaya ¢ikmustir Teknolojinin zamanla gelisim gostermesi ve
aga giderek daha fazla bilgisayarin katilmasiyla proje biiylimiis, erisim
orani artmig ve internet kavrami glniimiizde kullanildigi bigimine
kavusmustur. (Ozsu, 2019, s:17) Internet olgusunun tiiketici hayatlarmna
girmesi, internetin g¢esitlenmesine, g¢evrimi¢i platformlarin, forumlarin
artmasina neden olmustur. Daha sonra sosyal medya kanallarinin ortaya
cikisiyla birlikte markalar dijitale yonelerek, daha az maliyetle reklam
vermeye baglamiglardir.
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Tiketici ve markalarin dijital kanallar1 kullanmasiyla ortaya ¢ikan
dijital pazarlama kavramu, tiiketiciyi tek yonlii iletilere maruz kalan pasif
statlisiinden kurtarmis, isletme ve markalarla birlikte siirece daha aktif
bigimde katildigi ortamlar yaratmistir tizerinde durdugu gibi tiiketiciler
artik pasifizleyiciler degil, aksine tiiketim siirecine aktif katilimcilar olarak
dahil olmaktadirlar. (Ozsu, 2019, s: 15)

Internet iizerinden gerceklestirilen reklamlar ile genis bir cografyaya
erisim miimkiin olmaktadir. Ayrica internet spesifik hedef kitlelere de
ulasma olanagi tanimaktadir. Zira ortak begenilere ve zevklere, yas, egitin,
gelir vb. ortak demografik 6zelliklere sahip, belli bir toplulugun mensubu
olma arayigindaki  kisiler belli web  sayfalarinin  etrafina
kiimelenebilmektedir. (Elden, 2018, s: 269) Internetin giinden giine
gelisimine devam etmesiyle birlikte, markalarin reklam verebilecek ve
spesifik hedef kitlesine ulasabilecek daha ¢ok kanali olmaya baglamustir.
Boylece internet ile birlikte reklamcilikta evrilmis ve glinden giinde
yenilenmistir. Sosyal medya kanallari, video yiikleme platformlari
markalarin en ¢ok kullandigi kitle iletisim araglarindan biri haline
gelmistir.

1.2. VIDEO PAZARLAMA VE YOUTUBE

Video, Mayer (2009), Lim ve Benbasat (2000) tarafindan, cesitli
sembolik sistemler kullanilarak anlamsal olarak zengin bilgi ve icerik
ileten bir multimedya sunumu olarak tanimlanmaktadir. Coklu medya
icerigine sahip video iceriklerin sozsliz ve yazisiz mesajlar iletebildigini,
anlagilabilirligi arttirdigini ve bilgiyi daha az belirsiz hale getirdigini ortaya
koyulmustur. (Ozsu, 2019, s: 44)

1920’li yillardan bu yana video igerik iiretimi ve video pazarlama
kanallari; gelisen teknoloji, modern video kayit cihazlari, genis secenekler
sunan video igleme programlari ve iiretilen video igeriklerin dagitimini
kolaylastiran video igerik platformlar1 sayesinde giinlimiizde en popiiler
gorsel pazarlama kanallarindan biri haline gelmistir. (Ozsu, 2019, s: 46)
Video igerik iiretimi ve dagitiminin baslica kanali ise Youtube olmustur.
Kullanicilar kendi igeriklerini iireterek iicretsiz bir sekilde dagitabilme
olanagina sahiptir. Video reklamciliginin temel taslarindan biri Youtube
platformudur.

Youtube, Google'a ait bir Amerikan ¢evrimici video paylagim ve sosyal
medya platformudur. Merkezi San Bruno, Kaliforniya'da olan platform, 15
Subat 2005'te 3 eski PayPal caligani tarafindan kurulmustur. Platform,
kullanicilarina video ylikleme, izleme ve paylasma imk&n1 sunmakta olup,
medya sirketleri ve kullanici {iretimi videolarin gosterimi igin WebM,
H.264 ve Adobe Flash Video teknolojilerini kullanir. Genel olarak video
klipler, televizyon klipleri, miizik videolari, video bloglar, kisa 6zgilin
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videolar ve egitim videolar1 gibi igerikler yayinlanmaktadir.
(www.tr.wikipedia.org) Youtube platformunun popiilerlesmesiyle birlikte
markalarda sadece bu platforma 6zel reklamlar {iireterek bir strateji
gelistirmiglerdir. Boylece Youtube kullanan hedef kitleye ulasabiliyor ve
reklamlarinin bir¢ok kez hedef kitleye izletebiliyor.

2. ARTTIRILMIS SANAL GERCEKLIK

Artirnlmig gerceklik, gergek diinyayla baglantisim siirdiiren, veri ve
goriintiilerin gergek diinya goriintiilerine eklenebildigi, sanal ve gercek
nesnelerin ayni platformda bir arada algilanmasina olanak sunan bir
platform olarak tanimlanabilir. (Erdem, 2021, s: 241)

Teknolojinin gelismesi ve internet platformlarinin yogun bir sekilde
kullanim1 bu anlamda reklam ve pazarlama stratejileri agisindan da hem
yeni mecralar hem de farkli yontem ve teknik kullanimini miimkiin hale
getirmis durumda, biitiin bu olanaklar da reklam alaninda ¢alisan uzmanlar
ve reklam verenler tarafindan etkili bir bi¢imde kullanilmaktadir. Bu
anlamda gergekligin sanal platformlara tagindig1 ve gergekligin ii¢ boyutlu
bigimde tiiketiciyle bulusturuldugu arttirilmis gerceklik stratejilerini igeren
calismalar giin gegtikce cogalmaktadir. (Erdem, 2021, s: 242) Markalar ve
reklamcilar ise bu stratejisi fark ederek hedef kitle iizerinde denemelere
devam etmislerdir. Bu strateji aslina tiiketici algisini bigimlendirmek igin
kullanilmaktadir, bdylece daha akilda kalic1 bir reklam ortaya ¢ikmaktadir.

2.1. ARTTIRILMIS SANAL GERCEKLIiK VE 360 DERECE
VIDEOLAR

Sanal gergeklik teknolojisiyle biitlinlesik olarak deneyimlenen 360
derece video iceriklerin kullanicinin dikkat alanini, yani video igeriginin
aktarmak istedigi mesaja ve mesaji aktaran ortama ¢ok daha gercekei bir
sekilde dahil oldugunu ifade ederken, bu igerigi birincil sahis goziiyle
deneyimleme olanag1 sunma 6zelligini de kafa merkezli goriintii olusturma
seklinde terimlestirmektedirler. (Ozsu, 2019, s: 47) Yeni yeni popiilerlesen
360 derece video igerikleri, hedef kitle tizerinde birden fazla duygu
olusturarak, unutulmaz deneyim haline gelebilecek ve bir¢ok marka
tarafindan tercih edilebilecek bir potansiyeldedir.

Sanal gerceklik ortaminda olusturulan nesneler ile gercek nesnelerin
biitiinlestirilmesiyle olusan artinnlmig gergeklik teknolojisi, pazarlama
iletisimi acisindan degerlendirildiginde tiiketiciler i¢in katilimci bir
deneyim yaratmaya imkan sagladigi vurgulanmak ve bdylece ortamda yer
alan nesnelerle etkilesim kurma firsati tizerinde durulmaktadir. (Coskun,

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SONUC

Teknolojinin her alaninda goriilen yliksek ivmeli degisim iletisim
teknolojilerinin degisimini de beraberinde getirmistir. Bu geligimlerin
sonucunda tiiketiciler istedikleri iirlinler telefon, bilgisayar, tablet gibi
teknolojik araclardan her yerde ulasabilir hale gelmistir. Boylece
markalarda teknolojik gelismeleri yakindan takip ederek eskiden tek yonlii
olan iletigsimlerini, teknoloji ve internet sayesinde ¢ift yonlii ve hizli geri
bildirim alabilecek hale getirmislerdir.

Tiiketiciler markalarin internet ortamina katilimi sayesinde, markalari
daha yakindan takip edebilmis, {irlinlerine her yerden ulasabilmis ve marka
sadakati olusturmak konusunda daha kolay adimlar atmay1 basarmiglardir.
Teknolojik gelismeler yiiksek ivmeli degisimini giderek arttirarak internet
tizerinden farkli platformlarin gelismesine sebep olmustur. Tiiketicilerin
kullanimina sunulan bu platformlar popiiler kavramlari da beraberinde
getirmistir. Ayrica tiikketici olan kitleleri iiretici konumuna getirerek kendi
icerisinde bir dongii yaratmistir. Her alanda oldugu gibi burada da
gelismeler hiz kesmeden devam etmis ve tiiketici konumundaki kitlelerin
iiretici konumuna ge¢mesiyle video icerik iretimi baslamistir.

Internet kavranm ve video igerik kavrami i¢ ice gegerek tiiketicilere yeni
platformlar sunmuslardir. Bu platformlar YouTube, Vimeo, Dailymotion
olmustur. Video igerik iireticilerinin sayisinin giinden giine artmasiyla
video kavrami da degisime ve gelisime ugramistir. Bu gelisimler ve
degisimler 360 Derece Videolar kavramini ortaya ¢ikarmustir.

360 derece video kavraminin ortaya ¢ikis sebebi tiiketicilerin ve
iireticilerin yeterince gercek hissetmemesi ve giderek siradanlasan
gorseller ve isitsel medya olmustur. Tiiketiciler iizerinde daha gercek ve
kalic1 etkiler yaratabilen 360 derece videolar, markalarin mesaj1 cok daha
etkili bir sekilde hedef kitlesine aktarabilmektedir.

Bu yapilan aragtirma araciligiyla biiyiik markalarin 360 derece videolar1
nasil bir reklam stratejisi haline getirdigi analiz edilmistir. Yapilan literatiir
taramasi sonucunda 360 derece videolarin reklam ve marka boyutu ile ilgili
yapilan c¢alismalara fazla rastlanmadigi i¢in benzer c¢aligmalar kaynak
olarak kullanilmigtir.

Arastirmanin sonucunda 360 derece video reklamda verilmek istenen
mesajin hedef kitle lizerinde daha etkili olabilecegi {iriin, olay orgiisii,
mesaj dogru orantida birlestirildiginde bu reklam tiiriinii deneyen kullanici
iizerinde pozitif tutumlar olusturabilecegi soylenebilmektedir.

GIRIiS
Yoksulluk kavrami insanligin varolusu ile birlikte ortaya c¢ikan bir
kavramdir. Insanligin tarihsel gelisim siireci gz oniine alindiginda ilkel
toplumlardan modern toplum tiplerine kadar yoksulluk olgusu sosyal bir
gerceklik olarak varligini siirdiirmektedir. Yoksullugun her bir toplumda,
farkli zaman ve mekanlarda degisik boyutlarda goriilmesi, gézlemlenmesi
nedeniyle yoksulluk olgusu sosyo-ekonomik, politik ve kiiltiirel pek ¢ok
alanin kesisim noktasinda yer almaktadir. 21. yilizyilin kent mekanlar1 da
yoksullugun iiretildigi ve yasandigi yerlerdir. Dolayisiyla sosyal bir
gerceklik olan yoksullugun ortadan kaldirilmasi, azaltilmasma yonelik
cesitli politikalar gelistirilmektedir (1: 1-30). Yoksullugun ¢ok anlamli ve
katmanli yapist nedeniyle yoksulluk kavraminin tamimlanmasi ve
gosterilmesinde tartigmalar halen giincelligini korumaktadir. Yoksulluk,
insanin  temel  ihtiyaclarim  karsilamamasi  durumu  olarak
Ozetlenebilmektedir. Bu anlamda kiginin barinma, beslenme, saglik, egitim
vb. imkanlara ulagamamasini da ifade etmektedir. Yoksulluk olgusunun
cok boyutlu bir 6zellik gostermesi gibi, yoksullugun nedenlerine iliskin
aciklamalar ve  yoksullugun ortadan kaldirilmasina ya da
yoksullugun mesruluguna dair agiklamalar da literatiirde oldukga genis
bir yelpazede ele alinmaktadir (2: 313). Bireysel agiklamalar
yoksullugun kisisel tercihe, kisilerin yoksulluk yardimlariyla olan
iligkisine, kisilerin sosyo-demografik ozelliklerine odaklanmaktadir. Bu
degerlendirmeler literatiirde sosyal yardimlar1 hak eden — etmeyenler oraya
ayirmakta, yoksulluk kiiltiirii, sinif alt1 gibi kavramlarla genig bir tartisma
alan1 bulmaktadir. Yoksullugun nedenlerini yapisal 6zellikler baglaminda
inceleyen yaklasimlar ise gelir dagilimi, bdlgeler arasi esitsizlik, egitim,
istihdam, saglik gibi olanaklara erisim, toplumsal esitlik, adalet, diglanma

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ve ayrimcilik gibi kavramlara odaklanmaktadir. 1980 sonrast donem
itibariyle yoksulluk kiiresellesme olgusuyla birlikte ele alinmaktadir. Neo-
liberal ekonomi politikalariin  kurumsallagmast ve yapisal uyum
politikalarinin sonucu olarak esnek ¢alisma, diizensizlesme, taseronlasma
vb. uygulamalar yoksullugun siddetlenmesine neden olmustur (2,3: 15-
50).

Literatiirdeki ¢alismalar incelendiginde yoksullugun tanimlanmasi,
yoksullugun boyutu ve gostergeleri, yoksullugun nedenleri, yoksullugun
mekansal goriiniimii, yoksullugu yasayanlarin demografik ozellikleri,
yoksullugun azaltilmasina yonelik sosyoloji, ekonomi, politika, iletisim
gibi farkli disiplinlerce ¢alismalarin yiiriitiildiigii bilinmektedir. Calismada
ilk olarak sosyal bir gerceklik olan yoksulluk ve 6zelde kadin yoksullugu
kavramlarina kuramsal acidan yer verilmistir. Ikinci olarak, sosyal yardim
ve politikalarimin tarihsel gelisimi ve uygulamalari incelenmistir.
Yoksulluk kavrami, sosyal politika kavramu ile birlikte degerlendirilmistir.
Sosyal politika kavrami da tipki yoksulluk kavrami gibi insanlik tarihi
boyunca var olmus geleneksel ya da modern toplumlarda farkli bigimlerde
ele almmstir. Ciinkii tarih boyunca kadin, yetim, ¢ocuk, engelli vb.
kirilgan gruplar her toplumda var olmustur. Bu toplumsal gruplarin
ihtiyaclarinin karsilanmasi, beklenti ve taleplerinin yerine getirilmesi ya da
getirilememesi sosyal politika kavraminin igerisinde degerlendirilmektedir
(4: 107). Ugiincii olarak, sosyal yardim ve politikalarinin uygulanmasinda
kurumsal olarak yer alan sosyal yardimlasma ve dayanigsma vakiflarina
(SYDV) deginilmistir. Sosyal yardimlagsma ve dayanisma vakiflarmin
kadin yoksullugunun yonetilmesinde uyguladiklari politika araglar1 analiz
edilmistir.

Bu aragtirmanin temel problemi kentteki kadin yoksullugunun yénetim
stireclerine odaklanmaktadir. Bu anlamda yoksullugun tanimlanmasi ve
yonetilmesinde sosyal yardim politikalarini kent olgeginde uygulayan
Sosyal Yardimlagma ve Dayanisma Vakiflarinin (SYDV) sosyal yardim
politikas1 ve uygulama araclart degerlendirilmektedir. Caligmanin
problemini ayrintili aciklamak amaciyla asagidaki sorulara cevap
aranmustir.

1.  Yoksulluk kavram ve kadin yoksullugunun literatiirdeki
kavramsal tartigmalari nelerdir?

2. Tirkiye’de sosyal yardim politikas1 literatiirde ve mevzuat
(politika metinlerinde) ¢er¢evesinde nasil tanimlanmaktadir?

3. Tirkiye’de Sosyal Yardimlasma ve Dayanisma Vakiflarmin
(SYDV) kurulusu, amaci ve kurumsal yapisinin gelisimine etki eden
politikalar nelerdir?
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4. Sosyal Yardimlasma ve Dayanisma Vakiflarinin (SYDV) kentte
yasayan kadinlara yonelik uyguladig1 politika uygulama araclar1 nelerdir?

Caligmanin problematigi ve sorularina cevap aramak igin nitel aragtirma
yontemi stratejisi benimsemis, giincel bir konuyu derinlemesine
incelemeyi, bir olgunun baglamini ortaya ¢ikarmay1 hedefleyen aragsal ve
¢oklu durum ¢aligmasi deseni kullanilmistir (5: 101 ,6: 290). Calismada
veri toplama teknigi olarak dokiiman incelemesi teknigi kullanilmigtir. Bu
baglamda, ikinci veri kaynagi niteliginde olan kalkinma planlari, stratejik
planlar ve Sosyal Yardimlasma ve Dayanisma’ya iliskin mevzuat
politika metinleri olarak analiz edilmistir.

Yoksulluk ve Kadin Yoksullugu Uzerine Degerlendirmeler

Yoksulluk kavrami parayla baglantili, ilgili bir durum olarak
degerlendirilmektedir. Bu yoksul olarak yasayan insanlarin satin alma
giicli ya da kisi bagina diisiine milli gelirden elde ettikleri pay olarak
degerlendirilebilmektedir (7: 10). Yeterli kaynak ve gelire sahip olamama
durumu oldugumu gibi gida, su, yiyecek, barinma, saglik ve giivenlik
hizmetleri gibi temel gereksinimlerden de yoksun olma durumu olarak da
yoksulluk olgusu tanimlanabilmektedir (8: 25). Bradshaw, gereksinimlerin
eksikligi olarak tanimlanan yoksulluk kavramini sorgulayarak bu eksiklik
meselesinin kisiden kisiye degisim gosterebilecegine vurgu yapmaktadir.
Gereksinimler, eksiklikler bu anlamda gorecelidir. Dolayisiyla yoksulluk
kavramini eksiklikler ya da ihtiyaglardan ziyade yoksunluk kavramu ile ele
almmasim Onermektedir (9: 4). Ihtiyaglarm eksikligi ya da yoksunluk
olarak ifade edilen yoksulluk olgusu, bazi insanlarin kendi 6zelliklerinden,
dogal ya da cevresel kosullardan ya da savas vb. insan eliyle ortaya
cikarillan sorunlar sebebiyle gecimlerini saglamakta giicliik cekmek ile
ilgili bir durumdur. Bu anlamiyla tarihin her déneminde ve her toplumda
rastlanilmig, deneyimlenmis bir olgudur (10: 24). Yoksullugun tarihsel
olarak biitiin toplumlarda goriilebilmesi zaman ve mekan mefhumundan
bagimsiz bir sosyal gergeklik olarak algilanmasini saglasa da “modern
yoksulluk” kavrami sosyal bilimlerin inceleme nesnesini olusturmaktadir
(10).

Tarimin ticarilesmesi, tarimsal {iretimin yerini sanayi iiretimi ile birlikte
gelisen fabrikalagma, sanayi olgusunun mekansal ol¢eginin kentlerde
merkezilesmesi modern yoksulluk kavraminin tarihsel ve sosyo-ekonomik
zeminini olusturmaktadir. Bir bagka ifadeyle modern yoksulluk kavrami
sanayilesme ve kentlesme degiskenleri sosyal yapilarin, politik kurumlarin
ve insan iligkilerinin degisim ve doniisiimiinde 6nemli bir rol oynamistir
(11: 2). Modern yoksulluk kavraminin endiistri devrimi, kapitalizmin
yiikselisi, siyasal devrimler ve ulus devletlerin olusumu, bilimsel ve
teknolojik gelismelerin etkisiyle tanimi, anlami, Slgiilebilirligi degisim
gostermistir (12: 13). Bu agidan sosyal teori ya da sosyal bilimler
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her zaman yoksullugu bir sorunsal olarak ele almistir. Bu sorunsal ise
yoksulluga neden olan ya da yoksullugun giderilmesinin nasil olacagi
konular1 iizerine muazzam bir kiilliyatin olusmasina zemin hazirlamistir
(13: 1-2).

Modern yoksullugun isgiicii ile olan iligkisi, yoksullugun hak ile
hayirseverlik arasindaki miicadelesi, refah devleti ile sosyal dayanigma
olarak doniigiimii uzun ve kapsamli bir sosyal, ekonomik ve politik bir
incelemeyi isaret etmektedir (10: 23-66). Calismanin kapsami ve siirlilig
diistiniildiigiinden yoksulluk kavraminin tarihsel ve sosyolojik ayrintili
incelemesine deginilmemistir. Yine de yoksullugun kuramsal a¢idan farkli
degerlendirmelerine Bradshaw’dan (2016) yararlanilarak Tablo 1’de yer
verilmistir. DiNitto ve Johnson’da yoksulluga neden olan degiskenleri
altili bir siiflandirma igerisinde agiklamaktadir. Birinci siniflandirmada
yoksunluk; iyi bir yasam i¢in gerekli olan gida, konut, egitim vb. eksiklik
olarak ele alinmaktadir. Ikincisi gelir dagilimindaki esitsizlik olarak ifade
edilmektedir. Ugiinciisii, bireylerin bilgi, beceri ve yeteneklerini piyasaya
aktaramamalarina bagli yoksulluk bir baska ifadeyle beseri sermayenin
yetersizligi olarak degerlendirilmektedir. Dordiinciisti, ilgisizlik,
yabancilagma, kayitsizlik, inisiyatif alamama gibi kiiltiirel temellere bagl
yoksullugun agiklanmasidir. Yoksulluk kiiltiiriiniin  olup olmadig1
yoniindeki tartigmalari giindeme getirmektedir. Besincisi, kapitalist sistem
igerisinde sinif iliskilerinin, sinifsal somiirii iligkisinin bir tezahiirii olarak
yoksulluktur. Altincis1 ise, kurumsal ve sosyal yapilarin karsilikli
etkilesimi ile devam eden ve yeniden tiretilen yoksulluktur (14: 118-128).

Yukarida ifade edildigi iizere yoksulluk kavraminin tanimlanmasi
literatiirde cesitlilik gostermektedir. Ancak en genel tanimiyla yoksulluk
kisinin yasamin siirdiirebilmesi i¢in gerekli olan asgari kalori miktarim
ifade etmektedir. Buna gore yoksulluk “mutlak yoksulluk” ve “insani
gelisme veya goreli yoksulluk” yaklasimi olarak iki agidan
degerlendirilmektedir. Goreli yoksulluk kavrami, kisinin Gtekilerine gore
kendisini nasil tanimladigindan, ulusal boyuttaki gelir dagilimi esitsizligi,
iilkelerin uluslararas1 gelismislik siralamalarindaki yerlerine degin uzanan
farkli anlam, tanim ve igerige sahiptir. Mutlak yoksulluk ise, uluslararasi
alanda yoksullugu Ol¢iilebilmesi, karsilastirilabilir olmasi bakiminda bir
standart olarak ele alinabilmektedir. Bu anlamda mutlak yoksulluk
standardizasyon, goreli yoksulluk ise zaman ve mekana gore degisim
anlamina gelmektedir (A¢ikalin, 2013: 315).

Y oksulluk olgusunun nedenleri ve tanimi iizerine gok ¢esitli tartismalar
yapilmaktadir. Bu tartigmalara ek olarak da yoksullugun Ol¢iilmesi
sorunsali da ayrica ele almmaktadir. Yoksullugun 6l¢iilmenin bir dizi
amaci vardir. Bunlar, bir toplumdaki yoksul sayisini saptayabilmek,
yoksullugu azaltici politikalar1 gelistirebilmek, yoksulluk meselesini
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giindemde tutmak, projeler iiretmek, insanlara yardim etmek gibi
basliklardan olusmaktadir. Yoksullugun oOl¢iilmesinde niifus sayimi,
hanehalki anketleri, milli gelir hesaplari, yasam standardi 6l¢lim anketleri,
niifus ve saglik aragtirmasi, istihdam anketleri, nitel ve katilime1 yoksulluk
analizlerine bagvurulmaktadir (2: 317-320).

Yoksullugun 6lgiilebilmesi, sosyal gerceklik olan yoksulluk olgusunun
zaman ve mekan 6zelinde analiz edilmesi sonucunda yoksullugun diizeyini
gozler Oniine sermek i¢in bir dizi gdstergelere basvurulmaktadir. Tablo
2’de yer verilen bu gostergeler yoksullugun farkli agilardan ele alinmasi,
analiz edilmesi amaciyla gelistirilmistir. Bu gostergeler genel olarak gelir
temelli ya da gelir diizeyine gore yoksul sayisini, yoksulluk durumunu
somutlastirsa da baz1 gostergeler egitim, saglik gibi toplumsal hizmetlere
erisim bakimmdan da degerlendirmektedir (2: 31-32). Yoksullugun
durumunu gozler Oniine sermek amaciyla farkli yaklagimlar da
geligtirilmektedir. Birlesmis Milletler (UN) ve Birlesmis Milletler
Kalkinma Programi (UNDP) tarafindan biitiin iilkelerin yoksulluk
karsisindaki genel durumunu gostermesi bakimindan “Insani Gelismislik
Endeksi” gelistirilmistir. Insani gelismislik kavramu, iyi ve uzun yasam,
bilgiye erisim ve yiiksek yasam standardi esasina dayali bir insani gelisme
tanimindan yola c¢ikarak gelir, egitim ve saglik gostergelerinden
olugmakta,  sosyoekonomik  gostergeleri ekonomik  biiyiimeyle
iligkilendirmektedir. Bu degiskenleri gdsteren endeks ile de uluslararasi
kiyaslamalara imkan vermektedir (15: 130).

Yoksullugun kuramsal ve kavramsal agidan degerlendirilmesinin
ardindan kadin yoksullugunun alan yazinindaki tartismalarina kisaca yer
verilmistir. Kadin yoksullugu hem diinyanin hem de Tiirkiye’nin énemli
sorun alanlarmin basinda gelmektedir. Yoksullluk gdstergeleri
incelendiginde kadin yoksullugunun biiyiik bir yer tuttugu bilinmektedir.
Yoksullugun ya da genis anlamiyla yoksunlugun en fazla etkiledigi
toplumsal kategori kadinlardir. Bu duruma kadinlarin is giicline katilim
orani distkligl, issizlik, kadinlarin sosyal ve ekonomik hayatta
karsilagtiklar1 esitsizliklerin neden oldugu ileri siiriilmektedir (16: 51).

Kadin yoksullugu kavrami ilk kez 1978 yilinda Diane Pearce tarafindan
kullanilmigtir. Yoksulluk ve kadin iligkisinin bir arada kullanilmasinin en
onemli sebebi kadimlarin yoksul kesimler arasinda en fazla yer alan
olmalari, kadinlarin sosyo-ekonomik anlamda  refahlarinin
kotiilesmesinden  kaynaklanmaktadir. 1995  yilinda gergeklestirilen
Dérdiincii Diinya Kadin Konferansi Eylem Plani’nda “yoksullugun
kadinlagmas1” kavramina yer verilmistir. Amerika Birlesik Devletlerindeki
aile yapisindaki degisimler, yalniz yasayan kadinlar, tek ebeveynli ailelerin
(kadin ve ¢ocuk) giderek yoksullasmasi bu kavramin giindeme gelmesine
zemin hazirlamigtir (17: 161). Kadmlarin yoksullagsmasinda ¢ok ¢ocuklu
olma, bosanmig veya dul olma, diisiik gelirli ailelerden gelme, ev i¢i is
boliimiinii  Gstlenmeleri gibi nedenler etkili olmaktadir. Kadinlarin
yoksullagmasina etki eden bu faktorler bir diger taraftan kadina yonelik
dislanma ve ayrimcilig1 da beraberinde getirmektedir. Kadimin digslanmasi
hem ev i¢i hayatin rol dagiliminda hem de sosyo-ekonomik alanlarda ev
dis1 alanlarda gerceklesmektedir (17: 164,18: 24).

Yoksulluk olgusu toplumun biitiin bireylerini farkli sekilde
etkilemektedir. Ancak, kadinlarin aile, cocuk ve ev dis1 hayat arasindaki
biitiin yiikleri tistlenen kisiler oldugu goz 6niine alindiginda yoksulluktan
en fazla etkilenen kesim oldugu aciklikla sdylenebilmektedir. Bir sonraki
boliimde yoksullugun giderilmesi yoniinde genel bir degerlendirme
sunmasi a¢isindan sosyal politikalar1 ve uygulamalari incelenmistir.
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SOSYAL YARDIM POLITIKALARI VE UYGULAMALARI

Sosyal politika kavraminin tarihsel gelisimi incelendiginde, sosyal
yardim ve politika, modern ulus devlet oncesinde merhamete dayali,
hayirseverlik seklinde toplumdaki yoksul kesime yardim yapma davranisi
olarak degerlendirilmektedir. Modern devlet ve kurumlarinin tesisi ile
birlikte yardimseverligin kurumsallagsmasi yasanmistir. Bu anlamda sosyal
politika kavrami ilk kez 1850’lerde Prof. Riehl tarafindan kullanilmigtir (4:
107-109). Sosyal politika kavraminin Tirkiye’de ilk kullanimi Ziya
Gokalp tarafindan “Siyaset-i Ictimaiye” olarak gegmistir. Terim olarak
sosyal politika, siyaset ve sosyal kavramlarmin bir arada kullanilarak
toplumla, insanla ilgili sorunlara yonelik ¢alisan bir alan olarak
degerlendirilmektedir. Sosyal politika yoksullugu azaltmak sosyal
korumay1 ve sosyal igermeyi saglamak ve insani gelismeyi desteklemek
amactyla uygulanan en genis politika aracidir (19: 8). Yoksulluk, sosyal
yardim ve sosyal politika kavramlar1 genellikle birbiriyle iligkili olarak
kullanilmaktadir. Bunun sebebi ise, sosyal politika uygulamasi olan
sosyal yardimlara en fazla ihtiyag duyan kesimin yoksullar olmasidir.
Kadin, ¢ocuk, engelli, dul ve yetim, yaslilar gibi sosyal kesimler sosyal
yardim politikalarinin hedef kitlesini olusturmaktadir (20: 11).

Sosyal politikanin bu tarihlerde ortaya ¢ikmasi, 6nem kazanmasi sanayi
devrimi ve kentlesmeyle yakinda iliskilidir. Bu tarihlerden itibaren sosyal
politika aslinda sanayi toplumunda ortaya c¢ikan esitsizlikleri ortadan
kaldirmaya yonelik politikalarin gelistirilmesine katki sunmaktadir. Bu
katki1  kendisini sosyal hizmet ve sosyal yardimla alaninda
somutlagtirmaktadir. Modern toplum ve kurumlar sosyal adaletsizligi,
esitsizligi ortadan kaldirmak amaciyla sosyal yardim ve hizmet
kurumlariyla yoksullukla miicadele edilmektedir (4). Yoksullukla
miicadelede sosyal yardim, yoksul kesimlerin temel ihtiyaglar1 basta olmak
iizere, sosyal risk ve giiven sorunu yasayan kesimlere yonelik yapilan ayni
veya nakdi yardimlarin biitiiniinii olusturmaktadir. Bu anlamda sosyal
yardim kavramu sosyal yardimlagsmadan ayrigsmaktadir. Sosyal
yardimlasma bireylerin degerlerine ve inisiyatiflerine gore gerceklestirilen
bir dayanigsma davranigidir. Ancak sosyal yardim ise resmi ya da formel
kuruluslar tarafindan gelir, egitim, saglik vb. yoksunlugu ¢eken gruplara
yonelik sistematik olarak sunulan yardim hizmetlerini kapsamaktadir (19:
84-86). Tiirkiye’de sosyal yardim politika ve uygulamalarinin tarihi uzun
bir gegmise sahiptir. Hayirseverlik ve vakif kiiltiirii ile baslayan, kiiltiirel
arka planinda dinin 6nemli bir rol oynadig1 sosyal yardimlagma davranisi
modern devletin kurulmasi ile birlikte sosyal devletin yoksullukla
miicadelede kullandig1 6nemli bir ara¢ olarak da degerlendirilmektedir.
Ulkemizde baslica sosyal yardim programlari asagida belirtilen kurum ve
kuruluglar eliyle kurumsal anlamda yiiriitiilmektedir (21)

Sosyal yardimlar cesitli kriterler ve sartlar altinda yukarida belirtilen
kurumlar tarafindan yoksullugu azaltmaya yonelik olarak sunulmaktadir.
Yoksulluk ve yoksullukla miicadele dinamik kavram olmasi nedeniyle
yesilkart uygulamasi gibi belirli dénem uygulanan yardimlarda zaman
icerisinde degisim gostermektedir (22). Aile ve Sosyal Hizmetler
Bakanligi’'mmn 2020 yili faaliyet raporu incelendiginde Tablo 3’te
gosterildigi gibi Tiirkiye’de sosyal yardim uygulamalarindan yararlanan
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hane sayist 2020 yili itibariyle 6 milyonun iizerindedir. Sosyal yardim
harcamalari i¢in toplamda 69 milyarlik bir 6deme yapilmigtir (23: 148).

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SOSYAL YARDIMLASMA VE DAYANISMA VAKIFLARI
(SYDV) UZERINE DEGERLENDIRME

Ulkemizde modern devletin kurulmasi ile birlikte ilk sosyal hizmet
kurumu 1917 tarihinde yetim ve yoksul ¢cocuklar1 himaye etmek amaciyla
kurulan Tiirkiye Himaye-i Etfal Cemiyetidir. Bu kurum 1935 yili itibariyle
Cocuk Esirgeme Kurumu olarak giiniimiiz ismini almistir. 1963 yilinda ise
cikarilan 225 sayili Kanun ile birlikte Cocuk Esirgeme Kurumu, Sosyal
Hizmetler Genel Miidiirligii ile birlestirilmistir. 1986 yilinda 3294 sayil
Kanun ile sosyal yardim alaninda kalici ¢oziimler getirmek amaciyla
Sosyal Yardimlasma ve Dayanisma Tesvik Fonu (SYDTF)
olusturulmustur. Fon kapsaminda yiiriitilen dayanisma ve yardim
calismalari  Sosyal Yardimlasma ve Dayamigma Vakiflarinca
yuritillmektedir (23: 19). 3294 sayili yasa kapsaminda fakru zaruret ve
muhta¢ durumda olan vatandaslarin ihtiyaglarin karsilanmasi igin
olusturulan kaynak kapsaminda ilgili vakiflarca sosyal yardimlarin
yiriitilmesine baslanmistir. Bu vakiflar eliyle yerelde verilen sosyal
yardimlarin devletin kontroliinde ve kurumsal yapisi igerisinde sunulmasi
icin bir mekanizmaya ihtiyag duyulmustur. 2004 yilinda Sosyal
Yardimlagma ve Dayanisma Tesvik Fonu Bagbakanliga bagli olarak Aile
ve Sosyal Arastirmalar Genel Miidiirligii tarafindan idare edilmistir. 2011
yilinda ise Aile ve Sosyal Politikalar Bakanligi’nin kurulmasi ile Sosyal
Yardimlar Genel Midiirliigii’ne baglanmistir (24: 236)

Sosyal Yardimlasma ve Dayanisma Tesvik Fonu’nun amacina uygun
faaliyet ve calismalar Sosyal Yardimlagma ve Dayanigsma Vakiflarinca
(SYDV) icra edilmektedir. Sosyal Yardimlasma ve Dayanigma
Vakiflarinin gelirleri asagidaki kalemlerden olugsmaktadir (25).

Ulkemizde 1003 adet Sosyal Yardimlasma ve Dayanisma Vakfi, 8883
personel ile faaliyetlerini yliriitmektedir. Bu personelin %44 ‘i sosyal
yardim ve inceleme gorevlisi olarak ¢aligmalar1 yiiriitmektedir (23) Her
vakfin bir miitevelli heyeti olup, bu heyetin baskanligin1 miilki idare
amirleri kaymakamlar yiiriitmektedir. Yine vakifin tiyeleri; illerde belediye
baskani, defterdar, il milli egitim midiirti, il saghk midirt, il tarim
miidiirti, il sosyal hizmetler ve ¢ocuk esirgeme kurumu miidiiri ve il

miiftisii; ilgelerde belediye baskani, mal miidiiri, ilge milli egitim miidiiri,
Saglik Bakanliginin ilge iist gorevlisi, varsa ilce tarim miidiirii ve ilge
miiftiisinden olusmaktadir. Ilgili heyete muhtar ve sivil toplum
kuruluslarmin temsilcilerinden belirli sayida kisi de katilarak ilgede yoksul
vatandaglara yardimlar ulastirilmaktadir (25) Bir sonraki boliimde kentteki
kadin yoksullugunun ydnetiminde Sosyal Yardimlasma ve Dayanigma
Vakiflar vasitasiyla yiiriitiilen politika uygulama araglari ele alinmigtir.

SOSYAL YARDIMLASMA VE DAYANISMA VAKIFLARININ
KADIN YOKSULLUGUNA YONELIK POLITIKA UYGULAMA
ARACLARI

Aile ve Sosyal Hizmetler Bakanligi’min 2019 yili tarihli faaliyet
raporunda, Sekil 2’de gosterildigi sekliyle bes ana baglikta sosyal yardim
ve destekte bulunulmaktadir. Aile, egitim, saglik, 6zel amagl, yash ve
engelli yardimlar basliklarinda yer alan bu destek ve yardimlarin biiytik bir
cogunlugu Sosyal Yardimlasma ve Dayanisma Vakiflar1 eliyle
verilmektedir (16).

Sekil 2’de belirtilen yardim programlan igerisinde dogum yardimu,
yabancilara yonelik verilen sartli uyum ve egitim destekleri, genel saglik
sigortasi destekleri ile yasli ve engellilere yonelik verilen destekler Sosyal
Yardimlasma ve  Dayamisma  Tesvik  Fonu’nun  biitgesinde
kargilanmamaktadir. Ancak bu yardimlar1 kimlerin alacagi, taleplerinin
alinmas1 ve sartlart tasiylp tasimadiklarmin incelemeleri Sosyal
Yardimlagma ve Dayanisma Vakiflarinin personelince yiiriitilmektedir.
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Yardimlarin cinsiyete gore dagilimlari incelendiginde %70’lik bir
oraninin kadinlardan olustugu belirtilmektedir. Yoksul arastirmalarinda da
gorildiigi gibi yoksulluktan en fazla etkilenen kadin ve c¢ocuklar
olmaktadir. Yardimlar yoluyla 6zellikle bosanmus, dul ve ¢alismayan ev
kadinlari gesitli olumsuzluklari agtiklarini - belirtmiglerdir (16).

SYDV tarafindan aile yardimlari1 basligi altinda yapilan gida, barinma,
yakacak, esi vefat etmis kadinlara, 6kstiz ve yetimlere verilen destek ve
yardimlar kadin yoksullugunun giderilmesinde dogrudan ve dolayli olarak
katk1 vermektedir. Bu anlamda 2019 yilinda 165.481 esi vefat etmis kadina
376,6 Milyon TL, 1.077.935 anneye 477.4 Milyon TL dogum yardim
yapilmigtir (26: 138-139) Sosyal Yardimlagma ve Dayanigsma Vakiflarinca
yoksullugun giderilmesi ve azaltilmasi amaciyla farkli sosyal yardim
araglart gelistirilmis ve bu araclar, aile yardimi bashig: altinda kadinlarin
ve ¢ocuklarin yoksullugunun giderilmesi, azaltilmas1 amaciyla kadinlara
yonelik olarak verilmistir.

SONUC

Calismada yoksulluk kavraminin insanlik tarihi boyunca var olan,
zaman ve mekan mefhumunu asan bir kavram oldugu ileri siiriilmiistiir.
Ancak yoksullugun geleneksel toplum ve modern topluma gore sosyal,
ekonomik ve politik agidan farklilik gosterdigi vurgulanmistir. Bu anlamda
yoksulluk olgusunun evrensel bir 6zelligi oldugu ancak farkli mekan ve
zamanlarda bireysel, toplumsal ve kurumsal agidan farkli agidan
deneyimlendigi ileri siiriilmiistiir. Bu nedenle yoksulluk kavrami sosyal,
ekonomik, politik ve kiiltiirel pek ¢cok konuyu yatay kestiginin alti
cizilmistir. Cok boyutlu ve birden c¢ok alanla iligkili yapisi nedeniyle
yoksullugun tanimi, nedenleri ve etkileri fiizerine alan yazininda
tartigmalara yer verilmistir. Calismada yoksulluk, insanin barinma,
beslenme, saglik, egitim vb. imkanlara ulagamamasi, temel ihtiyaglarini
kargilayamamasi olarak tanimlanmustir.

Sosyal politika kavrami da tipki yoksulluk kavrami gibi insanlik tarihi
boyunca var olmus geleneksel ya da modern toplumlarda farkli bigimlerde
ele alinmigtir. Ciinkii tarih boyunca kadin, yetim, ¢ocuk, engelli vb.
kirllgan gruplar her toplumda var olmustur. Bu toplumsal gruplarin
ihtiyaglarinin karsilanmasi, beklenti ve taleplerinin yerine getirilmesi ya da
getirilememesi sosyal politika kavraminin icerisinde
degerlendirilmektedir. Bu anlamda yoksulluk kavraminin, sosyal politika
ve sosyal yardim kavramlari birbiriyle hem teorik hem de pratik alanlarda
iliskili oldugu ileri siiriilmiistiir.

Tiirkiye’de modern devlet ile birlikte sosyal yadim ve politika
uygulamalarinin kurumsallastigi gériilmiistiir. Tiirkiye’nin sosyal yardim
ve politika uygulamalarinin Aile ve Sosyal Hizmetler Bakanligi
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cercevesinde kurulmus genel miidiirliikler diizeyinde ve bakanliga bagl
Sosyal Yardimlasma ve Dayanigsma Vakiflarinca yiiriitiildiigi
goriilmiistiir. Bu kurumsallasmanin en 6nemli ayagini 1986 yilinda 3294
sayitli Kanun kapsaminda kurulan ve faaliyet gosteren vakiflar
olusturmaktadir. Tiirkiye’de 1003 adet vakif ilge kaymakamliklar1 ve il
vakiflar olarak organize edilmistir. Bu vakiflar fonlarindan gelen gelirler
eliyle ilgelerde kaymakamlarin baskanliginda kurulan miitevelli
heyetlerinin kararlar1 dogrultusunda yoksul kesimlere yardim ve destekte
bulunmaktadir.

2019 ve 2020 yillarmmin Aile ve Sosyal Hizmet Bakanligi Faaliyet
Raporlart incelendiginde yoksulluktan en fazla etkilenen kadin ve
cocuklara yonelik aile, egitim, saglik basta olmak {izere gesitli ayni ve
nakdi desteklerde bulunuldugu goriilmiigtiir. Sosyal ve Yardimlasma ve
Dayanigma Vakiflari tarafindan aile yardimlari bagligi altinda yapilan gida,
barinma, yakacak, esi vefat etmis kadinlara, 6ksiiz ve yetimlere verilen
destek ve yardimlar kadin yoksullugunun giderilmesinde dogrudan ve
dolayli olarak kullanilmistir. Bu anlamda 2019 yilinda 165.481 esi vefat
etmis kadina 376,6 Milyon TL, 1.077.935 anneye 477.4 Milyon TL dogum
yardim yapilmustir. Ozetle, ¢alismada Sosyal Yardimlasma ve Dayanisma
Vakiflariin kadin yoksullugunun yénetimde kurumsal bir mekanizma
olarak yer aldigi goriilmiis ve vakiflar eliyle kadin yoksullugunun
azaltilmasinda aile, egitim, saglik basta olmak iizere gesitli yardim ve
destek uygulamalarinin 1986 yilindan beri uygulandig: tespit edilmistir.

Giindelik hayat, toplumsal yasam igerisinde gizlenen kiyida kosede
kalmis pek ¢ok ayrintryl, sosyal-kiiltiirel yapilar1 ¢dzliimleyecek,
aciklayabilecek bilginin kaynagidir ve de siradanin igine gizlenmis olanin
aydmlatilmasini i¢ermektedir. Yasanilan donemin aydinlatilmasi kadar
gecmisten giiniimiize degisen sartlar1 da ele almaktadir. Cilinkii simdinin
bilgisini sundugu kadar dahil olunan hayat icerisinde fark edilemeyen,
yapip etmelerin de temel noktalarina deginmektedir. Bir rutinigermesinden
otiirii bireyler tarafindan da fazla sorgulamaya maruz kalmayan, rutin ve
siradan  goriintiisiiniin  altinda toplumsal gergekliklerden kesitler
sunmasindan Otiirii, bilinenin arkasindaki yabanci olunan diinyanin
kapilari1 da aralamaktadir. Bu yiizden de incelenmeye deger bir alan

olarak karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir. Giindelik hayat basit eylemlerin karmagik
anlamlarin1 ve anlamlandirmalarini igermektedir.

Toplumsal degisme ile birlikte giindelik hayat degisime ugrar. Bireyin
Ozgiir iradesi ile belirlenmesi gereken hayat tarzi, toplumsal degisim siireci
icerisinde kimi zaman birey tarafindan, kimi zaman da yap1 ve kurumlar
tarafindan yonlendirilerek giindelik hayata katilim saglandigi goriiliir.
Dolayisiyla giindelik hayatla toplumsal degisme arasindaki iligki 6nem arz
etmektedir. Gegmisten gilinlimiize bireyler (aktorler) tarafindan her zaman
olusturulan giindelik hayat kaliplari, modernlesmeyle beraber degismis, bu
degisimin kalicilagmasiyla toplumsal yapiy1 sekillendiren unsurlardan biri
olmustur.

18. yy’dan itibaren 6nce askeri teknoloji alaninda olmak {izere sosyal,
kiiltiirel, ekonomik, teknolojik, din ve egitim alanlarinda degisimler
yaganmistir. Bu degisimlerin gilindelik yasamdan kopuk olmasi ise
diisiiniilemez. Cumhuriyet donemiyle beraber degisen ve doniisen
degerler, ekonomik ve toplumsal alanda, buna bagli olarak kimlik
arayislarinda, insan iligkilerindeki hizli ve siirekli degisimlerde ve tiikketim
alaninda 6n plana ¢ikmigtir. Bu degisim ve doniisiimlerin makro 6l¢ekte
diinyanin tamaminda, mikro diizeyde ise bireyin yasaminda
gozlemlenmesi miimkiindiir. Bireylerin ortak yagam alanlarindan biri olan
kent diizeyinde toplumsal yap1 ve kurumlardaki degisimlerin incelenmesi
ise sosyolojinin ¢alisma alanlarindan biridir.

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Osmanl1 Devleti’nin son donemlerinden itibaren batililasma politikasi
ile sanayi sehri olarak tarih sahnesine c¢ikan sechirlerden birisi de
Zonguldak’tir. Cumhuriyet’in ilan edilmesiyle birlikte, sanayinin geligimi
ile sosyal ve kiiltiirel olanaklara sahip olan Zonguldak’in modernlesme
stirecini giindelik yagam pratiklerinde géormek miimkiindiir. Zonguldak
kentinin agirlikli olarak ekonomisinin maden sektoriine bagli olmasi, onu
diger kentlerden ayiran sosyal ve Kkiiltiirel bir yapinin ve yasantinin
olugmasina neden olmustur. Maden sektoriine bagli olan kent yasaminin,
giindelik hayat pratikleri bu sehri 6zel kilmigtir. Kent, ¢ikardig tag komiirii
ile uzun yillar “Madenci Kenti” olarak, basta Fransizlar ve ingilizler gibi
yabancilardan olusmasi, daha sonra Tiirkiye’nin dort bir yanindan goc
almasi nedeniyle farkli bir kiiltiiriin inga edildigi bir sehir haline gelmistir.

Her sehrin igerisinde gerceklesen degisim ve doniisiimler sosyolojik
acidan O6nemli oldugundan dolayr aragtirmamizin ¢alisma alani olan
Zonguldak’ta bizlere degisen kent hayati ve ekonomik yapisinin
gelisimindeki farkliligindan Gtiirii glindelik hayat agisindan onemli bir
calisma alanin1 sunmaktadir. Giindelik hayatin sosyolojisi denildiginde en
cok kullanilan yoOntemlerden birisi de yorumsamaci yaklasimdir.
Yorumsamaci yaklasim, 19. yy’in sonlarina dogru ortaya g¢ikan bireyin
O0znel bakis acisinin giinliik tecriibelere yansidigini  agiklamaya
caligmaktadir (Akbiyik, 2018: 2-3). Calismada ele alinacak sorunlar ise;
yer alti kaynagi olan kOmiiriin ortaya cikisindan itibaren hizli bir
kentlesmenin giindelik hayat pratiklerini ne yonde etkiledigi ve
giiniimiizdeki Zonguldak’in giindelik hayatinin yapisinin durumunun ne
sekilde oldugudur. Bu calisma ile birlikte Zonguldak’in tarihsel olarak
gerceklestirmis oldugu giindelik hayat pratiklerinin analizini vererek,
simdiyi aciklayarak makro boyutta bir calisma gergeklestirilmek
istenmektedir.

Aragtirmanin evrenini Zonguldak Merkez, Kozlu ve Kilimli ilgeleri
olusturmaktadir. Arastirmanin Orneklemini ise tabakali smiflandirma
yontemiyle secilen 1000 kisi olusturmaktadir. Ancak bu 1000 kisiden 951
kisiyle yapilan anketler degerlendirmeye alinmis, diger formlar eksik veya
hatali oldugu i¢in degerlendirme dig1 tutulmustur. Bu ¢alismada, nicel veri
toplama yontemlerinden anket teknigi tercih edilmistir. Anketlerde hedef
niifusa yonelik sonuglar genellenirken ¢ogunlukla istatistiki ¢ikarsama
yontemi kullanilir,

Giintimiiz kentleri hakkinda herhangi bir degerlendirmede bulunmadan
Once tarihsel yapilar1 hakkinda bilgi almak ya da vermek kentte
gerceklesmis olan degisimlerin de temellerinin bilinmesini saglamaktadir.
Bireylerde oldugu gibi kentlerin de gelisim ve biiyiime evreleri
bulunmakta; yasama, giindelik hayat pratiklerine evrilmektedir.
Zonguldak’ta sanayi devrimi ve kapitalist siireclerin daha hizli geligsmesi,
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maden ocaklarinin deger kazanmasi gibi etkenler sehir i¢in arastirilmaya
deger giindelik hayat goriintiisii ¢cizmektedir.

ZONGULDAK’TA GUNDELIK HAYATIN TARIiHi

Zonguldak, 1830’Iu yillarda kdmiir bulununcaya kadar bir sehir olarak
bilinmemektedir. Bu doneme kadar Zonguldak hakkinda yazilan eserlerde,
sazlik ve bataklik olmasi nedeniyle yerlesime uygun olmadig
belirtilmektedir. Sehrin “madenci” ve “kdmiir” sehri olarak taninmasiyla
birlikte, 1860’11 yillardan itibaren sehir tarihi yazilmaya baslandigi
goriilmektedir.

Zonguldak, 17. yy’in baglarinda Kastamonu eyaletinin Bolu Sancagi ve
Eregli ilcesine baghh Elvan koyliiniin bir sahil mahallesidir (Karaoguz,
2011: 59). 1896 yilina kadar “Eregli livasina tabi Zonguldak nam mevki”
olarak yazilan Zonguldak 1899 yilinda kaza haline getirilmistir. 19.
ylizyilda Kastamonu vilayetine ve 20. yiizyillda Bolu Sancagi’na baghidir.
TBMM hiikiimeti tarafindan 20 Nisan 1920’de Bolu Sancagi'ndan ayrilan
Kastamonu vilayetine baglanmistir. Bu bolgede var olan kdmiir nedeniyle,
1 Nisan 1924 tarihinde Zonguldak’in vilayet merkezi oldugu
belirtilmektedir (Namal ve Karakuzu, 2017: 59).

Zonguldak’ta bulunan komiir damarlarindan ¢ikarilan komiir, ticari
hayatin merkezini olusturmakta ve sehirlesme hareketini de beraberinde
getirmektedir. 1850°den sonra komiir {iretiminin hizlanmasiyla bolge
halkina yabanci olan maden ocaklar1 i¢in Dalmagya, Karadag ve
Hirvatlar’dan isciler getirtilir. Bu donemden itibaren gevre koylerden de
iscilerin getirilmesiyle sehirde giindelik hayatin parcalar1 olarak otel,
gazino, lokanta, kahvehane ve isci lokallerinin inga edilmeye baslandigi
soylenmektedir (Tan, 2015: 17-48). Bir endiistri merkezinin etrafinda hizla
bir yerlesim bdlgesi olugmasi ve bu yerlesim bolgesinde kendisine ait bir
sosyal hayatin olusmasi, sosyolojik agidan endiistriyel doniisiimiin bir
gostergesi olarak ifade edilebilir. Ticari hayatin sehirde bir sosyal hayat
olusturmasi Zonguldak’in giindelik hayatinin olusumunu da ortaya
cikarmigtir. Komiiriin ihracattaki O6nemi nedeniyle yabanci sermaye
akimina ugrayan Zonguldak sehrinde 1893 yilinda Fransiz sermayeli
“Eregli Sirket-i Osmaniyesi” kurulur. Ardindan Italyan sermayeleri (Tiirk
Komiir Madenleri Sirketi), Rum ve Ermeni unsurlarinim da katildig: ticaret
hayati ile birlikte sosyal ve kiiltiirel hayatin da olustugu goriiliir (Karaoguz,
2011: 59).

Karaoguz’un belirttigine gore, “Ozellikle 1899 yilinda Zonguldak’ta bir
Fransiz konsoloslugu acilmasi limanin iist kesiminde sadece onlar igin
konforlu evler yapilarak bir Fransiz mahallesi olusturulmasi, hatta bu
mahallenin ortasina bir kilise yapip iki de papaz mektebi agilmasi,
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Zonguldak kentinde bir Fransiz hegemonyasi siirecini baglatti. Bu
goriintiisli ile bu mahalle, bir Fransiz kolonisinden farksizdi.” (Karaoguz,

2011: 60). Buradan, maden isletmeciligini siirdiiren Fransizlarin sahil
kasabasinda kalict olduklarin1 disiinerek bugiinkii Fener dedigimiz
mahallede bir Fransiz Mahallesi olusturduklart anlagilmaktadir. “Higbir

Tiirk’lin girmesine izin verilmedigi” limanin iist kismanda kurulan Fransiz
Mahallesi, ¢ogunlukla Fransizlarin ikamet ettikleri bir yerlesim yeridir.
Fransizca, 1talyanca, Hirvatca, Rumca, Ermenice ve Yahudice en ¢ok
konusulan diller arasinda oldugu belirtilir. Kendi aralarinda Fransizca
konusan bu insanlarmn, memur ve ameleyle konusurken Tiirkceyi
kullanmay1 tercih ettikleri sOylenmektedir (Tan, 2015: 19). Maden
havzasinda kdmiir igletimini elinde bulunduran yabanci sirketlerin sehre
yerlesiminden, Cumhuriyet’in kurulug asamasina kadar olan siiregte bir¢ok
sosyo-kiiltiirel unsuru icinde barindirdigr sOylenebilir. Dolayisiyla
1930’larin sonuna kadar sehirde yabancilarin etkilerinden s6z etmek
miimkiindiir. Bu dénemde amelelerin madende ¢aligmak iizere kdyden
kente gitmeleri ya da maden bdlgesinin etrafinda kiimelenmeleri, kent
sosyoloji agisindan bakildiginda sehirde bir gegis siireci yasandigini
gostermektedir. Bu anlamda gecis toplumu o6zelligi gosteren sehirde bir
yant1 koylii bir yani sehirli olan insanlarin giindelik hayata uyum saglamaya
calistig1 sOylenebilir.

Kentteki sosyal yasanti c¢alisma yasamu ile birlikte ele alindiginda
vardiyali c¢aligmanin giindelik hayata etkilerinin oldugunu sdylemek
miimkiindiir. Giindiiz vardiyasinda calisan is¢ilerin is ¢ikisi aksama kadar
lokal ve kahvehanelerde vakit gegirdikleri, gece vardiyasinda caligsanlarin
ise glindiizleri genelde dinlendikleri belirtilmektedir (Koca, 2005: 243).
Mesai saatleri horozun oOtmesi ile baslayan madencilerin giindelik
hayatinin, aksam giin batimina kadar siirdiigii, ayrica madende hastalanan
amelelerin ise hayvan sirtina atilip kdye gottrtldigi belirtilir (1923-1938
Cumhuriyet’in XV. Yildoniimii Hatiras1 Zonguldak:1938). 1950’lere
kadar maden iscilerinin yasam ve agir calisma kosullar1 altinda
calistirldig1 goriilmektedir. Iscilerin sosyal giivencesiz, diisiik iicretlerle
calistirlldigi ve tas ve komir tozunu Onleyici higbir havalandirma
tertibati da bulunmamaktadir. 1930’lara kadar agir sartlarda yabanci
sirketler tarafindan isletilen komiir havzasinin 1930’larda diinya savaslari
nedeniyle yabanci sermayeye ait isletmelerin devletlestirildigi, ancak bu
donemde de agir calisma kosullarmin ve baskilarin devam ettigi
belirtilmektedir. Tiim bu olumsuz kosullara ragmen Zonguldak’ta sendika
girisimi olmayip, 1946°da Dernekler Kanunu’nda yapilan degisiklikten
yararlanarak is¢ilerin kendi sendikalarin1 kurmaya giristikleri ve bdylece
“Eregli Maden Iscileri Dernegi” kuruldugu gériiliir (Ersoy, 2000: 159).Bu
donemde Zonguldak livast c¢ogunlugu Tirk oldugu ve Tiirkge
konusulmakla birlikte merkezde Rumca ve Ermenice konusan
Hristiyanlarin da bulundugu belirtilmektedir (Namal, 2016: 261).
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Halkin ugrastigi sanat dallarina bakildiginda terzilik, saraclik,
kunduracilik, yemenicilik, demircilik, marangozluk, tornacilik, oymacilik,
bastonculuk, pamuk iplik imali gibi toplumun yapis1 igerisinde sekillenen
ve toplumun kiltiriinii olusturan zanaatlar oldugu goriiliir (1923-1938
Cumbhuriyet’in XV. Y1ldoniimii Hatiras1 Zonguldak:1938).

Zonguldak’ta halkin giyim sekli olarak ortak bir sehir kiyafeti olmadigi
belirtilir. Genellikle setre pantolon, setre salvar, kusak, fes ve bazen de
agabani giydikleri sOylenmektedir. Erkek koyliilerin salvarin istline
mintan, kisin da palto, ceket ve hirka giydileri belirtilmektedir. Kadinlarin
ise giyimlerinin koylere gore farklilik gosterdigini, fakat genel olarak
entari, salvar ve ceket, cepken giyerken baslarina da yaslhilarin hasirsi
kiiciik fes iistiine ve genglerin de boyali, oyali yemeniler {izerine renkli
ortiiler orttiikleri belirtilmektedir (Sayilir, 2013: 16).

Diigiin sekli hemen hemen biitiin kazalarda ayn1 olmakla birlikte nikdh
toreninden sonra davul ve zurna ile 6kiiz arabasi veya yaya olarak kiz evine
giderek senlik ile gelin alindig1 belirtilmistir (Namal, 2016: 263).

Cumhuriyetle birlikte halkin saghg da dikkate alimmigstir. Milli
miicadelenin en buhranli donemlerinde “Amele Hastanesi” agilarak halkin
hizmetine sunuldugu belirtilmektedir. Bununla ilgili “Cumbhuriyetten evvel
yalniz bir tek Tiirk doktorumuz vardi, bugiin vilayetimizin resmi hususi
biitiin hekimleri Tirk’tiir.”  denilmistir. Ayrica ilk sosyal giivenlik
kurulusu “Amele Birligi” Zonguldak’ta kurularak “Yarasina oriimcek
basan halk, sosyal yardimi, bir amme hizmeti olarak ilkin Cumhuriyette
gordi.” diye de eklenmistir (1923-1938 Cumhuriyet’in XV. Yildonimii
Hatiras1 Zonguldak:1938). Zonguldak’ta karsilagilan hastaliklar ise
cocuklarda yaygin olarak bagirsak hastaliklari, tenya, nezle, cesitli
iltihaplar, kdylerde sitma, uyuz ile cilt hastaliklar1 ve maden amelelerinde
akciger iltihabi iken, en biiyiik saglik sorununu frengi olusturmaktadir.
Sebebi ise bolgeye madenci ve iscilerin sehre gelmesi, fuhusun yogun
olmasiyla birlikte ayrica savas ve askerlik nedeniyle koylerin erkeksiz
kalmasidir. Halk bunun tedavisini doktordan ziyade aci suda, civa
tiitsiilerinde  siitliice haplarinda ve saparna suyunda arar. Ozellikle
kadinlarda vereme rastlanmakla birlikte kadinlar arasinda histeri, nevroz
ve Ozellikle ¢ocuklarda gocuk felci goriilmektedir (Namal, 2016: 263).

Ulkenin ilk siipermarketinin de “Maden Koop” olarak Zonguldak’ta
acildig1 belirtilir. Bu dénemde agilan “Ekonoma”lar da EK{ (Eregli Komiir
Isletmesi) c¢alisanlarmin kar amaci giitmeksizin 6zel jeton (para) ile
aligveris yapmalar igin agilmigtir. Bu marketlerde kuru erzak, temizlik,
kirtasiye malzemeleri, kasap, manav, ekmek, tekel {irlinlerinin satildig1
belirtilmektedir (Celebi, 2005: 243).

Zonguldak’in ekonomi, niifus ve kentlesmesinde, 1920’1l yilardan
itibaren goriilen hizh degisim, sosyo-kiiltiirel hayatinda da goriilmektedir.
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Osmanli’nin son doénemlerinden itibaren batililasma ve modernlesme
politikalarin1 devralan Cumhuriyetin degerleri, Zonguldak’in kurulus
asamasindan itibaren Bat1’dan aldigi etkinliklerle tarih sahnesine gikmustir.
Bu etkinlikler arasinda o zamana dek goriilmeyen Bati tarzi balolar ve
sinemalar giindelik hayatin bir par¢as1 haline gelmistir( Tan, 2015: 30).
Giindelik hayatin sosyal ve kiiltiirel 6geleri bakimindan, 1923 Mayisindan
itibaren Zonguldak Tiirk Ocaklar1 énemli bir rol oynar. Kurulusundan
itibaren toplumsal kaynasmayi, halkin aydinlatilmasi ve gengligin
yetistirilmesini kendisine hedef alan Tiirk Ocaklar1 bu amaclara ulagsmak
icin dersler, konferanslar, miisamereler diizenleyip, kitap ve risaleler
yayimlayacak ve mektepler agmaya c¢alisacaktir. Halkin bilgilendirilmesi
adina yapilan konferanslarin en yogun oldugu 1930-1931 yillant olarak
belirtilerek konferanslarin her hafta cuma giinii saat sekizde Zonguldak
Zevk sinemasinda yapilacagi, katilimin serbest olup gosterilecek olan
sinema filminde yiizde elli indirim yapilacagi da belirtilmistir (Namal,
2014: 47-55).

1910 yilinda kentte baglayan sanatsal ve kiiltiirel etkinlikler Cumhuriyet
doneminde de devam ettirilmekle birlikte kent merkezinde sinemalar
1920’lerde sessiz filmlerle perdeleri agmig olup, 1930’larda halkevlerinin
1950’lerde kisilerin ve TTK’ min (EKI) actig1 sinemalar izlenmistir
(Zonguldak Valiligi il Kiiltiir ve Turizm Miidiirliigii, 2010: 157).1960’I1
yillarda ise geceleri agik hava sinemada vizyona giren filmlerin istanbul ve
Ankara’daki sinemalarla aym1 anda {icretsiz olarak seyredildigi
belirtilmistir (Celebi, 2005: 254).

Zonguldak’in Cumhuriyet’in ilk yillarindan itibaren Tiirkiye nin hi¢bir
yerinde bulunmayan tenis kortlari, plaji ve yurt diginda egitim gdérmiis
miihendisleriyle modern bir sehir goriiniimiindedir. 1960’11 yillarda
Tiirkiye’de senede toplam dort tenis turnuvasi diizenlendigi belirtilirken,
bunlardan biri “Karadeniz Kupas1” adinda Zonguldak’ta yapildigini, diger
¢ turnuva da “Tirkiye Birinciligi” Ankara’da, “Klasman Turnuvasi”
Istanbul’da, “Fuar Kupas1” ise Izmir’de yapildig bildirilmektedir. Ayrica
Tiirkiye’nin en iyi teniscilerinin de her sene bu turnuvaya gelerek geri
donmek istemedikleri sdylenmektedir (Celebi, 2005: 255). Zonguldak
Tiirk Ocaklar'nin diizenledigi spor faaliyetleri ile de halkin giindelik
yasamina etki ettigi goriilmektedir. Zonguldak’ta futbolun 1922 yilina
kadar Fransizlar tarafindan oynanip, 1923 yilindan itibaren ise Zonguldakli
gengler tarafindan oynandig belirtilmektedir. Bu amagla Zonguldak Tiirk
Ocagi futbol takimi kurularak Galatasaray, Besiktas, Fenerbahge gibi tinlii
biiyiikk kuliiplerle spor karsilagtirmalari  yapmistir (Namal, 2014:
57).Bunlarla birlikte tenis ve voleybol kuliipleri de kurularak,
Zonguldak’ta spor faaliyetlerinin aktif oldugu bir donem yasanmustir.
Zonguldak Tiirk Ocaklari'nin diizenlemis oldugu konser, miisamere ve
balolarin da halk tarafindan begenilerek katilim saglandigi da goriiliir. O
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yillarda Zonguldak’ta bu balolardan bir tanesi de sehirde 4 Aralik gecesi
verilen “Sainte Barbe Yortusu” olarak bilinen madenci bayramidir
(Karaoguz, 2011: 164-165). Halkevi kurulana kadar sehirdeki bir diger
sosyal etkinlik ise, Fener Mabhallesi’nde “Fransiz sirketinin sinema
salonunda ve iskele kenarinda eski bir kahvehaneden bozma sinemada”
gosterilen filmlerdir (Tan, 2015: 32). Karaoguz’ un 23 Mart 1923 tarihinde
cikardigr sehrin ilk ve yerel gazetesi olan “Zonguldak”, o giinlerde halkin
aydinlanmasi, bilgilendirilmesi ve gelismelerden haberdar olmasi adina
biiyiik bir 6neme sahiptir. Cumhuriyet’in ilaniyla beraber olan gelismeleri
ve inkilaplar1 halka iletmesi araciligiyla sehirde biiyiik bir kiiltiirel gelisim
sagladig sdylenebilir. Karaoguz yillar sonra “Karaelmas” adin1 verdigi
Zonguldak’in ilk yerel dergisi ile  “Zonguldak komiiri” yerine,
“kara elmas1” kullanan ilk kisi olamk kayitlara gececektir (Karaoguz, 2011:
124). Karaoguz, bu gazete ve dergilerinin yani sira 6zellikle “Dogu”
dergisi basta olmak iizere, “Komiir, “Safranbolu-Karabiik”, “Giiniin Sesi”,
“Isikveren”, “Tirk Kanadi” adli dergi ve gazeteleriyle pek c¢ok
Zonguldakli sair ve yazarm yetismesine katki saglayacaktir (Karaoguz,
2011: 70).

Hatta “Dogu dergisinde ¢ikan yazilar1 ¢ikan kisilerin 1940’11 yillarin
inlii yazarlar1 oldugu belirtilmektedir. Karaoguz dergi hakkinda “Dogu
dergisi benim degil, icinde yazilart olanlarin dergisidir” diyecektir
(Karaoguz, 2011: 224). Komiir iretiminin yapildigi Zonguldak’ta
halkevinin kurulmasi sehirde sosyo-kiiltiirel gelismelere sebep olmustur.
Zonguldak’ta halkevinin 24 Haziran 1932’ de agilmasi ile edebiyat
faaliyetlerinin gelistigi goriiliir. 1932 yilinda Hiiseyin Fehmi Imer, Tahir
Akin Karaoguz ve Ahmet Naim Ciladir’dan olusan Halkevi Arastirma
Komisyonu, bolgede komiirii ilk bulan kisiyi arastirir ve 8 Kasim 1932
giinil, “Uzun Mehmet K&miir Bayrami1” olarak ilan edilir (Karaoguz, 2011:
171). Her ne kadar Uzun Mehmet’i anma gecelerinin gergevesi milli olsa
da gecede yapilan etkinliklerin igerik olarak Batili oldugu belirtilmektedir
(Tan, 2015: 40).

Zonguldak’ta ilk matbaa “Zonguldak Karaelmas Basimevi” adiyla 13
Aralik 1923 tarihinde Tahir Karaoguz tarafindan acilmistir (Karaoguz,
2011: 271). Yine 1947 de kurdugu “Tiirk Biiyiiklerini Anma, Yasatma
Dernegi” ile 24 Mart 1949 yilinda Ziya Gokalp gecesi gergeklestirilecektir.
Bu kutlama ile sehirde Tiirkgiiliik gecesi yasanacaktir (Karaoguz, 2011:

238).

Fransiz isgal kuvvetlerinin, 21 Haziran 1921 tarihinde sehirden
cekilmeleri iizerine bugiin “Zonguldak’in Kurulus Giinii” olarak tarihe
gececek, Zonguldak halkevinin g¢alismalar1 ile 21 Haziran 1936’dan
itibaren kutlanilmaya baslanacaktir. Bu giin, 1998 den itibaren ise
“Karaelmas Uluslararas1 Zonguldak Kiiltiir ve Sanat Festivali” ne
doniisecektir (Karaoguz, 2011: 174-175).Atatiirk’in 16 Agustos 1931°de
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sehre gelmesi, Zonguldak komiir havzasini ziyareti sehirde biiyiik cosku
ve heyecan yaratmistir. Bunun iizerine halkevinin baskanligindaki bir
kutlama komitesi tarafindan organize edilerek, 26 Agustos giinii 1932
yilindan itibaren “Gazi Giinii” olarak toéren ve senliklerle kutlandig:
belirtilmektedir (Namal, 2010: 24). Ayrica 1937 yilinda Tiirkiye’nin tinlii
ressamlarinin madencilik ile ilgili resimler yapmak ve sergi agmak iizere
Zonguldak’ a geldigi belirtilmektedir (Karaoguz, 2011: 178).

Zonguldak’in 1940’11 yillardaki edebi hayatinda ise iki 6nemli sair
Riistii Onur ve Muzaffer Tayyip Uslu goriiliir. Bu yillarda Zonguldak
Celikel Lisesi'nde 6gretmenlik yapmakta olan Behget Necatigil, Ilhan Berk
ve Halim Yagcioglu gibi edebiyatcilarimizla da kentte kiiltiirel dinamizm
yasandig1 sdylenebilir. Ogretmenlik gorevi ile 1940 yilinda Zonguldak’a
atanan Behget Necatigil, 6grencileri Riistii Onur ve Muzaffer Tayyip Uslu
ile tanisarak Zonguldak’ta bir sanat ¢evresi olustururlar. Riistii Onur ile
Mugzaffer Tayyip Uslu’nun donemin 6nemli sairlerinden olup Garip akimi
temsilcileri olduklar1 belirtilerek, Zonguldak’ta ¢ikan “Ocak”, “Yeni
Zonguldak” gazetelerinde “Karaelmas” ve “Degirmen” dergilerinde siir ve
yaz1 yayinladiklar1 belirtilmektedir. Bu yillarin 6nemli temsilcilerinden
biri olan Irfan Yalgmn da “Oliimiin Agzi” romaniyla bu zamana dek
deginilmemis olan maden ve madencilerin hayatini iglemistir. 1960’11
yillarda ise Behget Kalayci’'nin “Tirk Dili” dergisinde siirlerini
yayinlayarak sanat geceleri diizenlemesi, kentteki edebiyat faaliyetlerine
bir yogunluk kazandirdigi goriiliir. 1960’11 yillarin 6nemli yazarlarindan
birisi de “Gogiik” adli romaniyla Milliyet Gazetesi odiiliinii alan Levent
Agral’dir. 1970-1971 yillarinda yerel ve ulusal dergilerde siirleri
yayinlanan Tahsin Sentiirk’lin dénemin ses getiren sairlerinden oldugu
belirtilir (Kasap, 2003: 71-73). Bolgede 6nemli isimlerden birisi de sair-
yazar Rifat Ilgaz’dir. Orhan Seyfi Orhon, ilhan Berk, Behget Kemal
Caglar, Behget Necatigil ise Zonguldak’ ta bulunmus diger sairlerdendir
(Kasap, 2003: 70).

Sanayilesme ve modernlesme, diinyanin hemen hemen her yerinde
etkili olmustur. Zonguldak, sanayilesmenin ve modernlesmenin getirmis
oldugu degisikliklerden oldukca 6nemli 6lciide etkilenmistir. Ozellikle de
calisma disiplinleri ve giindelik hayat pratikleri agisindan Zonguldak’ta
gerceklesen degisimler, agik sekilde goriilmektedir. Zonguldak’ta maden
ocaklarinin aktif sekilde ¢alistig1 donemler ile 6zellestirmeler ve ocaklarin
kapatilmasinin ardindan yasanan dénemler arasinda ekonomik baglamda
o6nemli degisimler yasanmistir. Ekonomik hayatta yasanilan degisimler,
kendisini giindelik hayat pratiklerinde gdstermeye baslamistir. Bugiin
Zonguldak kentinde var olan durumun sosyolojik agidan anlasilmasi i¢in
oncelikle giindelik hayat sosyolojisinin temel kavram ve kuramlarim
bilmek gerekmektedir. Bir sonraki boliimde giindelik hayat kavrami ve
kuramlari ele alinacaktir.
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SOSYOLOJIK ACIDAN GUNDELIK HAYAT

Giindelik hayata kavramsal olarak baktigimizda ifade ettigi sey; giin
igerisinde gerceklestirilen toplum tarafindan kabul gérmiis olmus olan ve
her birey i¢in kendi igerisinde gergeklikleri olan davranislarin tarihsel
durumunu ifade etmektedir. Ev hayatindan is hayatina, beslenmeden
tatile, bos zaman etkinliklerine kadar gerceklestirmekte oldugumuz
eylemler giindelik hayatin i¢erisindedir (Yigit, 2012: 137).

Gilindelik yasam giiniimiiz toplumunda ve Oncesinde bireyin
pratiklerinin, amaglarinin dogrultusunda sekillenen ve buna hizmet eder
bicimde gelisen bir seyir icerisindedir. Insanlar yasamin icerisinde sosyal
alanlarda yasamlarina devam edebilmek, belli statiileri elde edebilmek,
kendi yasamini ve bagkalarinin yasamini siirdiirebilmek adina belirli
gerekliliklerini yerine getirmekle yiikiimliidiirler (Yigit, 2012: 127).

Gilndelik hayatta, bireyler ile triinler arasindaki toplumsal iligkinin
farkl1 yonleri bulunmaktadir. Bu iligkiler orgiisii, tiretim ve dolagim
siirecinin iktisadi olarak incelemesine indirgenemez. Bu iliskiler 6rgiisii bir
sosyoloji igerir. Iktisatginin az ¢ok sezdigi ancak kavrayamadigi ideolojik,
kiiltiirel ve ahlaki yonleri vardir. Thtiyaglar ve mal varliklari, bir yandan
sosyo-politik ekonomiyi bir yandan ahlaki, toplumsal sinif kuramlarini,
toplum elestirisini ve toplumun, kiiltiiriin ve son olarak uygarligin tanimini
yani dolayisiyla sosyolojiyi ilgilendirir (Cetin, 2013).Sosyoloji giindelik
hayati gergekligin bir parcasi olarak kabul gérmekte ve farkli agilardan
etkilendigi gelismeler ile de degisim ve doniisiim yasadigini, yaganan
farkliliklara ragmen igerisinde bir ahenk oldugunu sdylemektedir. insanlar
tam da toplumsallagsmanin yasandig1 yer olan giindelik hayatin icerisine
dogmaya, burada kabul gérmiis olan normlarca biling olusturmaya, anlam
katmaya ve hayatlarin siirdiirmeye baglamaktadirlar. Her ne kadar birey
belirli kaliplarin igerisine dogmus olsa da bu kaliplar kendince uyarlama,
yeni bir etkinlik edinme, ayirt edici bir nitelik kazanma ya da sadece
kabul etmeme durumlarini, pratiklerine dokebilmektedir. Giindelik hayat
bireyin iletisim kurabilme ve becerilerini gelistirdigi bir ortamdir
(Gardiner, 2016: 14-15).Insanlar ayn1 cografi konum ve zaman diliminde
yasasalar da belirli rutinleri siradanlik icerisinde gerceklestiriyor olsalar
dahi farkli goriisleri, ideolojileri kabul ederek kendileri i¢in yeni bir
gerceklik var edebilmektedirler (Gardiner, 2016: 15).

Toplumsal hayatin igerisinde gerceklesen, en basit ihtiyaclarin
(giyinme beslenme, barinma vb.) karsilanmasi i¢in kullanilan beceriler
dahi giindelik hayatin igerisinde yer almaktadir (Lefebvre, 2016: 32). Giin
icerisinde gergeklesen sosyal hayata 0Ozgii davraniglarin, bireye
benimsetildigi zaman dilimini olusturmaktadir (Glingér, 2017: 99).
Giindelik hayat 24 saatlik zaman dilimine indirgenemeyecek kadar arka
yiizleri bulunan derinlemesine inceleme gerektiren, bireylerin eylemlerini
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“simdi” ile sinirlt kalmayip baglamlarinin igerisinde bulunduklar
toplumsal iligkileri de dikkate alarak bir analiz siirecini kapsamaktadir. Bu
eylemlerin toplumsal bir zaman ve uzam igerisinde birbirlerine
eklemlenerek olusmas1 onemlidir ( Ozbas, 2017: 21).

Giindelik hayat bunlarin yan1 sira makro boyutta genel gecer tanimlar
sunuyor olsa da yasamin igerisindeki her ayrinti farkli bir bilginin,
toplumsal diizenin, yapinin, zihniyet kaliplarinin kendine 6zgii alt
metinlerini igcermektedir. Kabul gérmiis olanin igerisi bizlere yeni kapilar
acarak derinlerde kalmis olanin incelenmesi ile farkli bakis agilarim
sunmaktadir.  Ozellikle de rutin olarak yaptigimiz sorgulama geregi
duymadigimiz davranis kaliplarinin kendi igerisinde anlamli amagclari
bulunmaktadir. Ote yandan giindelik hayat kavrami giiniimiizde modern
toplumlara 06zgii kavram olarak kullanilmaya baslanmistir. Lefebre
rekabetci bir meta diinyasinin var olmaya baslamasiyla giindelik
yasamin ya da Oneminin bu denli olmadigimi sdylemektedir.
Modernlik oncesi donemde iisluba ufak nesne, edimler, davranislar
acisindan direkt bir algilanabilirlik, simge igerisinde dogrudan
algilanabilen bir anlam veriliyordu demektedir (Gardiner, 2016: 18).

Kapitalizm ve endiistriyel iiretim bigiminin etkisiyle modern
toplumlarda isluplar ortadan kalkmis ve nesnelerin, edimlerin,
davraniglarin bir biitiinliik olarak iislup i¢inde yer almalar1 sona ererek
islubun yerini kiiltiir, sanat ve estetizm almistir. Modern toplumlarda
insanlarin yasam bigimleri, kapitalist sistemin kendisini devam ettirmesi
icin gereken sartlarin baskisi altinda olugmaktadir. Giindelik hayat kavrami
da bu noktada karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir: Tiiketim ideolojileri hakimiyetlerini,
insanlarin giindelik hayatlarini1 diizenleyerek ve orgiitleyerek kurmaya
calisirlar. Boylece giindelik hayat; is, 6zel hayat, bos zaman seklinde
zaman boliimlerine ayrilarak olusur. Modern kent mekénlari ise, bu zaman
boliimlerinin {istinde yasandigi yerler olarak yeniden planlanmaktadir
(Gardiner, 2016). Giindelik Hayat Sosyolojisi; giin igerisinde rutin olarak
gerceklestirdigimiz, toplumsal yasamin parcalarmin incelendigi,
degisimlerin yoniiniin incelendigi farkli bir yorum sunarak toplumsal ve
kiiltiirel olgularin altinda yatan bakis agilarimin ortaya konulmasinin
aragtirtlmasinda sosyolojinin alt disiplini olarak karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir.

Sosyolojinin alt dallarindan olan Giindelik Hayat Sosyolojisi geri kalan
sosyal bilimlerde oldugu gibi icerisinde birgok perspektifi
barindirmaktadir.  Bunlar;  sembolik  etkilesimcilik,  dramaturji,
fenomenoloji, etnometodoloji ve varolussal sosyoloji gibi mikro
perspektiflerin genis bir sekilde ele alinmasindan olugsmaktadir. Bakis agisi
daha ¢ok mikro odakli olup makro boyutun bakis agisina karsi ¢ikarak,
toplumsal yapiy1 anlamli kilmak i¢in aktorlere, bakis acilarina odaklanan
bilimsel sosyolojik bir yaklasimdir (Gardiner, 2016: 18).
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Gilindelik hayatin  aktorleri, toplumsal eylemleri yorumlama,
degistirme, smirlarin1 belirleme, anlam katma gibi faaliyetleri siirdiiren
bireylerdir. Eylemler ne kadar siradanmis gibi gerceklestiriliyor olsa bile
kisinin selam alip verme sekli gibi basit alisilagelmis hareketler bile
bireyin varolusuna dair ipuc¢larini tasimaktadir. Giindelik hayat icerisinde
barindirmis oldugu ekonomi, siyasi, kiiltiirel, irksal, dinsel gibi birgok yap1
tarafindan kusatilmakta olup, 6znel olanin toplumun verili olan kogullar ile
sekillendigi goriilmektedir. Bireyler hayata dair var ettikleri anlamlari,
yorumlamalari, tavirlarin1 davraniglarini, tiretim ve tiiketim seklini dahi
toplumdaki kurumlarin amag¢ ve islevlerine iligkin eylemlerini giindelik
hayat icerisinde gerceklestirmektedirler. Bulunulan konum bireyin
davramislarinda etkili bir faktor olmaktadir. Insa edilen pratikler her
kosulda ayni anlama gelmemekte sokakta, is yerinde, evde degisen her
kosulla belki de zamanla birlikte kendisini de farklilagtirmaktadir.
Etkilesimde bulunulan toplumsal yapinin farklilasmasi siradan, dogal ve
tekrarlari bulunan hayatin igerisinde farkli tekrarlar sunmaktadir
(Lefebvre, 2016: 28-32). Giindelik hayati Neo-Marksist agidan
coziimleyen Lefebvre, giindelik hayatin dongiilerden olustuguna dair
belirlemeler sunarak “Bir ise baslamak, aslinda bastan alip yeniden
baslamak, yeniden dogmak demektir” diye belirterek giindelik hayatta
‘tekrar olamin kegfedilmesinin’ s6z konusu oldugunu bildirir. Lefebvre
giindelik hayatin kendi icerisindeki tekrarlari, parcalart baglayan seyi
modernlikle birlestirmektedir. Giindelik hayati ‘modernligin arka yiizii,
zamanin ruhu’ olarak ifade etmekte ve bireylerin isteklerin dogrultusunda
giindelik hayatin doniistiiriildiigiinden, bu etkinin yani sira goriiniir olanin
arka yliziiniin sorgulanmasinin baska kapilar1 araligindan bahsetmektedir
(Lefebvre, 2016). Basit ve goriiniir olan kisim ise daha ¢ok yiizeysel,
kalabalik kendini tekrar eden ve smirlarinin gizilmesi gii¢ olan bolimdiir.
Her zaman acgik sekilde karsilastigimiz bu kisim bizlere toplumsal
gercek diizeyini sunmaktadir.

Fransiz teorisyenlerden olan Agnes Heller’in yazmis oldugu kitabinda
kullanmis oldugu climlelerden birisi, bireylerin toplumu {iiretmeleri i¢in
kendilerini de yeniden iiretmeleri gerekliligidir. Bireyler toplumun tiyeleri
olarak yasama dair pratiklerini, becerilerini, deneyim ve yetilerini elde
ederken hayatin igerisinde sadece vazifelerini yerine getirmez aym
zamanda kendi i¢in nesnelestirme, pratiklerini gergeklestirirken, kendisini
de sekillendirmektedir. Yani giindelik hayat kendiliginden olusan basit
kurallar1 bulunan bir alan olmamakla birlikte bireyler igin iliskilerin
bigimlendigi, toplumsallagmanin, kiiltiirlesmenin, bireylerin sadece
kurallara birebir itaatiyle olmadigi bir alan1 sunmaktadir (Gardiner, 2016:
184-185).

De Certeau’unun “Giindelik Hayatin Kesfi” en bilinen eseri olmakla
birlikte, giindelik hayatta karsilasmakta ve yapmakta oldugumuz davranig
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kaliplarinin elestirisini islemektedir. Certeau bireylerin kendisine dayatilan
normlardan daha fazlasim gerceklestirme kapasitelerinin  iizerinde
durmaktadir. Yani bireylerin gergeklestirmis oldugu davranig kaliplarini
kendi istekleri dogrultusunda mekdn ve zamana bagli olarak
farklilagtirmalarindan bahsetmektedir. Glindelik hayat igerisinde bireyler
iktidarin, otoritenin gesitli stratejiler ile kontrol mekanizmalar1 kargisinda
tepkisiz olmamak adina, sistemin stratejilerine karsi taklit davranislar
iiretebilmektedirler. Boylelikle birey kendi 06znelligini de korumus
olmaktadir (Yigit, 2012: 128).

Zamandan, zamanin degisim ve doniistimlerinden etkilenen giindelik
zaman, modernlesmenin farklt mekanizmalar1 ile yeniden sekillenmeye
baslamistir. Modern yasam tarzinin nitelikleri, arzulari, sistemi bireyin
giindelik hayat pratiklerini etkilemektedir. Ozellikle kapitalist sistemin
giindelik hayat pratiklerine ve bos zamana girmesi ile birlikte sistem bazi
eylem bigimlerini bireylere empoze etmeye baslamistir. Giinliik
gerceklestirilen tiiketim aligkanliklarini 6rnek verebiliriz. Modern diinya
rekabetin ve hizli degisimin yagandig1 bir sistem ile donatilmistir. Rekabet
ortami bireyleri kendi istekleri dogrultusunda sekillendirmeye
baslamaktadir. Ornegin, herhangi bir is bagvurusunda bireylerden oldukga
farkli nitelikler beklenmektedir. . Dolayisiyla giindelik yasam, ideolojinin
alenilestigi bir alan olarak farkli simif, egitim ve statiideki bireyler
tarafindan farkli sekillerde sahiplenilmekte, gilindelik yasam pratikleri
bireylerin kimliginin, smnifinin ve statiisiiniin tanimlayicist haline
donigmektedir (Yigit, 2012: 130).

19.yiizyil, sosyal bilimlerde calisma yoOntemi genel olarak sistem
yaklagimina dayanmaktadir. Sosyal bilimler, bireyin iizerinde etkili olan
kiiltiir ve toplum yapisina odaklanarak, biitiinleyici bir degerlendirme i¢in
bireyi bir nesne olarak diisiinmiis ve birey iizerinden toplumsal olanin
gergekligine vurgu yapmaktadirlar. Ancak bireyin nesne olarak
algilanmas1 irade kisminin geride birakildigimi diisiindiirdigii i¢in
elestirilmistir(Esgin ve Cegin, 2018: 18). Bu yiizden 19. yiizyilin
sonlaria dogru yaratici birey {lizerine odaklanilmigtir. Bireyin giindelik
deneyimlerinde sadece kiiltiiriin ve toplumsal yapinin degil ayn1 zamanda
bireyin kendi 0Oznelliginin de etkili oldugu goriisii hakim olmaya
baslamistir. Bdoylelikle 6znel bakis agisimin 6nemsendigi yaklasimlar
gelismeye baslamistir(Adler, Adler ve Fontana, 2012: 117).

Tiirkiye’nin yasamig oldugu gelismeler ve sanayi devriminin biitiin
diinyadaki etkisinde oldugu gibi yeni ekonomik sistem yeni pratikleri
kirsaldan kente gogiin yayginlagsmasini saglamistir. Tirk sosyolojisi;
yasanilan gelismeler karsisinda nasil bir yol izlenilecegine dair 6nerilen ve
uygulanan toplumsal pratikler baglaminda birgok alan arastirmasina evren
olusturmaktadir. Kurna Kdyii(Mehmet Ali Sevki Bey), Toplumsal Yapi
Aragtirmalar1 (Behice Boran), Tiirkiye’nin Toplumsal Yapisi ve Temel
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Sorunlar1 ve Hasanoglu Kdyiiniin I¢timai iktisadi Yapis1 (Ibrahim Yasa)
gibi aragtirmalar Tirkiye’nin toplumsal yapi igeriSindeki degisim ve
doniistimlerin mikro ve makro boyutla incelenmesinin Orneklerini
sunmaktadir. Ozellikle de iiretim biciminde yasanan farklilasma
makinelesme ile birlikte kdylerde yasanan ¢oziilmeler toplumsal degisim
meselesinde sorunlar1 saptanmasi gereken alanlar olarak goriilmektedir.
Bunun yami sira hizla biiyiiyen kentlerde bir¢ok problem meydana
gelmektedir. Birbirinden farkli glindelik yasam pratigi bulunan iki cografi
alanin ekonomik sebeplerden 6tiirii ayn1 konumda bulugmasindan dolay1
hayatin pratiklerinde doniigiimler, etkilesimler yasanmaktadir. Sosyolojik
olarak bunun kavramsal Ornegi olarak kentlesme ve kentlilesme
kavramlarini verebiliriz.

ZONGULDAK’TA GUNDELIK HAYAT

Giin icerisinde gergeklestirilen giindelik hayat pratiklerinin bireylerin
kimliginin, statiistiniin, sinifinin bir pargast haline doniistigii goriliir. Bu
acilardan bakildiginda McCarty ve Perreault’nun yasam tarzi boyutlart
tahlili bu arastirmada Onemli bir nitelik tasimaktadir (McCarthy, J. ve
Perreault, W. D. 1987).

Bunun yani sira yerlesim yerinde
gegirilen siirenin artig1 mahalle ile olan bagin da artmasina ve birey mekan
iligkisinin kuvvetlenmesine sebep olacak faktorlerden birisidir.

Aragtirmaya katilan 6rneklem grubundan %58,4’{i komsulari i¢erisinde
tanidiklar1 oldugunu belirtirken, %41,6’s1 ise komsular1 igerisinde
tanidiklarinin  olmadigint belirtmistir.  Cumhuriyetin ilanindan sonra
yasamis oldugu hizli sanayilesme ile Zonguldak’ta degisen bir yagam tarzi
s6z konusu olmaktadir. Giindelik hayat igerisinde birgok tutum ve
davranista da kendisini gostermektedir. Bunun yani sira 6grenci olan ve
olmayan gibi bir ayrim da s6z konusu olmaktadir. Ciinkii Zonguldak’in
bazi mahalleleri gogunluk olarak dgrencilerin kalmis oldugu apartmanlarla

Bu durum ise
onlarin niifus agisindan Zonguldak’ta fazla olmasindan kaynaklanmakta ve
farkli bir grup olarak nitelendirilmelerine neden olmaktadir. G6z ardi
edilmemesi gereken nokta ise kimlik c¢alismalarindan o©ne c¢ikan
farkliliklarin gatigmalara neden olacagi goriisiiniin aksine katilimcilarin
¢ogunlugunun rahatsiz olmadigi goriisii 6nem arz etmektedir.

SONUC

Giindelik hayat denildigi andan itibaren siradan gibi gelen ama bilindik
durumlarin, davranig kaliplarinin, sézciiklerin, kiiltiirel degerler gibi her
alana niifuz etmis ve toplumsal yasami olusturan konularin arka sahnesini
aciklamaya calisan bir alandir. insanlar hayatlarda islevsel, olumlu-
olumsuz, ¢atismacit eylemlerde bulunmakta ve insami1 insan yapan
ozellikleri sergilemeye, iliskiler kurmaya calismaktadir.  Insanin
davraniglarinin temelinde yatan nedenlere birgok kuramci farkli agidan
yaklasmaya ve aciklamaya calismistir. Gilindelik hayati konu alan
yaklagimlarda ise bireyin birey olmaktan kaynakli sahip oldugu iradenin,
yaratici 6zelliginin, 6znel bakis agisinin arka plana atilamayacak derecede
o6nemli olduguna karar vermektedir. 19. ylizyilin sonlarina dogru gelisim
gOstermis olan bu diistince yapisi fail odakli galismalarin ve giindelik hayat
sosyolojisinde dnciisii olmaktadir. Ozellikle de Lefebvre gibi modernlik ve
giindelikligi bir arada kullanan kuramci bu alanda kendine 6nemli bir yer
edinmistir.

Her iilkenin, her bolgenin, her kentin, her toplulugun, her insanin
tarihsel yapisi birbirinden farkli ve degisime agik bir yapidadir. Bu yiizden
de bireyin yasam alan1 olan kentsel yapilarin incelenmesi sosyolojik olarak
incelenmesi gereken bir alan1 sunmaktadir. Toplumsal olarak degisimler,
pratiklere  dokiilmesi itibariyle o6nemli faktor olusturmaktadir.
Aragtirmamiz Zonguldak’in gegmisten gilinlimiize kadar ge¢irmis oldugu
toplumsal degisimleri, glindelik hayat pratiklerini, bu pratiklerin arka
planinin sosyolojik analizlerinin makro boyutunu icermektedir.

Ekonomik olarak, sanayinin gelismesiyle birlikte diinyanin yasamis
oldugu degisimlerden Zonguldak kenti de etkilenmistir. Maden ocagi gibi
diger kentlerden kendisini ayiran bu sehirde maden ocaklarmin etkileri
oldukca fazla olmakla beraber bu ekonomik sermaye alani sehrin giindelik
hayatini da etkilemeye baslamistir. Farkli bir sosyal ve kiiltiirel yapinin da
zeminini olusturmaktadir. Ocaklarda ¢aligmanin zorluklari, farkli bir i
temposunun olmasi, ¢aligma saatlerinin, ¢alisma giinlerinin farklilagmasi,
sadece o iste calisiyor olmaktan kaynakli meslek hastaliklar1 gibi birgok
durum bu meslegin ve meslekte ¢alisanlarin giinliik hayatlarinin ¢ok farkli
kurgulanmis olmasina neden olmaktadir. Insanlar her ne kadar agir sartlar
altinda calisacak olmalarimi bilseler de sistem igerisinde para kazanmanin
zorluklarindan &tiiri madencilik gibi zor bir meslekte dahi tutunmaya
calismaktadirlar. “Asagida Oliim var, yukarida aclik. Asagida Oliim
olasilik, yukarida aglik kesin” sOylenen bu sdz ise durumu agiklar
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niteliktedir. Maden ocaklar1 varliklariyla yarattigi degisimleri Onem
kaybetmesiyle de yasatmaktadir. Gilinlimiizde modernite yeni g¢aligma
sistemleri farkli bir toplum bigimini de beraberinde getirmektedir. Cilinkii
moderniteyi ortaya ¢ikaran onciiller, onu daha dnceki geleneksel toplum
bi¢imlerinden ayirmis ve de kendine 6zgii degerleri {izerine, yeni ve farkli
bir toplum olarak organize olma pozisyonu ile karsi karsiya birakmustir.
Tiim bu siiregler giinliik hayatin akis1 i¢erisinde kendini géstermistir.

Zonguldak ilinde yapmis oldugumuz arastirmamizda bireylerin
giindelik hayat pratiklerini 6grenmenin yan1 sira bunlarin arka planlarini
vermis ve degisimlerini de gostermek istenilmistir. Giindelik hayat
icerisindeki bos zaman aktivitelerinden, mekansal alanlara dair fikirlere,
ulasimdan, saglik hizmetlerine, farkli gruplarla olan iletisim gibi bir¢ok
alana dair sorulan sorulara verilen yanitlar neticesinde bugiliniin
Zonguldak’mna dair analizler bulunmaktadir. Ozellikle de almus oldugu
gocler ve biiyiik egitim kurumunun acilmis olmasindan kaynakli komsuluk
iligkileri ve mekan tasarimlainda goriilen farkliliklar goze carpmaktadir.
Bireyler kentsel yapi igerisinde mahalleye ait hissettiklerini sdylemis
olsalar dahi iletisimde bulunan grup degistiginde iliski aglarinin da
zayifladig goriilmektedir. Komsuluk, akrabalik iligkileri, memleket ve koy
ziyaretleri, milli ve dini bayram kutlamalar gibi gelencksel degerleri
varliklarin1 devam ettirirken bu degerlerin zayifladigin1 da ama 6nemini
yitirmedigini gdstermektedir. Ozellikle de ‘bos zaman’ gibi kapitalistler
icin miithig bir tiiketim kiiltiirinde yasanmis olan degisimler, yeni ve
baskin hale gelen AVM, moda ve markalagma gibi bireylerin arzularidan
beslenen ve beslemeye devam eden tiiketim diinyas1 kendisine yeni bir
gorlintli de olusturmaktadir. Zonguldak’ta da bireylerin bu alanlarda
sistemin ¢izdigi yolda (baz1 alanlarda etki giicli zayif olsa da) ilerledikleri
goriilmektedir. Sehir merkezi gibi bolgelere eglenme, gezme ve aligveris
amagcla gittikleri bu alanlarin da tiiketim kiiltiiriinliin bir bdlgesi haline
geldigi goriilmektedir. Ayrica bireylerin aksamlar1 sehir merkezinde
gezmeye ¢ok fazla ¢ikmadiklari, bu durumdan dolay1 da gece hayatinin
aktif olmadig1 bilinmektedir. Degisime ugrayan diger bir aktivite alan1 da
sanatsal ve kiiltlirel faaliyetlerdir. Geg¢miste bu alana dair bir¢ok faaliyet
alané1 ve katihm gozlemlenirken giliniimiizde bu saymin azaldig
goriilmektedir. Etkisini hala devam ettiren alan ise yerel medya olarak
gormekteyiz. Haberlesme ve iletisim aglarinin popiiler oldu bu donemde
Zonguldak yerel medyasinin halk tarafindan takibi de aymi paralellikte
devam etmektedir. Kentte yasiyor olan farkli gruplarin varliklari ise
cogunluk tarafindan rahatsiz edici bir durum olmadig1 goriiliirken, bireyler
kendileri ile ortak noktalart bulunan hemsehri dernekleri gibi kuruluslara
da iiyelik sayisinin az oldugunun analizi yapilmaktadir. Ayrica sivil toplum
kuruluslarina olan ilgi de hayli azdir.

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The Regression Analysis In BIST XU030 Share
Prices During Covid-19 Pandemic

Introduction

Since March 11, 2020, when the first Covid-19 case was officially
announced in Turkey, the pandemic has been on the agenda of both the
world and Turkey; health, economic, socio-cultural and has been the focus
of many different interests. With its aspect affecting the lifestyles of
countries, the pandemic has also had an impact on social life. It is known
that the pandemic, with its reflection on the economy, has caused different
experiences for many countries, from the strongest to the most fragile.

Economically and financially, the pandemic has affected Turkey
significantly as well as the entire world. It has caused some transformations
and changes, especially in terms of financial and investment dimensions.
In this context, Turkey's stock exchange BIST A.S. It is possible to say that
it is affected by the investment activities carried out within the body and
therefore the stocks traded in this exchange in terms of price, return and
volume. However, a homogeneous effect cannot be mentioned on the basis
of stocks, companies and sectors.

BIST A.S. National 30 (XU030) stocks, which are traded within the
body and considered as the most valuable stocks, are in a relatively stable
line in terms of the economic sizes they represent and the economic
structures behind them. Of course, it cannot be said that they are
independent of the general economic conjuncture or the fluctuations in the
sector they belong to, but there is no harm in saying that they have a
relatively less vulnerability.(1) With this aspect, it has the title of a monitor
in terms of reflecting the economic, financial and investment aspects and
characteristics of the pandemic process.(2)

This study assumes that the prices of XUO030 stocks are a correct sample
in terms of examining the changes in the prices of stocks within BIST
during the covid-19 process. XUQ030 stocks are the right choice in terms of
their success in representing the Mass and being relatively protected from
manipulations.(3)

In the study, the daily closing price data of BIST 30 ( XU030) stocks
between March 11, 2020 and March 11, 2022 are discussed. In the
established model, 8 variables and over 15,000 records were examined. As
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a result of the study, despite many independent variables, it was determined
that the investor made purchases in parallel with the Weighted Average
Price. It has been concluded that the investor directs his investment
decisions by taking the Weighted Average Price information as a reference
in his investment decisions.

1.Literature review

Although Covid-19 has come to the agenda of the world primarily as a
pandemic that threatens human health, it has also attracted the attention of
those who do academic studies with its economic dimensions. (4) Although
it does not have a very old history, scientific studies in this field that
examine various countries and different time periods are available in the
literature. It is possible to list the main studies that deal with the economic
dimensions of the pandemic and especially focus on the interaction of
Covid-19 with the stock markets as follows. (5)

Al-Awadhi et al. (2020) examined the returns of the Stock Exchanges
during the pandemic process with the panel data analysis method, and
found a decrease in the returns of the stocks in the study, albeit within the
scope of a short period.(6)

Ashraf (2020) examined the interaction of stock markets during the
pandemic process and revealed that there was a very rapid interaction in
over sixty countries.(7)

Baker et al. (2020) discussed the volatility in the US Stock Exchanges
in his study during the pandemic process. The study revealed that, unlike
other epidemics in history, Covid-19 had a deeper impact on the stock
markets. (8)

Croce et al. (2020), in his study through social media, determined that
financial markets were affected by Covid-19 during the pandemic process,
and its effect on prices was particularly evident. (9)

Goodell (2020) focused on the costs in financial markets during the
pandemic process. He emphasized cost increases.(10)

Haroon and Rizvi (2020) determined that the news during the pandemic
increased the volatility in stock prices. (11)

Onali (2020), in his study, emphasized the negative impact of the
number of cases and deaths in the USA on stock market earnings.
Comparisons between different countries and the USA are also included in
the study. (12)

Zeren and Hizarci (2020), in their study, examined the relationship of
the pandemic with stock markets on a country basis with the dimension of
cointegration.(13)
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Senol and Zeren (2020), in their study, revealed that the interaction
between the pandemic and the stock market will be long-term within the
scope of Fourier Co-integration Analysis.(13)

Tandogan and Kayral (2020) made a comparative analysis of BIST 100
and other investment instruments during the pandemic process and
conducted a volatility analysis. (14)

Yong et al. (2021), in his study conducted especially within the scope
of distant Asian countries, found that Covid-19 had a leverage effect on
stock markets in some countries.(15)

Atici, Ustalar and Sanlisoy (2021), in their study, examined the
interaction of the pandemic on the basis of some financial variables that
will be effective on BIST100. The study also includes the comparison of
Turkey with developed countries and the effect of Covid-19 has been
discussed comparatively.(16,17)

Guler, O. U. A. (2021).), tried to revea the relationship between
BIST100 index value during the pandemic process. (18)

When we look at the studies in the literature, there are many studies that
examine the various interactions of the Covid-19 pandemic with its
economic dimension. However, among these, it is necessary to focus on
studies that emphasize the interaction of stock exchanges during the
pandemic process. We can say that the studies in the literature have
increased rapidly due to the fact that the subject remains on the agenda.
The common finding of many studies conducted in general is that the
Covid-19 pandemic has negative interactions under many headings,
especially stock returns and volatility, of stock markets.(19)

2. Scope Of Research Model

In this study, data presented to the public by IS Investment, established
by T. Isbank in 1996, were used. IS Investment offers investors; It provides
financial services in areas such as Brokerage Services, Investment
Advisory and Portfolio Management. The dataset includes the daily
closing price data of the National 30 Stocks, designated as XU030, for the
2-year period from March 11, 2020, when the pandemic was officially
announced by the government, to March 11, 2022. The stocks in the scope
of the review and the sectors they belong to are as follows:

In the data set, 5 Banking, 3 Holding, 3 Airlines and Services, 2 Mining,
2 Automotive, 2 Consumer Durables, 2 Communications, 2 Petroleum, 2
Iron and Steel and seven operating in 7 different sectors companies shares
are included. These stocks are the stocks of 30 companies whose stocks are
relatively the most valuable in BIST. Despite the interruption of economic
activities and various economic disruptions in many sectors during the
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COVID-19 pandemic, which has affected Turkey and the whole world, the
selected stocks are the stocks of the companies that are the most valuable
and relatively compatible with the BIST100 index movements. Another
reason for choosing these stocks is that they are the furthest from
speculative and manipulative financial movements.

The main focus of attention in the study is to reveal how the effects of
the pandemic caused fluctuations in BIST XUOQ30 share prices as a whole.
It is not the purpose of the study to make a sector-to-sector, time-based or
share-based distinction. It is a common approach to use both time series
analysis and panel data analysis methods in such studies. It is clear that
these methods will reveal more explanatory and discriminating results for
a target such as revealing the effect of the pandemic on a sectoral basis.
However, accepting the time variable as a variable that creates
homogeneous effects, with a holistic approach with a linear regression
analysis to be established, with the understanding that dealing with BIST
XU030 shares without making any discrimination on the basis of sector
and/or share would be a more original approach in terms of revealing the
holistic effects of the pandemic, this study has been done.

In this study, RStudio, an Open Source Software R Programming
platform, and econometric/statistics packages were used.

3. Method and Empirical Findings

In the regression analysis, the dependent and independent variable(s)
are determined during the construction of the model. It is aimed to explain
the change in the dependent variable by revealing the explanatory nature
of the independent variables.

In this study, Share Price (hf) is the dependent variable, while Weighted
Average Price (AOF), Volume (Hacim), Exchange Rate (USDTR), BIST
100 Index (BIST100), Market Value (Piyasa_Degeri) and Floating Rate
(Halka_Aciklik) are the independent variables. was included in the model.

The notation and variables used in the model are as follows.

If it is accepted that the investors made their decision by looking at the
Weighted Average Price and Volume information of the stock for the
previous period, it was thought that it would be appropriate to include these
variables in the model with a delay, and these t-1 lagged values were used.
In addition, the performance data of the shares through IS Investment were
also used. 30 stocks are divided into performance values between 3 and 1
starting from the highest stock performance, the first 10 stocks with the
highest stock performance are assigned a value of 3, the second 10 stocks
with a value of 2, and the last 10 stocks with the lowest performance are
assigned a value of 1. was also included in the model as a categorical
variable (Perf).

If we show the relationship between the dependent variable and the
independent variable on a graph, the graph below is obtained.
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Figure 1: Relationship between share price variable and AOF and
Volume variable

There is a positive correlation between AOF and Share Price. The dots
spill over around the line. It is understood that there is a close relationship
between the Share Price and AOF in terms of explanatory power. In
addition, as the t-1 period AOF increases, the Share Price also increases
and its sign is positive. In addition, a negative relationship is observed
between VVolume and Share Price, so that the sign is likely to be negative.

If we look at the relationship between the dollar exchange rate and the
share price, the sign is positive because there is an increase in the share
price in parallel with the increase in the dollar exchange rate. However, it
leads to the conclusion that the relationship between the Dollar Exchange
rate and the Share Price is weak as the dots show a spill over scatter rather
than around the line. If we look at the relationship between the BIST100
index and the Share Price, it is observed that there is an increase in the
Share Price in parallel with the increase in the National 100 index, which
leads us to the conclusion that the sign of the coefficient of the variable is
positive. However, the scattered scattering of the dots around the line also
means that the relationship between the National 100 index (XU100) and
the National 30 index (XU030) is stronger than the dollar rate, but weaker
than the AOF.

While the relationship between Share Price and both Market Value and
Floating Rate is positive, the scattered scattering of the dots around the line
leads to the conclusion that the relationship is not very strong.

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If we look at the relationship between Stock Performance and Share
Price, which enters the model as a categorical variable, the situation can be
explained as follows, since the line inside the rectangles is the median. It
is observed that the prices realized in the shares with the highest Share
Performance (1) and in the shares with the medium share performance (2)
are above the median prices. It starts with the highest sensitivity in terms
of share performance, with a performance value of 1, continues with stocks
with a high level of stock performance, and ends with stocks with a
medium share performance. Here, when the relationship between the size
of the rectangle and the middle line showing the median price is analyzed,
it is revealed that the prices deviated the most in the highest performing
stocks (1 value).

If we look at the Regression Analysis, the relationship between the
highest determining AOF and the Share Price is as follows.

The Intercept of the AOF variable here gives the share price when other
variables are zero. If the value of 0.037090 is taken as a reference, when
the AOF increases by one unit, it means that the prices of the XU030 Stock
increase by 0.998432 units. When we look at the standard error, T values
and P statistics of the AOF variable, it is understood that it is determined
by the analysis result (***) and is very close to zero. This means that the
Ho hypothesis is rejected. In other words, we can say that the AOF variable
has a significant effect on the Share Price. While the Standard error of the
Remains is 1.701, the R2 value of 0.9981 means that we can explain
99.81% of the Share Price with the AOF, which is a very high level of
explanatory power. The value of the F statistic also confirms that we can
reject the Ho hypothesis in the context of the overall significance of the
model.

At this stage, if we look at the success of two of the independent
variables (AOF and VVolume) in explaining the dependent variable, we can
say that both variables have coefficients with a positive sign and have a
significant explanatory power in explaining the dependent variable. We
can say that the adjusted R2 value of the model's independent variables and
the success of explaining the dependent variable is high with a value of
0.9981.

If we do the multivariable regression analysis

by including all the

independent variables in the model, we see that all independent variables
have a significant contribution to explain the change in the dependent
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variable. The relationship between the Share Price and the Dollar
Exchange Rate is negative. While this is an expected result, we can say that
the relationship between Floating Rate and Share Price is both weak and
we have a negative result, opposite to what was expected. When we
examine it in terms of Share Performance(Perf) criteria, we can say that
the relationship between the shares that receive the value of 2, which is the
medium performance criterion, and the Share Price, is weak. In addition,
we can say that the Adjusted R2 value of the model's independent variables
and the success of explaining the dependent variable in the multiple linear
regression analysis is quite high with a value of 0.9981.

Now, if the general evaluation of the models is made, the following can
be said:

We can analyze the success of Model 1 with one independent variable,
Model 2 with two independent variables, and Model 3 with all independent
variables by examining residuals. The Fit variable (Kalintil, Kalinti2,
Kalinti3) created for each model here represents the difference between the
Share Price and the residuals. If we look at the price and compatibility for
all three models in the chart above, we can make the following assessment.
In all 3 models, the scattering of the points around the line is low.

The success of an economic model largely depends on minimal
residuals. If we look at the remnants of all these models, we get the
following representation.

Skewness is expected to be zero in the Jarque-Bera Test. The Ho
hypothesis shows the distribution as a normal distribution, while the H1
hypothesis shows that there is no normal distribution. According to this
test, all 3 models mean that there is no normal distribution according to the
p value.

If the varying variance analysis is to be performed, the points should
scatter close to the line in the graphical representation. There appears to be
a pattern here.

If we evaluate according to the results, Ho was rejected according to the

Breusch-Pagan Test, since there is so much diversity because so many
different features and stocks in different sectors are evaluated together.
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4.Conclusion

During the two-year period during the pandemic process, BIST A.S.
National 30 (XU030) stocks, which are relatively less fragile and more
resistant to manipulative movements and are traded within the body of the
company, guide their investments by taking the Weighted Average Price
as a reference in their investment decisions and the reflection of these
decisions on the prices of the stocks, and as a result of this. As a result, it
has been concluded that the prices of the stocks are priced in parallel with
the demand.

In the established econometric model, it has been determined that
among the seven independent variables, the values of the Weighted
Average Price with a one-period lag have a great influence on the Price of
the Stocks, which is the Dependent Variable. This situation has led the
investor of BIST XUO030 to the wing that it would not be wrong to interpret
the Weighted Average Price variable among many variables as a reference
while making investment decisions, under the uncertainty of the pandemic
process.

1.Giris

Bilgi kirliliginin yogun olarak yasandigi bu c¢agda, saglikli ve dogru
iletisimin en temeli olan hakikat degersizlesirken yerini insanlar1 kandiran
ve zehirleyen kavramlar almigtir. Toplumun en temel bilgilenme araci olan
medya, zemin hazirladigi bilgi kirliligi ile hakikatin gittikce siliklesmesine
yol agan mecralarin baginda gelmektedir. Hakikatin 6nemsizlestigi bu
donemde bireyler secici algilama ekseninde kendi inanglarina ve
¢ikarlarina uygun olan haberleri dogru ya da yanlis olup olmadigina
bakmaksizin takip etmektedir. Medya aracilig: ile izler kitleye ulagan bu
yanlis bilgiler ve haberler post-truth kavramini giindeme getirmektedir [1].
“Post- truth” kavrami Amerika’daki son bagkanlik se¢imleri ile beraber
Ingiltere’deki Brexit referandumu siirecinde geleneksel ve yeni medya
mecralarinda siklikla rastlanilan propaganda araclarindan biri olan sahte
haberler neticesinde giindeme gelmistir. Ote yandan, post-truth” kavrami
Oxford sozligi tarafindan “yilin kelimesi” se¢ilmistir. Duygularin ve
inanglarin nesnel gergeklerin yerini almasini tanimlayan post-truth bu
anlamu ile hakikat ile yalanin i¢ i¢e gegtigi bir donemi ifade etmektedir [2].
Savas, toplumsal ¢atisma, dogal afet gibi toplumun genelini ilgilendiren
sorunlarin bas gosterdigi ve yasandigi durumlarda daha da goriiniir hale
gelen “post-truth” medyaya kendini kamuoyunu yonlendirme amagli yalan
veya yanlis igerik olarak yansimaktadir [3]. Diger bir deyisle, “post-truth”
déneminde toplumun yonlendirilmesi adina nesnel gergeklerden ote
duyular ve kisisel inanglar daha etkilidir. Bu dénemde, hakikat ile yalan
arasindaki sinirlar goériinmez olurken, gerceklerden ziyade duygular ve
inanglar daha ¢ok itibar gormektedir. Bunun da 6tesinde “post-truth”
doneminde yalan sOylemek, belirlenmis ¢ikarlar dogrultusunda
kamuoyunu hileli yonlendirmek normallestirilmeye c¢alisiimaktadir [4].
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Tirk¢e ’ye hakikat-6tesi olarak cevrilen kavramin damga vurdugu bu
cagda, gercegi bulmak ve sunmak adina aragtirmaya dayanan tarafsiz
gazetecilik yerini kigisel inanig ve kanaatlerin agir bastigi bir medya
ortamina birakmustir [5]. Bu noktadan hareketle, medyanin algi yonetimi
baglaminda fikir ekme araci haline geldigi goriilmektedir. Fikir ekme araci
halline gelen medya bireyin gergek ile olan iligkisini de etkilemektedir.
Herhangi bir durumu, olayr ya da bilgiyi algilama siirecinde bireyin
kendisinin birinci elden yaptig1 gozlemler sonucunda ulastig1 gergeklik ve
kitle iletisim araglar1 es deyisle medya yoluyla sunulan gerc¢eklik olmak
tizere iki tir gergeklik ile karsilagilmaktadir [6]. Utma hedef Kitlenin
goriiglerini etkilemek suretiyle, onlarin arzu edilen sekilde tutum ve
davranig gelistirmesini saglamak amaciyla gerceklestirilen faaliyetlerin
biitiinii olarak ifade ettigi algi yonetiminde, bireyin dikkatini ¢ekebilmek
adina duygusal mesajlar verilerek, zihinlerine ve kalplerine hitap
edebilecek teknikler kullanildig: belirtmektedir [7].

Alg1 yonetiminin araci olan medya ortaminin ana hedefi kamuoyunu
dogru bilgilendirmekten 6te, sahte haberlerle belirli amaglar dogrultusunda
kanaat olusturmak ve boylelikle yonlendirmektir. S6zii edilen bu sahte
haberler medyada dezenformasyon ve mezenformasyon yontemleri ile
kurgulanmaktadir.

2.Dezenformasyon ve Mezenformasyon

Toplumsal iletisimin siirdiiriilmesinde 6nem tasiyan bilgi kavrami
herhangi bir ortama kaydedilmis anlagilabilen ve aktarilabilen veri
toplulugudur olarak tanimlanmaktadir [8]. Aktarilan bilginin dogrulugu
dlciisiinde saglanan saglikli iletisim hakikate ulasmay1 saglamaktadir. Ote
yandan Ozellikle teknolojide yasanan gelismelerle beraber bilginin
paylasilma ve bilgiye ulagma hiz1 artmakla beraber bilginin kalitesine etki
eden sorunlar bag gostermistir. Bu baglamda hem ¢evrim i¢i hem de ¢evrim
dis1 ortamda “yanlis bilginin artmasi ve yayilmasi” veya “yanlis bilgi
salgin1” infodemi olarak kavramsallastirilmistir. Dogrulanabilir veya
kanitlanabilir bilgilerin haricinde kalan bu bilgiler, “bilginin kalitesine etki
eden sorunlar” basligi altinda incelenebilmektedir. Bu asamada iki ana
bashiga ayirabilecegimiz infodemi temel olarak mezenformasyon ve
dezenformasyon olarak smiflandirilabilir. Mezenformasyon bilgiyi
paylasan kisinin dogru olduguna inandigi, yanls yonlendirme veya zarar
verme niyeti ile paylasildigi tespit edilememis bilgidir [9]. Bu dogrultuda
mezenformasyon yanlis ancak zarar vermek amacindan 6te kasitsiz olarak
paylasilan yanlis teyit edilmemis bilgidir [10]. Dezenformasyon ise bilgiyi
paylasan kisinin /kurumun yanlis oldugu bilindigi halde kasithi olarak,
toplumu ya da bireyi yonlendirmek tizere yaniltma amaci tastyan bilgidir.
Daha zararli ve tehlikeli sayilan bu ikinci grupta dogru bilgi, yanlis bilgiye
eslik edebilir; eksik veya fazla bilgi verilebilir [11]. Dezenformasyon
karisiklik ¢ikarmak amagli yaniltic1 yalan haberdir. Ote yandan yalan haber
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olarak tanimlanabilecek olan dezenformasyon kavramina gore “kotii niyet”
tastmama ozelligiyle farklilasan mezenformasyon kavrami ¢ok da masum
degildir. Sosyal medya platformlarn araciligiyla paylasilan yaniltici ve
yonlendirici mesajlarin, yalan haber meselesinin merkezinde yer
almaktadir. Yalan haberin kotii niyet tasimadan olmadan paylasilmasi da
yalanin  yayginlagtirilmasina hizmet etmektedir Yanlis bilginin
tiretilmesindeki ve paylagilmasindaki niyetlere bakmak, yanligin kimler
tarafindan hangi amaglarla yayginlastirildiginin  anlamlandirilmast
acisindan faydalidir [12].

Mezenformasyona ve dezenformasyona, toplumun ilgisini ¢eken ve
yan1 zamanda toplumu ilgilendiren ekonomi, egitim, gilivenlik, saglik,
sanayi, enerji, spor, giivenlik, i¢ politika ve uluslararasi iliskiler gibi
alanlardaki giincel konularda rastlanmaktadir [13].

2.1. Dezenformasyon Tiirleri

20. Yiizyilin “Dezenformasyon Cagi” olarak tanimlanmasinin
altinda teknolojinin ve geleneksel medyadaki hizli gelismelerin
devletler arasindaki rekabete etkili yansimalar1 yatmaktadir. Ikinci
Diinya savagsi ile beraber Soguk Savas doneminde de siklikla
kullanilan dezenformasyon, Soguk Savas’in bitisiyle degisimler
yasamis internet, sosyal medya ve dijital araclar, birbiri ardina
yeniliklerle, inanilmasi ve takip edilmesi gii¢ bir bilgi ekosistemi
olusturmustur. Artik bilgi ve haber sadece uzmanlar, sermaye
sahipleri ve profesyoneller tarafindan iiretilmemekte ayn1 zamanda
bu bilgilere ulagan bireyler tarafindan yayginlastirilmaktadir [14].

Var olmayan bir durumu varmis gibi gosterme amacina hizmet eden
dezenformasyon, gergek dis1 bir bilginin kasith olarak insanlarin algisini
ve bilingaltin1 etkilemek iizere yayilmasi eylemidir. Bilgi kasitli olarak
yanlig tretilir ve kitlenin duymasi saglanir. Diger bir deyisle, bilgisel bir
kirlilik iiretimi isidir. Inceoglu [15], 1991°deki Korfez Savasi’min bir
medya propaganda savasi oldugunu 6ne stirerken, 2003°te baslayan Irak
iizerindeki savas ise 1991°deki Korfez Savasi ile ayni niteliklere sahip
oldugunu belirtir. Iki savas arasinda on iki y1l olmasina ragmen, Amerikan
yonetimi bazi 6zel durumlarda da aymi dezenformasyon taktiklerini
siirdirmiistiir. Birinci Korfez Savasi’nda “Kuvoz Yalan1”, “Seyreltilmis
Uranyum Kabusu”, “Mama Fabrikas1”, ‘“Petrole Bulanmig Karabatak”,
Ikinci Korfez Savasinda ise “Er Jessica’y1 Kurtarmak”, “Anthrax’ konulu
uydurulmus yalan haberler pek ¢ok uluslararasi medya organinda yer
almugtir.

Ote yandan dezenformasyon bir organizasyon ya da kisi eliyle iiretildigi
gibi, bazi haber kanallar1 ve gazetelerin bir baska kisi veya kurum
tarafindan tretilmis bilgiyi kaynak kabul etmesi ile gergek disi haberler
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olarak ta fretilmektedir. S6z konusu durumlarda medya temel
dezenformasyon kaynagi degildir. Ancak, toplumu yanlis yonlendirme
niyeti ile {iretilmis bilginin kaynagimi sorgulamayarak tasiyicilik ve kitle
geneline yayma gorevini tistlenmis olmaktadir. Boylelikle belirli sosyal,
politik ya da ekonomik amaglarla manipiile edilen izler kitlenin karar alma
stireclerinin olumsuz etkilenmesine ve kamuoyunun dogrulugu siipheli
bilgiler c¢ercevesinde bilgi kirliligine maruz kalmasina zemin
hazirlanmaktadir [16]. Dezenformasyon kaynakli séz konusu bu bilgi
kirliligi. Uydurma, ¢arpitma, baglamindan koparma, hatali iligskilendirme,
manipiilasyon, parodi, taklit olarak yedi baslik altinda toplanmaktadir [17].

o Uydurma: Kandirmak ve zarar vermek i¢in tasarlanmis %100
yanlis olan icerik. Hakikatten uzak, herhangi bir gergeklik
tagimayan iretilmis yalan igeriklerdir.

e Carpitma (Yanhs icerik): Bir konu, kisi, olay hakkinda
olumsuz algi olusturmak i¢in (damgalamak) i¢in bilgilerin
yaniltict kullanimi. Bilgiyi gercek anlamindan saptirarak
yanliga siirikleme, yonlendirme

e Baglamindan Koparma: Igerigi dogru bir bilginin mevcut
olaylar durumlar ve iligkiler 6rgiisiinden koparilarak daha farkli
bir anlati i¢inde sunulmasidir.

e Hatal lliskilendirme: Mevcut durum, olay ya da bilginin
icerigini kitleyi politik, kiiltiirel ya da ekonomik amaglarla
yonlendirmek amaci ile yanlis baglamsal bilgilerle paylagsmak.

e Manipiilasyon: Kitleyi yonlendirme amaci ile gercek bilgi ve
goriintiiler {izerinde degisiklikler yaparak bilgiye ekleme ya da
cikarma kimi zaman da bilginin belirli boliimlerini segerek
bilgi tizerinde tahribat yaratma. Hileli yonlendirme.

e Hiciv / Parodi: Eglence ve alaya alma amaci ile hazirlanan
zarar verme niyeti olmayan ancak kandirma potansiyeli tasiyan
icerikler.

e Taklit: Ger¢ek kaynak tarafindan paylagilan bilgi izlenimi
vermek amaciyla olusturulan igerik.

3. Analiz ve Bulgular:

Tiirkiye'nin giiney simirinda olusturulmaya caligilan terér koridorunu
yok etmek, bolgeye barig ve huzur getirmek amaciyla 2019°da yapilan
Baris Pinar1 Harekati'!"na iliskin haberler ulusal medyada yer aldig1 kadar

11 Hudut giivenligimizi saglamak, Suriye’nin kuzeyinde bir terér koridoru
olusturulmasimi engellemek, DEAS ve PKK/YPG basta olmak iizere milli
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zaman zaman daha fazla uluslararasi medya da yer almistir. Bu baglamda
ilgili konuyu ele alirken Cumhurbaskani1 bag danismani Prof. Dr. Giilnur
Aybet’i konuk eden English 4 News, Fox News ve Cnn International
kanallarinda yer alan haberler ¢alisma kapsaminda incelenmistir. Haberler
dezenformasyon cesitlerinden baglamindan koparma ve hatal
iliskilendirme maddeleri ¢er¢cevesinde analiz edilmistir.

3.1.English 4 News

Baris Pinar1 Harekati’nin baglamasi ile beraber bati medyasi Tiirkiye’ye
yonelik 6n yargili ve tarafli yaymnlar yapmay:r siirdiirmiistiir. Bu
yaymlardan biri English 4 News kanalinda ger¢eklesmistir.

Haber programina konuk olarak katilan Cumhurbagkani bag danigmant
Prof. Dr. Giilnur Aybet’e yoneltilen ilk soru sunucunun operasyonun
gerceklesme nedenini O6grenmek ve bu konuda kamuoyunu
bilgilendirmekten 6te Tiirkiye’yi suglamak ve bu algiyr giligclendirmek
iizere yayin yapildigim gozler oniine sermektedir. Ik soru Tiirkiye’yi
acilan koridordan teroristleri gondermekle, DEAS militanlarim serbest

giivenligimizi tehdit eden terorist unsurlan etkisiz hale getirmek, giivenli bdlge
tesis ederek bolgedeki istikrar1 ve iilkemizdeki Suriyelilerin evlerine giivenli,
g0oniillii ve saygin bir sekilde geri doniislerini saglamak maksadiyla, 09 Ekim 2019
giinii Firat’in dogusunda “Barig Pinar1 Harekati” baslatilmistir.

Harekatta, 605 mesk{in mahal, 4.219 km2 alan kontrol altina alinmigtir. Diger
bakanlik, kamu kurum ve kuruluslartyla koordineli olarak bélgede hayatin
normallesmesine yonelik faaliyetlerimiz basar1 ile siirdiirilmektedir. Bu
kapsamda, bugiine kadar Baris Pinar1 Harekat Alaninda, 400 okul, 86 cami ve 7
kilise hizmete ag¢ilmis, hizmete giren devlet hastaneleri ve mobil saglik birimleri
vasitast ile 130.000°den fazla Suriyeli muayene edilmis, yaklasik 4.000.000
ekmek ile 200.000 yardim kolisi dagitimi saglanmistir. Ayrica bolgede bulunan
personelimiz ve halkin korona viriis salginindan etkilenmemesi icinde gerekli tiim
onlemler alimmaktadir. Bolgede kullanma suyu problemi yok, i¢gme suyuna
yonelik ¢aligmalar devam etmektedir. Bolgenin %55’ine elektrik verilmektedir.
Ulkemizin tiim bu gayretleri sayesinde teror drgiitii baskisi sebebiyle topraklarini
terk etmek zorunda kalan halk tekrar evlerine donmeye baslamigtir
(https://www.kkk.tsk.tr/baris-pinari.aspx).
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birakmakla, yillardir Suriye’de terorizmi desteklemekle itham edip,
Tiirkiye’nin bundan ne elde ettigine yoneliktir. Esasinda bu operasyonun
neden gergeklestiginin sorulmasi gerekirken olay carpitilmakta ve pek ¢ok
yalan, yanlis bilgi ile Tirkiye terore destek veren olarak damgalanmak
istenmektedir. Ote yandan, Aybet bu operasyonun bolgedeki terdrist
olusumu bertaraf etmek ve engellemek igin yapildigini aktarirken, séz
konusu teroristlerin iilkedeki asker ve sivilleri hedef alan eylemlere
giristigini sdylemesinin ardindan sunucu “ne yapmalarint bekliyorsunuz
onlara bomba atiyorsunuz ve c¢ocuklarimi oldiiriiyorsunuz” diyerek
karsilik vermistir. Sunucu burada simnirlarin korunmasi ve giivenligin
saglanmasi i¢in tehdit unsuru olan YPG’li teroristlerle yonelik gerceklesen
operasyonu kamuoyunu politik amagclarla yonlendirmek lizere
baglamindan kopartip Tiirkiye’nin ortada bir neden yok iken bu
operasyonu baslattigini ve oradaki masum Kiirt halkint ve ¢ocuklari
oldiirdiigiinii iddia eden ifadelerde bulunmaktadir. Bu iddialara cevap
veren Aybet’ in “biz Kiirtleri degil teréristleri 6ldiiriiyoruz” diye baglayan
ve seneler i¢inde Tiirkiye’nin bolgedeki Kiirtler i¢in yaptigi hizmet ve
iyilestirilmelerden, DEAS zulmiinden Tiirkiye’ye sigman Kiirtlerden
bahsettigi konusmasi ise yine sunucu tarafindan kesilmistir.

3.2. Fox News

Prof. Dr. Giilnur Aybet’in katildig1 bir diger haber kusagi ise Fox
News kanalinda gerceklesmistir. English 4 News kanalinda oldugu
gibi burada da ilk soru tarafsiz bir gazetecinin sormasi gerektigi
lizere operasyonun nedeni sorulmamais, bunun yerine spiker Amerika
Birlesik Devletleri Savunma Bakan1 Mark Esper’in konuya iliskin
aciklamasinda “Tiirkiye bu saldiriyi durdurmalr” ifadesinden yola
cikarak “durmaya niyetiniz yok oyle degil mi?” sorusuyla
baglamistir. Ote yandan, Giiney smirlarimzi terdristlerden
temizlemek i¢in baglatilan Barig Pinar1 Harekati’nin Amerikan resmi
makamlarinca “saldir1” olarak nitelendirilmesi resmi makamlarin ve
iilke medyasinin olaya iligskin yaklagimin1 ve kamuoyunu etkilemek
tizere kullandig1 dil arasindaki baglantiy1 ortaya koymaktadir.
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Yayin boyunca Aybet Tiirkiye’nin bu operasyona girisme sebebi
sorulmamasina ragmen, bu harekatin sebebini agiklamaya ¢aligmaktadir.
Bu operasyonun iki nedeni oldugunu dile getiren Aybet oncelikle
Tiirkiye’nin giiney sinirlariin ABD tarafindan da terér orgiitii olarak kabul
edilen YPG unsurlarindan temizlemek istediklerini ifade etmektedir.
Spiker bu yoruma yonelik bagka bir soru sormak ya da daha iyi anlamak
icin derinlemesine bir yaklagim i¢ine girmekten 6te Aybet’i susturmak i¢in
araya girmeye ¢alismaktadir. Ayni yaklasim English 4 News kanalinda ki
yayinda da gergeklesmistir. YPG’nin teror orgiitii oldugu ifadesi sunucular
tarafindan kabul goriilmedigi gibi operasyonun bu gerekceli nedeni
duymazliktan gelinmistir. Aybet, operasyonun ikinci nedenini olarak
Suriyeli miiltecilerin iilkelerine geri dénebilmeleri olarak agiklamaktadir.
ABD’nin DEAS’la miicadele amaci ile YPG’yi silahlandirmasi sonucu ¢ok
saylda yerinden yurdundan edildigini dile getiren Aybet’in sézii yine
spiker tarafindan kesilir. Bu defa spiker Tiirkiye’nin Rusya’dan S-400
almasimi giindeme getirir ve “size nasil giivenelim” der. Bu noktada konu
Barig Pinar1 Harekat1 operasyonu iken ve Aybet operasyonun nedenlerini
aciklarken, spiker konuyu baglamindan kopararak S-400’lerden,
Tiirkiye’nin Hamas ve Miisliiman Kardesler ile iligkisi oldugu iddiasindan
bahsetmeye baglar. Bu tutum spikerin 6teden beri gelen Tiirkiye’ye 6n
yargisini yayin akigina yansittiginin bir ispatidir.

3.4.Cnn International

CNN International kanalina konul olan Aybet’e ilk soru Baris
Pinar1 Harekat1 sirasinda Tiirkiye’nin insanlarin canli kalkan olarak
kullanilmasi ihtimalinde yasanilacak bir katliama hazirlikli olup
olmadigidir. Diger iki kanalda oldugu iizere ilk soru yine olmasi
gerektigi gibi harekatin nedenlerini sormaktan Ote yayin
kurulusunun bu operasyona iliskin 6n yargisini yansitmaktadir.
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Bu soru ayni zamanda Tirkiye’nin sinir giivenligini korumak ve
miiltecilerin geri donebilmesi igin giivenli bir koridor agmak i¢in baglatilan
harekata iligkin gergekleri baglamindan kopartarak, kamuoyunda
Tirkiye’ye iliskin iggalci ve saldirgan algisini olusturmak amaci ile olasi
masum sivil kayiplar ile katliam yasanacak algist olusturulmaya
calisilmaktadir. Aybet bu soruya cevap verirken, operasyonla ilgili
ozellikle bat1 medyasinda ¢ok fazla yalan ve yanlis haber oldugunun altini
cizer “, Savasimiz Kiirtlerle degil ve bu bir isgal degildir” diyerek
sOzlerine devam eden Aybet ve tipki diger kanallar da oldugu gibi bu
harekatin iki gerekgesini anlatir. Bununla birlikte Eski ABD Savunma
Bakani1 Carter’in tipki PKK gibi YPG’yi de terdr orgiitii olarak kabul
ettigini hatirlatir’?. Ancak, spiker bu bilgiyi kabul etmez ve ABD’de
tarafindan PKK’nin terdr orgiitii olarak kabul edildigini ancak YPG’nin
Amerika ile birlikte DEAS’e kars1 ortaklasa miicadele eden silahl bir gii¢
oldugunu ifade eder. Aybet Suriye’deki bosluktan yaralanan YPG’nin
Tiirkiye’ye saldirdigimi sdylese de spiker, Amerika’nin miittefiki olarak
kabul ettigi YPG’ yi elestirecek bir tavir icine asla girmez. Ilgili program
boylelikle harekata iliskin gergekleri carpitmaktadir.

4.Dezenformasyondan Mezenformasyona Yalan /Yanhs Bilgiye
Kars1 Medya Okuryazarhgi

Bilerek, isteyerek zarar verme, siyasal etkide bulunma ve bunlarin
gerceklestirilmesi adina sorun ¢ikarma, kafa karisikligi yaratma amaciyla
yanlis  olarak  kurgulanan  dezenformasyondan  farkli  olarak
mezenformasyon yanlis/ yalan igerigin yanlis oldugunun farkina varmadan
bilingsiz olarak paylasilmasidir. Mezenformasyona neden olan igeriklerin
paylasiminda gesitli psikolojik faktorlerin de etkili oldugu goériilmektedir.
Cogu zaman c¢evresindeki insanlara da bir faydasinin dokunacagi
diigtincesiyle bilgilerin  dogrulugu ve yanlhish@m teyit etmeden
paylasmaktadirlar. Kamusal alanda siyasi, politik, kiiltiirel ya da ekonomik
fikrini beyan etme olanagi yakalayan birey ¢ogu zaman medyadan edindigi
bilgiler cercevesinde paylasimda bulunmaktadir. Ancak bu bilgiler
genellikle baglamindan kopartilarak carpitilmis bilgilerdir. Dogrulugu
teyit edilmeden paylasilan bu dezenformasyon igerikleri, paylasimlarla
beraber mezenformasyon da yayginlagmaktadir. Ote yandan ister gevrim
ici ister ¢evrim dis1 olsun kisi iginde bulundugu sosyal ortamda genellikle
kendi siyasi goriiglerine uygun, icerisinde bulundugu kiiltiire, inanca ve
irka yakin goriisleri ve kisiler ile iletisim halinde olmaktadir. Herkesin ayni
fikirde oldugu, farkl hicbir bakis agisinin yer almadigi bu ortamlar “yanki
odas1” kavramu ile agiklanmaktadir. Dile getirilen bir ifadenin sesi
yankilanmas1 gibi farkli fikirler dogrultusunda degismeden tekrar tekrar
duyulmast gibi, yanki odalarinda sonugta herkesin ayni fikirde oldugu,

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aksi yonde ya da farkli goriislerin yanli, yanlis ve uydurulmus oldugu
bununla birlikte farkli iddialarin kesinlikle dikkate alinmamasi gerektigi
algis1 olugmaktadir [18].Dolayisiyla, insanlarin yakin ¢evrelerinden gelen
mesajlar karsisinda daha az elestirel olmas1 ve bilgilere kolayca inanarak
paylasimda bulunmasi mezenformasyonun kolayca yayilmasinda rol
oynamaktadir [19] .

Diger bir deyisle, icerigi degistirilmis veya gergek disi bilgi, eksik ya
da tarafli paylasimlardan olusan dezenformasyon yerine mezenformasyon
kapsamindaki iletiler, kisiler tarafindan gerg¢ek kabul edilerek, kaynagi
onemsenmeden paylasilmaktadir. Bireysel ya da orgiitlii bir sekilde gercek
olmayan bilgiyi, toplumu etkilemek ve hileli yonlendirmek {izere dolagima
sunanlar, dezenformasyon kaynagini olusturmaktadir, bu iletilere inanarak
ya da gergekligini sorgulamadan paylasanlar ise mezenformasyon kaynagi
haline gelmektedir. Manipiilatif 6zellikleriyle kullanicilarda istenilen ve
beklenen algilarini  olugmasimi  hedefleyen dezenformasyon ve
mezenformasyon sosyal miihendisligin alt bilesenleri olarak; bireylerin,
gruplarin toplumu beklenen tutum ve davraniglari sergilemelerinde
olduke¢a etkilidir. Bununla birlikte, provokasyon, tahrik, kurumsal ve
bireysel tehdit amagli paylagimlar1 baslatanlar dogrudan sucglu olduklari
gibi iletileri yayanlar ise, yeni suglularin olusmasina da Onciiliik
etmektedirler. Toplumsal diizen, istikrar ve kisi giivenligini tehdit eden bu
paylagimlardan etkilenen kamuoyu, kurum ve ger¢ek sahislar
dezenformasyon ve mezenformasyon magduru olmaktadir. Es deyisle,
toplumun ilgisini ¢eken tiim giincel konularda goriilen dezenformasyon ve
birgok izleyicin /okurun/ kullanicinin ayni iletiyi iggiidiisel olarak dogru
olarak kabul etmesi ve paylasilmasi ile mezenformasyon / yanlis bilgi
domino etkisi ile yayilmaktadir [20].

Kartopu etkisi ile hizla yayilan bu bilgi kirliligine yonelik alinabilecek
en etkili onlem ise medya okuryazarhigidir. Inceoglu [21] medya
okuryazarligi kavramini televizyon, video, sinema, reklamlar ve internette
bulunan igerikler gibi yazili ve yazili olmayan farkli tiirlerdeki iletilere
erisim, onlart ¢oziimleme, degerlendirme ve iletme yetenegi olarak
tanimlamaktadir. Iletinin ardinda yatan toplumsal, kiiltiirel, ekonomik,
politik ortiik mesajlar desifre edebilme yetisi olarak tanimlayabilecegimiz
medya okuryazarligi bireyi medya manipiilasyonlar1 karsisimda giiclii
kilmaktadir. Bu yeti sayesinde kendisine ulasan mesajin Oncelikle
kaynagini, hangi baglamda paylasildigini, paylasan kisi ve kurumun bu
mesaji ne niyetle paylastigini, paylasirken kullandigi gorsel ve dilsel
ogeleri irdelemektedir. Bu noktada, dikkat edilmesi gereken bir diger husus
bireyin bu degerlendirmeyi kendi bulundugu sosyal ¢evrenin
paylagimlarindan, fikirlerinden kavramsal olarak “yanki odalar1” ndan
etkilenmeden yapmasi gerektigidir.

Iginde bulundugumuz “bilgi” ¢aginda, iilkelerin toplumsal algiy:
yonlendirme girisimleri “bilgi” ye sahip olma ve var olan “bilgi” yi kendi
cikarlar1 dogrultusunda yayma seklinde kendini gostermektedir.
Geleneksel ve yeni medya olarak ikiye ayrilan kitle iletisim araglar ile
¢ogu zaman saniyeler icinde diinyaya yayilan “bilgi” ler, izleyici veya
kullanict tarafindan dogrulugu genellikle sorgulanmadan kabul
edilmektedir. Belli bir ama¢ dogrultusunda halki yonlendirmek tizere
kullanilan bu bilgi kirliliginin en yogun goriildiigli mecra ise haberlerdir.
Bireyin diinyada ve i¢inde yasadigi toplumda neler olup bittigini 6grenmek
amac1 ile basvurdugu birincil kaynak haberde yasanan bilgi kirliligi,
manipiilasyon, mezenformasyon ve dezenformasyon kavramlari ile
acgiklanmaktadir. Bu baglamda daha ¢ok toplumsal kriz, giivenlik ve savas
gibi  olaganiisti  durumlarda yayginlasan mezenformasyon ve
dezenformasyon bireyin dogru bilgiye ulasmasinin éniindeki engeldir.

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Afrofuturistic Encounter in The Redefining of
History and Possible Futures in Octavia
Butler’s Kindred*

INTRODUCTION

Authors extending back to W. E. B. DuBois, Zora Neale Hurston, and
Ralph Ellison used science fiction/Afrofuturist devices, including
alienation, invisibility, mind reading, alternative worlds, encounter with
the aliens, in order to show the presence of other versions besides the
established understandings of American past and to examine the effects on
African-American culture and community. The discussion on proto-
Afrofuturism that includes Hurston’s use of female imagination in the
1930s and Ellison’s nonlinear time and space concept in the 1950s enabled
the literature to further develop into fully grown Afrofuturist works around
1970s even before the movement was named by Mark Dery. In the 60s and
70s, African-American writers like Octavia Butler began to write in the
science fiction genre. For writers such as Butler, science fiction was not
only a way to recreate history but also a tool to express how these revisions
of history can have impact on possible futures with egalitarian societies
and mindsets. Butler infused her narratives with more Afrofuturistic
elements by adding onto what proto-Afrofuturists—such as Hurston and
Ellison—have started. Thus, Butler’s science-fiction with post-colonial
roots allows developing a type of memory device that is significant for the
needs of Afrofuturists’—as well as Afro-feminists’—revision of history
and future.

As one of the most significant African-American writers in science
fiction and Afrofuturism, Octavia Butler is often quoted for her imagining
of future where leading technological developments help to moderate
between the issues of race and gender. (1,2,3) Butler indicates that the
demonstration of historical memory in ways that acknowledge the effects
of slavery on whole familial roots is among the main goals of the novel. In
regard to Kindred, she asserts:

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[While in college] the Black Power Movement was really underway
with the young people, and | heard some remarks from a young man who
was the same age | was but who had apparently never made the connection
with what his parents did to keep him alive [...] He said, ‘I’d like to kill all
these old people who have been holding us back for so long. But I can’t
because I’d have to start with my own parents.’[...] That was actually the
germ of the idea for Kindred. I’ve carried that comment with me for thirty
years. He felt so strongly ashamed of what the older generation had to do,
without really putting it into the context of being necessary not only for
their lives but his as well. (4)

While focusing on the historical memory of African-Americans, she
leans more towards the female aspect of the past histories. Similar to other
Afro-feminist writers, Butler explicitly argues against masculinist
narratives of African-American history. Butler especially criticizes the
representation of heroic figures as being portrayed only by men. In the
interview, she states that her main character was originally an African-
American male, but Butler had to change to a female because she “couldn’t
realistically keep him alive” (Ibid) She asserts that a male protagonist
“wouldn’t even have time to learn the rules of submission,” but the ‘‘female
main character, who might be equally dangerous, would not be perceived
so. She might be beaten, she might be abused, but she probably wouldn’t
be killed and that’s the way [she] wrote it. She was beaten and abused, but
she was not Kkilled”. (lbid) Kindred’s protagonist is challenged
psychologically to great extent and discovers her true self, identity, and
strength as an African-American woman at the end.

The novel’s main action is concerned with an African-American
woman, Dana, who mysteriously and repeatedly travels across time and
space from the present time of 1976 Los Angeles to an antebellum
plantation in Maryland. Shortly after, she comprehends that the main aim
of her transition to the past is to help Rufus Weylin, whose life is important
because he will father Dana’s maternal family lineage with Alice
Greenwood, who is a “free” African-American. If Dana does not succeed
at saving Rufus’ life or she refuses to do so, then not only she will not be
able to exist in the future, but also her entire African-American lineage will
diminish entirely. In one of her travelling episodes, her white American
husband, Kevin, accidentally travels back with her while trying to detain
her from traveling across time and space. This incident brings along a
series of distressing dilemmas for the couple. At the end of her episode,
Kevin cannot reach Dana and becomes abandoned in the antebellum South
for five years which is only weeks in Dana’s present time in the twentieth
century. At the end, she returns back and her ancestor Hagar is born. The
couple reunites in the nineteenth century and travels back to their own time
for good only after Dana struggles with Rufus to free herself from his
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assault and accidentally starts a fire which later they find out that had killed
Rufus. Upon completing her last trip back home, Dana’s left arm gets
buried in the wall due to Rufus’ grasp. Despite the severe experience the
couple goes through, they possess a newfound sense of knowledge and
understanding when they return back to 1976. This new insight brings new
light to not only their distinct identities as an interracial couple but also
how this relationship is intertwined with the past as well.

In the novel, Butler uses an advanced version of the Afrofuturistic
tropes which were introduced by Hurston and Ellison in their novels, Their
Eyes Were Watching God and Invisible Man. The novel focuses on the
use of alternative spaces within the Afrofuturistic concept to remedy the
silencing and evasion by the characters’ illumination of the African-
American experience in the past while encouraging more possibilities for
the subjects. Butler’s creation of alternative time and space continuum with
actual time travelling without the use of any technological input is mainly
highlighted in the chapter.

ALTERNATIVE SPACES: THE TERRITORIAL PLACES IN
AFROFUTURISTIC CONCEPTS

While emphasizing on the thirdspace, Edward Soja also mentions the
concepts of “spatial justice and regional democracy”. (5) According to
him, these concepts help with

the spatial aspects of familiar ideas, to show that these
spatial aspects have not been given adequate attention and
also to suggest that ‘putting spatiality first’, that is, viewing
important ideas first and foremost from a spatial perspective,
can often produce new insights, significantly different
theories and practices. Hence, spatial justice specifically
points to the important spatial dimensions of (social) justice.
It does not refer to something different than social justice,
except in the sense that emphasizing the specifically social
dimensions of justice often occurs with relatively little
sensitivity to space, territory, location, boundary,
geographical distributions, etc. (Ibid)

Soja focuses on the important extent of the analytical spatial thought
that—not only geographical spaces but also the ideas—help to connect the
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alternative spaces with the idea of decolonization of individual selves. In
Kindred, Butler uses the past as an alternative space to address different
possibilities in history and the present in which African-American women
possess the option to exert some presence, influence, and even power in
some situations that they do not possess over the oppressive forces (i.e. the
slave owners or the biased white community). By assigning a degree of
autonomy, especially to African-American females, Butler also empowers
them with an assertive voice with the help of time travelling, technology,
and surrounding communities. Contrary to Butler, Their Eyes Were
Watching God and Invisible Man present scopes of figurative time
travelling of the protagonists. In Hurston’s novel, there is a heavy emphasis
on going to the horizon and being back while in Ellison’s novel, the
emphasis is more on the narrator’s hibernation period which enables him
to create a nonlinear time-space continuum. Finally in Butler, Dana
embarks on a literal time traveling journey to the past in an attempt to find
out significant—in fact, vital—information about the past to help resolve
an imminent threat or danger in the present which is her very own
existence.

In an article titled “A Grim Fantasy,” Lisa Yaszek appropriates the term
“memory machine” in order to describe the time traveling that takes place
in Kindred. (6) Yaszek associates memory with time/time travelling and
suggests an intertwined bond in between. By relocating bodies as well as
the characters’ consciousness in a possible past time, Butler helps to
evaluate the characters as one version of the past instead of that version
being the only one for the sake of present as well as future. Since the
changes in the memory affect the evaluation of the present and even the
future greatly, Butler offers multiple and unfixed versions that users can
dwell on and speculate further. In case of the opposite, the concept of time
would become fixed. In other words, the authors’ alterations and
adjustments in the narrative are essential for the creation of fluctuation and
mobility.

Homi K. Bhabha asserts that in “doubling of time and space, as the site
of enunciation [...] cuts across the boundaries of master and slave, it
opens up a space in-between”. (7) Following Hurston’s and Ellison’s
experimentation with time and alternative space, Butler’s application with
them can be evaluated as a way to recreate literature so that racial voices
would not be silenced or significant issues would not be avoided. This in-
betweenness creates an alternative form of time and space in African-
American literature. In Invisible Man, memory machine is used without
the actual time travelling taking place. When the narrator gets high and
loses himself in the music of Louis Armstrong, he loses the sense of time.
At that moment, he is neither at the present nor in the past or the future.
The passage after the lobotomy has a similar connotation. Both passages
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invoke his racial memory. This constructs one of the most prominent proto-
Afrofuturistic aspects of the novel. Similar to Soja’s and Bhabha’s third
space, there is an expression of a desire to disturb the fortification of the
traditional institution of these terms. Experimenting with alternative time
and space allows discussions to be formed on issues such as survival from
oppression of racism, elitism and sexism especially for African-American
women writers.

Besides looking at the past and future while trying to survive, Dana
learns more about her own individual identity in her travels. Edward Soja
highlights that the thirdspace occupies two meanings:

[T]he first arising from an ontological argument about the
co-equal privileging of the spatial, the historical, and the
social; the second derived from a critique of the binary logic
that has dominated traditional ways of thinking about space
and geography for at least the past century. (8)

In Kindred, Dana comes to realize her own strength and the extension
of her real power when it comes to survival following her thirdspace
occurrences. She not only gains knowledge about her historical and social
heritage but also attains a new sense of understanding of space and
geography. Butler’s protagonist is not a woman who is “inferior to men”.
(9) In Lost in Space: Probing Feminist Science Fiction and Beyond,
Marleen S. Barr asserts that Butler and other female writers create women
characters “who epitomize the suppressed authentic self”. (lbid) Barr
argues that: “These female speculative fiction writers have, in [Annis]
Pratt’s words, made of the women’s time travel novel ‘a pathway to the
authentic self, to the roots of our selves beneath consciousness of self, and
to our innermost being”. (Ibid) Time travel then becomes associated with
self -discovery and -understanding. During her time travels, Dana learns
more about who she really is and where she comes from. In the novel, in
between the trips, there are occasional assertions about Dana’s career as a
struggling writer while working at a “casual labor agency” which she also
calls a “slave market”. (10) By describing the present-day Dana in detail,
Butler helps to connect the present and the past and how she reacts to the
challenges in the past in the antebellum South. She is described as an
individual who holds “marginal positions in society and [is] removed from
the mainstream of daily life”. (11) As a middle class African-American
woman, she also holds a marginal stand which is not acceptable or
appreciated in the antebellum South. Yet, the contrast between the present
Dana and the antebellum Dana emphasizes what she accomplishes as a
central figure while operating in the alternative spaces that takes place in
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the past. While she is in the alternative space of the antebellum South, Dana
personally witnesses and experiences slavery, however, she survives with
the knowledge and the information from her present time as well as the
assistance and help of the other slaves.

Annis Pratt asserts that the portrayed characters like Dana, who are not
included in communal mainstream, experience time and space in a
different manner: “Women’s fiction manifests alienation from normal
concepts of time and space precisely because the presentation of time by
persons on the margins of day-to-day life inevitably deviates from ordinary
chronology”. (12) Pratt believes that marginalized women need alternative
time and space in order to manage their realities separately from the others.
It is important to recognize that, as an Afrofuturist author, Butler provokes
the contemporary race and gender issues related to African-American
women by creating alternative considerations of space and time in the past.
This use of in-between space and time renders it possible for Dana to
charge herself to engage in the journeys that lead to her self-understanding.
The main goal of the narrative is to provide the protagonist with the
necessary space to engage on journeys without dealing with the limitations
that occur with linear time.

MEANS OF SURVIVAL IN REEVALUATING HISTORY AND
CREATING HISTORICAL MEMORY

At the very beginning of Kindred, Butler introduces a crisis to
emphasize the immediate struggle of survival. Dana’s confrontation with
unexpected threats to her life throughout the narrative enables the author
to experiment with the concept of time and alternative spaces in uncommon
ways, as well as explicitly consider the need to revisit the past to find out
about alternative ways from which not only the individuals but also the
communities manage to overcome the racist and sexist attitudes of whites.
Butler uses the experimentation with time and space to uncover Dana’s
access to knowledge and self-realization. Dana finds herself in situations
where she must act accordingly to the past to survive both in the past and
the present. By enabling her protagonist to return back to the past
unintentionally, Butler asserts the significance of communal as well as
individual reflection of going back and reevaluating the history as a way to
create possible alternatives. The novel opens with a challenging sentence:
“I lost an arm on my trip home” (13). In Dana’s situation, her trip does not
take her to the past but rather transforms her into the present. The most
significant aspect of her trip home is that it enables her to recall some
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details from the past that affect her present life as well as her individual
self. Robert Crosley in Kindred’s introduction to 1988 edition asserts:

The date of Dana’s final return to Los Angeles is July 4,
1976, the bicentennial of the founding of the United States.
Her fantastic journey becomes an occasion for meditating on
American cultural history. What has been forgotten or
trivialized or sentimentalized in the public celebrations of
the past reemerges unvarnished in Dana’s homecoming on
the fourth of July. Dana comes back to southern California
with a truer understanding of black history in America than
the sanitized versions in the popular media had ever given
her. (14)

Butler also uses time traveling to raise issues with the creation of
historical memory. The first instance of it appears when Dana is drawn
back to 1815 in order to save a young boy from drowning in a river in
Maryland. After saving the boy’s life, his father levels a rifle at her head
and Dana suddenly finds herself back in her present time. Dana’s
expression of this first incident is: “As real as the whole episode was, as
real as I know it was, it’s beginning to recede from me somehow. It’s
becoming like something I saw on television or read about—Ilike something
I got second hand”. (15) Even after experiencing the whole incident
personally, she distances herself by comparing her experience to
something on television. She does not want to make an immediate
correlation between the past and herself. Through this incident, Butler
draws parallelism how “commercial modes of memory”® can cause
individuals to distance themselves from past histories. Also, race and
trauma/anxiety seem to be the ultimate uncanny elements that are revealed
as the hidden fear that designates the individual and societal actions in the
narrative.

It becomes inevitable for Dana to distance herself from past as the
episodes become more frequent. After her first involuntary time travelling
in which she saves Rufus’ life for the first time and returns back to the
present, she panics and fears since the reason for her travel is not specified
and she can only conclude from the whole experience that fear is a driving
force within this involuntary experience. Soon, Butler makes it clear that

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Rufus’ fear enables Dana’s time travelling to the past and her own fear
enables her to travel back to the present. However, understanding the
reason for fear does not give Dana any control over her situation. At the
beginning, Rufus is more careful about how he treats Dana since he realizes
that he needs her to save his life, however, as time in the past progresses
faster than the present, he becomes more adaptive of his environment and
becomes less careful with his and Dana’s well-being. As soon as Rufus
understands Dana’s purpose of visits, he becomes more careless with his
actions. The presence of the forces that include Dana and Rufus into each
other’s lives also generate alternative spaces where Dana is not only out of
her own time but also out of Rufus’ time as well as representing a possible
future that is beyond their understanding. Thus, traveling back and forth
over time and space enables Butler’s narrative to create more possible
nonlinear, cyclic timelines repeatedly.

NONLINEAR/ CYCLIC MOVEMENT OF TIME/SPACE
CONTINUUM

In Hurston’s and Ellison’s novels, the narratives include a cyclic
movement, and without this cyclic motion, the brief instances that
individuals experience in time would not be able to possess any meaning.
This is the structure that is employed in Hurston’s, Ellison’s and Butler’s
novels. While Butler’s protagonist Dana literally travels across different
times and spaces to discover her past ancestry and, thus, her own self,
Hurston uses this imaginary cyclic motion to provide meaning to Janie
Mae’s experiences. In Their Eyes Were Watching God, understanding life
and self involves a mental journey going back to the past and coming
forward to the present, and thus, realizing that the ending is only the actual
beginning. To achieve this, Hurston uses storytelling and folktales. In
between her storytelling, she also implicitly refers to real incidents that
took place such as the Order of forty acres and a mule. Even though the
Order was implemented only for a short period of time in American
history, Hurston uses this fact to demonstrate how it may have changed the
lives of African-Americans if the policy had been fully implemented in
reality. Hurston has initiated the notion of reconstructing the past—which
may have had significant effects on possible futures—but it did not include
a literal time traveling. This concept constitutes one of the core proto-
Afrofuturistic features of Hurston’s novel as well.

Their Eyes Were Watching God presents an image of possible futures
of tomorrow. Janie Mae’s journey, both literally and figuratively, becomes
more than an African-American woman’s dreams and desires, and
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Eatonville and the Everglades also become more than simple African-
American communities. Hurston’s proto-Afrofuturism enables Janie Mae
to decolonize herself and imagine a better future in spite of the oppression
and deprivations. Hurston challenges the formation of African-American
reality through Janie Mae’s journey across time and space—African-
American spaces created by segregation—as well as experiences of white
domination and African-American fanaticism. African-Americans, who
ostensibly do not possess a future, resort to folklore to create a future that
challenges the racial reality. The sentence: “ ‘Ah done been tuh de horizon
and back and now Ah kin set heah in mah house and live by comparisons”
is a proto-Afrofuturist statement in which the horizon reflects an
alternative space that offers different possibilities. (16) Janie Mae can
make comparisons since she has “been tuh” and “back.” This enables her
to differentiate between the realities of West Florida, Eatonville and the
Everglades. This enables her to determine her own future-oriented vision.
At the end, she asserts that “It’s uh known fact, Pheoby, you got tuh go
there tuh know there”. (17) The intentional narration of her story revives
new possibilities for her. Janie Mae experiences and recognizes the
difficulty of achieving this potentiality. She directly indulges in African-
Americans’ wishes for a better life and future. Yet, she is anchored in the
present and cannot experience more than her life span.

Similarly, Ellison enables future generations to imagine various
possible futures that can occur with nonlinear time and space continuum.
This is one of the key aspects that make Invisible Man become an interest
for Afrofuturist thought that was not attainable in 1952. The narrator’s
hibernation period in the final alternative space in the novel enables the
narrator to develop into a quasi-Afrofuturist—“proto-Afrofuturist”—
writer. (18) After developing the ability to “see around corners,” the
narrator starts to reconsider the past and present experiences that would
help him plan the power networks that would push him towards a future
that was not made for him. The reflective actions of the narrator’s story
illustrate a narrative like proto-Afrofuturists’—as in the definition of a
narrative style provided by Ruth Mayer—that moves “seamlessly back and
forth through time and space, between cultural traditions and geographic
time zones”. (19) With the unnamed narrator’s underground home that is
mobilized through technology, the invisible man wraps himself around a
new identity and—perhaps—to a completely new future which he fails to
achieve. Towards the end of the novel, the narrator asserts: “in spite of
myself I've learned some things [...] A decision has been made. I'm
shaking off the old skin [...] I'm coming out, no less invisible [...] but
coming out nonetheless”. (20) After his declaration, it is obvious that he
still does not possess the necessary knowledge about what he should do
when he gets out of his hibernation state: “[I]t escapes me. What do | really
want, I've asked myself. Certainly not the freedom of a Rinehart or the
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power of a Jack [the Brotherhood], nor simply the freedom not to run. No,
but the next step I couldn’t make, so I've remained in the hole”. (21) In the
end, he escapes possible imposed futures and survives “at the edge of
revelation and at the edge of action” of his own development. (22) He is
aware that he possesses a chance for a new future but, unlike the
Afrofuturists, he is still not ready to announce it or take any action.

ALIENATION AND HOMELESSNESS WITHIN THE
AFROFUTURIST PARADIGM

In an interview, Homi K. Bhabha explains what he thinks “home” as a
concept has two aspects:

One-something to do with the normalized, the naturalized,
the inevitable, the original. It’s there—the “thereness” of your
existence, even more than the “hereness” of your existence.
It is always there [...] I understand this landscape. I know
these people. | know the language, and so on [...] And the
other, it seems to me, is the kind of Conradian idea that
home is what you return to. So, there are these two moments
of temporality, these two narrative moments—coming out of
the home and somehow allowing yourself to imagine,
whether you can or you can’t, that you can go back: so
emergence and return are complicit with the concept of
home. (23)

In Invisible Man, there is the occurrence of emergence of a person’s
existence while he is in hibernation but there is no returning back to where
the narrator comes from. Ytasha Womack states, no matter how far the text
takes you, the “Afrofuturist paradigm” (24) includes the realization of
everything starting at the place where you call home at the present time.
The unnamed narrator in Invisible Man acknowledges the fact but chooses
to wait to take action whereas Butler uses the same definition of the
paradigm and bases Dana’s journey between two of the places where she
calls home. According to Yaszek, Afrofuturism is the result of “the
historical recovery projects” (25) that has been pursued since the
nineteenth century by especially the African originated authors and
scholars. These projects often include the experiences of alienation and
homelessness—that stem mostly from Afrodiasporic encounter—of
African—Americans. Butler cultivates this idea of home and
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homelessness/alienation®® as a part of reclamation and recovery of the past.
In the Introduction of Afrofuturism 2.0, Afrofuturist Reynaldo Anderson
asserts that one of the aspects of Afrofuturism is to question the
“possibilities for black female bodies historically represented as
quintessentially other, abject, and alien™. (26) The characters first need to
lose their alienated state and find themselves to create alternatives for the
future. Butler presents that the only way for Dana to find her true home
and self is to go through the realities of African-Americans’ history
personally.

In Kindred, the time spent in the past due to the travels increases with
each episode. This aspect does not only help to reveal more about past
histories but also helps to describe how the past affects Dana’s identity.
Her first trip is portrayed in a matter of minutes, her second as hours and
her third as days while the concept of time in 1976 hardly progresses at all.
This unusual conception of time affects Dana to a degree that at some point
in the narrative, she thinks of Weylin plantation as “home” (Butler,
2003:190). (27) Historically, the plantation is the home of the origin of her
family, and thus, it is normal for her to feel safer due to the effects of her
time travelling which automatically creates a double identity for Dana. In
the episodes that take place in the past, she experiences almost everything
an African-American can experience at the time except for rape. Butler
specifically emphasizes that almost none of Dana’s previous knowledge
about her real home becomes useful in the past which is also one of the
reasons why Dana becomes more accepted of the plantation as her “home”
after some time. She grows accustomed to the rules and learns to fit in to
her best ability and that makes her become a part of the environment.
However, at the end, she can never fully belong to the place and will always
remain alienated.

In this sense, Hurston’s Their Eyes Were Watching God presents a
prominent example for the alienated African-American woman who is in
search of an idealized alternative space to decolonize her mind from the
state of alienation since the plot of the novel describes Janie Mae’s self-
journey to several alternative spaces®’ that become home to her at some

81n Afrofuturism, the theme of alien and alienation is used commonly. Inspired
by Mark Dery*s finding a semantic bond between the “alien” and the “other,”
Ytasha Womack uses the dehumanization of Africans and compares Africans to
alien abductees (2013). Being the Other, according to Womack, brings along an
alienation for Africans that can be similar to being an alien abductee in another
dimension, space or location.

171n Afrofuturism, the self-journey is almost always followed by a physical
journey to different spaces. This journey enables the characters to realize the
fragmentation and the embracement of this fragmented self. In Nnedi Okorafor’s
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points of her life. Hurston’s Janie Mae also needs to visit places physically
to discover the idea of home or alienation. Each settlement that she visits
provides a different perspective of African-American life and history for
her and, like Dana, Janie Mae also tries to fit in to her best ability. In
Eatonville, for instance, she experiences the class difference among the
African-Americans as the wife of the mayor of the town in contrary to Palm
Beach where she is a forced visitor after the flood and witnesses the white
mindset expressing explicit views on servitude and segregation against
African-Americans. She also becomes a seasonal worker in the Everglades
and finds a place for herself among the common folks. Janie Mae finds
herself in the Everglades but soon finds out that the Everglades cannot form
her “home” and that she needs another space to outdistance her alienation.
All these different settings enable Janie Mae to realize the true concept of
home in the proto-Afrofuturist paradigm sense. Contrary to Dana who
lacks the feeling of really belonging to a place in a healthy manner at the
end of the narrative, Janie Mae feels she belongs to her final place.

Through the unnamed narrator, however, Ellison observes the themes
of homelessness and alienation address to the majority of the contemporary
African-Americans:

Without light I am not only invisible, but formless as well;
and to be unaware of one’s form is to live a death. [ myself,
after existing some twenty years, did not become alive until |
discovered my invisibility. Invisibility [...] gives one a
slightly different sense of time, you’re never quite on the
beat. Sometimes you’re ahead and sometimes behind.
Instead of the swift and imperceptible flowing of time, you
are aware of its nodes, those points where time stands still or
from which it leaps ahead [...] That’s what you hear vaguely
in Louis’ [jazz and blues] music. (28)

The narrator explains the state of not being able to fit and belong as an
invisible individual because of the “different sense of time.” It is only after
his retreat to underground home that the narrator moves out of his
mechanical stage and becomes a meddler who takes pleasure in diverting
power from Broadway, which is thought to be the fortress of white
American artistic culture, in order to empower his light and sound related

Afrofuturist trilogy, Binti, a similar journey of a young woman with ethnic
background travelling across the galaxy only to acknowledge her differences and
find her true self is experienced.
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technologies. Coinciding with Afrofuturists that came later on, Ellison
carefully uses the rhetoric of science fiction—especially the emphasis on
technology—in order to stress on the Africans’ alienation from exonerated
futures. The language he uses to define the students is “robots” with “minds
laced up”. (29) Later in the novel, a black veteran calls the narrator as “a
walking personification of the Negative [ ...] mechanical man”. (30) In the
paint factory, the African-American worker defines himself as “we the
machines inside the machine” (31) and the leaders of the Brotherhood,
along with the group’s ideology, view the blacks as “one step in the
experiment” (32) of renewing the community. The narrator’s record player
expresses the invisible man’s new understanding of black invisibility.
Thinking the ownership of one record player is not enough, he thinks about
having four more record players connected to his original player.

The narrator’s underground space filled with light and sound
technologies is a metaphor for the necessity of African-Americans to own
a space, either physical or metaphysical, for self-discovery and fulfillment.
Hurston also emphasizes the same metaphor in her novel while Butler’s
Kindred breaks free from this understanding to prove that individuals can
reach self-discovery without owning a space of their own. The selection of
an underground manhole as home or the house that one feels the most
oppression as alternative spaces can regarded as a part of futuristic
imagination since it reflects on the unexplored place that includes
subhuman African-Americans as a primeval site of phobia. Ruth Mayer
also asserts that the racially discriminated experience African-American
culture have witnessed in the past orients them to “concentrate on the
fantasy spaces in-between and nowhere at all”. (33) This fantasy space in-
between, such as the underground manhole, benefits from the proto-
Afrofuturist concepts to reproduce African-American spaces that
traditional ways of reasoning may not distinguish them as real.

Butler uses time travel to create alternative spaces for the protagonist
as a way to transform the protagonist in a space to revisit the past to
accentuate the necessary means to survive within racial and gender-wise
oppressions along with other challenges. She situates Dana in conditions
that unleash her inner strength that support her emotional state as well as
develop endurance to situations that are dangerous.

RESISTANCE AS A MEANS OF SURVIVAL

Dana cannot completely fit into the slave community in the past even
though she possesses the knowledge of the present. According to Denea
Stewart-Shaheed: “[B]y disrupting time, African American authors may
introduce themes of agency, resistance, and spiritual liberation”. (34) The
author tries to shed more light on the crucial past by enabling Dana to relive
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the period of slavery, which is the space where resistance is generated
initially. In his article titled, “The Social Origins of American Negro Art,”
W. E. B. DuBois states that much of African-Americans were subjected to
“social compulsion” which is

built on the sorrow and strain inherent in American slavery,
on the difficulties that sprung from Emancipation, on the
feelings of revenge, despair, aspiration, and hatred which
arose as the Negro struggled and fought his way upward.
Whenever a great mass of millions of men have such
common memories and experiences they are bound sooner
or later to express them. (35)

The most common way of expressing one’s feelings toward oppression
is resistance. In Kindred, along with African-American resistance to an
oppressive community, African-American female agency is also present as
well. In Their Eyes Were Watching God, the idea of female agency is
taken to a point of permission of the surrounding community. Such as in
the incident of Joe’s death. The first act of Janie Mae is to take off her head
scarf in front of the mirror and feel hopeful. But immediately after, she puts
it back on and calls on to her neighbors to play the role of a sorrowed
widow like it is expected from her. In Kindred, Dana’s distress following
her first time travelling episode is made evident in her words: “Maybe I'm
just like a victim of robbery or rape or something—a victim who survives,
but who doesn’t feel safe anymore”. (36) Even though she calls herself a
victim, she demonstrates a figure that is much stronger at the end. She
eventually fails to deny degradation, however, she continues to resist and
help others to resist the oppressive structures of the antebellum South. She
constantly tries to figure out new ways to increase her agency throughout
the novel whether it is to teach other slaves to become literate or stall Rufus
so that Alice would have a head start if she chooses to run away.

When Rufus calls her nigger, she corrects him: “I/’'m a black woman,
Rufe. If you have to call me something other than my name, that’s it”. (37)
The protagonist becomes a figure for African-American women in the
plantations and for the sexual and racial abuse they receive. Dana
demonstrates resilience above common during her visits to the antebellum
South and at the end, manages to survive despite all the hardship she
experiences. Barbara Lewis asserts:

Butler crafts a character with dual status, one that steps in
and out of the box. Dana is ordered around, made to say
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master, sent to the fields, whipped, and faces down a gun,
twice, but she can read and write, she can nurse and heal the
sick, she doesn’t age, and, on death’s doorstep, she can flee
to another time. (38)

Time travelling enables Dana to resist death and discover the
durableness of African-American women ancestors. The goal to survive
allows Dana to adopt various roles and adapt to the changes in the
oppressive structure. Following Dana and Kevin’s trip back to the past, she
says that they need to adjust themselves to social roles accordingly: “We re
going to have to fit in as best we can with the people here for as long as
we have to stay. That means were going to have to play the roles you gave
us”. (39) In order for both to stay away from trouble, the couple acts out
the role of a master and a slave.

While she is performing her act as a slave, she tries to survive using her
education, literacy, and autonomous character. At this point, she still
believes that she can prevent Rufus from turning into a character like his
father. As the narrator, Dana asserts: “l would try to keep friendship with
him, maybe plant a few ideas in his mind that would help both me and the
people who would be his slaves in the years to come”. (40) Using the prior
knowledge from where she came from, the protagonist tries to enhance her
and the surrounding African-American community’s position by
attempting to change Rufus’ character and understanding of the African-
Americans. However, when she tries to use her prior skills and education,
her attempts are met with violence in the majority of the time. Dana thinks
that she can educate the other slaves with her literacy skills to help them
construct a better life for them. However, the passage following Tom
Weylin’s discovery of Dana’s actions is a violent one:

Weylin dragged me a few feet, then pushed me hard. | fell,
knocked myself breathless. | never saw where the whip came
from, never even saw the first blow coming. But it came—
like a hot iron across my back, burning into me through my
light shirt, searing my skin [...] I screamed, convulsed.
Weylin struck again and again, until I couldn’t have gotten
up at gunpoint [...] By then, I almost wanted to die.
Anything to stop the pain. (41)

When she can no longer endure the pain, she vomits and returns back
to her present time. Since pain is the only thing that enables her time travel,
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she asserts: “Pain had never been a friend to me before, but now it kept me
still. It forced reality on me and kept me sane”. (42) In a way, the pain
proves Dana that history really occurred and her wounds and scars attest to
that realization.

Just like Janie Mae’s remarks through the end of Their Eyes Were
Watching God, Dana, too, “been tuh de [past] and back and now [she]
kin set heah in [her] house and live by comparisons”. (43) The difference
is that Dana literally goes back to the past and is able to make comparisons
by actually living and experiencing. From an Afrofuturist standpoint, the
past reflects an alternative space where she finds the opposite of
contentment and acceptance but completed her journey with a stronger
agency and identity. Dana experiences and recognizes the difficulty of
achieving her potentiality. The events that Dana witnesses alter the
function of space and time travels while she still tries to understand the
reality of her experience with her husband, Kevin. Unlike Hurston’s and
Ellison’s characters, they are able to make comparisons as well as
connections between the realities of Maryland in the nineteenth century
and Los Angeles in the twentieth century. This enables them to determine
their own future-oriented visions. That is why it is necessary for them to
go to Maryland and try to learn what happened following Dana’s and
Rufus’ last encounter.

Similar to Dana, Hurston’s protagonist is ready “for her great journey
to the horizon in search of people” (44) after Joe’s death. She wants to find
a community where she can belong to. From a proto-Afrofuturistic
perspective, after appeasing all of Joe’s wishes, Janie Mae experiences
what Mark Dery describes as “the estrangement that science fiction writers
imagine”. (45) In this marriage the cause of Janie Mae’s estrangement is
Joe’s forceful acts of his own vision on her. Joe Starks becomes the
colonizing factor of her mind and body. And it is only after his death that
she can decolonize herself from his oppressive influences with a help of a
new alternative space. On the contrary, the cause of Dana’s estrangement
towards her own racial history is her own lack of knowledge. By actually
visiting the past and experiencing the reality along with it, Dana becomes
more aware not only of the people’s experiences but also her own cultural
history.

At the end, Hurston asserts: “Here was peace. She pulled in her horizon
like a great fish-net. Pulled it from around the waist of the world and draped
it over her shoulder. So much of life in its meshes! She called in her soul
to come and see”. (46) The passage is taken from a significant moment of
Janie Mae’s story which signifies the role of alternative spaces in Hurston’s
creation of her most-acclaimed character. The image of Janie Mae “pulling
in her horizon [...] from around the waist of the world” reflects the novel
itself and mirrors the horizon at the beginning which said to have “ships at
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a distance have every man’s wish on board”. (47) Hurston comments that
it is very difficult to attain the horizon, which is similar to colonialism,
especially for the African-Americans due to their oppressive experiences
in white dominated communities. Contrary to colonial discourse, Janie
Mae’s attempt to reach the horizon indicates her decolonization. As the
novel progresses Janie Mae seeks opportunities and follows her dreams to
a future horizon which has not been explored. This is a proto-Afrofuturistic
characteristic to highlight the problems within African-American social
experience. Missy D. Kubitschek argues:

Through Janie, Hurston merges the quest pattern with the
Afro-American call and response to form a new experience,
a group quest or ascent. Their Eyes Were Watching God
intimates an Eatonville with Janie and a whole group of
Pheobys growing ‘ten feet tall,” traveling in company ‘tuh de
horizon and back,’ ever constructing and renewing both
individual and community. (48)

Kubitschek’s comment emphasizes the pressure between the
individuals and the community that guides a person’s sense of who and
where she is. This new statement for African-American women that calls
for an action of liberation from domination, sexism, racism as well as the
soul allows to place Hurston’s novel within the proto-Afrofuturistic scope.

With the incident of the invisible man with Mr. Norton, Jim Trueblood,
and the veterans in the Golden Day, Ellison also emphasizes, from a proto-
Afrofuturistic perspective, that African-Americans cannot be designed to
fit the already institutionalized visions of future of their surroundings
because of their complicated historical and material connections. Prior to
the incident, Mr. Norton calls the narrator his fate: “I had a feeling that
your people were somehow connected with my destiny [...] That has been
my life’s work, not my banking or my researches, but my first-hand
organizing of human life”. (49) In the incident that led to the unnamed
narrator’s expulsion, the narrator destroys Mr. Norton’s mirroring on the
African-American life and culture as well as his future vision of submissive
African-Americans when he introduced him to Jim Trueblood and the
other local veterans, who are also the mental patients of a nearby asylum.

Through the unnamed narrator’s humanism, Invisible Man establishes
its proto-Afrofuturist aspect. The unnamed narrator’s journey as a student
in a segregated college in the south, a factory worker in a paint factory in
New York and a member of the Brotherhood all proves his quest for a black
future which he cannot succeed at the time. His efforts for self-realization
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ends with disappointment as the dominant institutional powers treat him as
atabula rasa and reflect their own forced visions of the future on him, such
as in the case of Mr. Norton telling the narrator: “You are my fate, young
man. Only you can tell me what it really is [...] Through you [...] I can
observe in terms of living personalities to what extent my money, my time
and my hopes have been fruitfully invested”. (50) Thus, the African-
Americans are treated as objects of an experiment that white domination
reflects its biased future vision on. Mr. Norton is similar to the individuals
behind the Brotherhood. The organization’s hypocrisy becomes evident as
it, too, approaches the African-American members as resources rather than
individual subjects. The Brotherhood’s biggest difference among the
others is the use of so-called scientific and technological methods that only
serve for the greater good of the group’s political agenda.

MASCULINIST TENDENCIES TOWARDS HISTORY

Technology in Afrofuturist works is among the key concepts for
creating alternative pasts, presents, and futures while decolonizing one’s
mind. In her article, Yaszek focuses on the women aspect of technology
more heavily. She discusses that producing African-American women
history enhanced with technology helps to enable different versions to
“masculinist approaches to history”. (51) She tries to highlight the ways
Butler “participates in Afro-feminist projects to interrogate the
relationship between historical memory and commercial culture by
appropriating and adapting the commercial form of science fiction itself”.
(52) However, Butler also focuses on the inadequate effects of technology
in African-American context. Just like Dana’s prior knowledge in
advanced technology and history cannot help her in the antebellum South,
she realizes that not all her knowledge was formed correctly. On her second
trip to Maryland, Dana comes across some white patrollers assaulting an
African-American slave who was leaving the plantation without
permission to visit his family:

I could literally smell his sweat, hear every ragged breath,
every cry, every cut of the whip. | could see his body
jerking, convulsing, straining against the rope as his
screaming went on and on. My stomach heaved, and | had to
force myself to stay where I was and keep quiet. Why didn’t
they stop! [...] | had seen people beaten on television and in
the movies. | had seen the too-red blood substitute streaked
across their back and heard their well-rehearsed screams.
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But I hadn’t lain nearby and smelled their sweat or heard
them pleading and praying, shamed before their families and
themselves. | was probably less prepared for the reality than
the child crying not far from me. In fact, she and | were
reacting very much alike. My face too was wet with tears.
(53)

Dana makes correlation between her experience and being an audience
to a program on television. While she distances herself from the
experience, she also realizes that the television programs in 1960s and 70s
were inadequate in terms of preparing Dana for the things she had
witnessed first hand.

The protagonists in all three novels cannot exceed their socio-economic
status with the assistance of technology. Contrary to many white science-
fiction characters such as German professor Otto Lidenbrock and his
nephew Axel in Jules Verne’s Journey to the Center of The Earth
(1864), the access to technology often separates the characters from
gaining greater social power and equal terms as a member of society. It is
only after their separation from society that enables the protagonists to
benefit from the technological developments and help them to transform
their thoughts on alienation and racial visibility. In Their Eyes Were
Watching God, Janie Mae has the most access to the developed
technology when she is the wife of the mayor but does not have any access
to it at all due to the repressive character of Joe, however, when she leaves
all behind to work in fields with almost no access to any technology, she
succeeds to find her self and establishes an autonomous place among the
community. In “Some Questions and Some Answers,” Ellison comments
on the concept of the digital divide and how it has been used to hold the
Africans back. However, he evaluates that things have changed and
technology is the key that helps to secure a better position for the African-
Americans within the society:

It is precisely technology which promises [Africans] release
from the brutalizing effects of over three hundred years of
racism and European domination. Men cannot unmake
history, thus it is not a question of reincarnating those
cultural traditions which were destroyed, but a matter of
using industrialization, modern medicine, modern science
generally to work in the interest of these peoples rather than
against them. Nor is the disruption of the past a totally
negative phenomenon; sometimes it makes possible a
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modulation in a people’s way of life that allows for a more
creative use of its energies. (54)

While Ellison stresses upon the importance of technological
developments and the importance of being up-to-date, his main character
fails to use the technology to his own benefit. Only after he retrieves to
underground that the narrator begins from the start and works his way out
with the technology without the oppressive and dominant white culture.
Prior to his retrieval in the manhole, the invisible man is rather a tool
instead of an operator of technology. The veteran in the brothel is the first
person to announce the narrator as a robot or rather a mechanical man:

He registers with his senses but short-circuits his brain.
Nothing has meaning. He takes it in but he doesn’t digest it.
Already he is—well, bless my soul! Behold! A walking
zombie! Already he’s learned to repress not only his
emotions but his humanity. He’s invisible, a walking
personification of the Negative, the most perfect
achievement of your dreams, sir! The mechanical man! (55)

The veteran criticizes the narrator for being what the whites hope
African-Americans to be: “The mechanical man.” Referring to the
motionless state, he associates the young narrator with a zombie who does
not possess any proper emotions or ideas. He views the narrator as the live
“personification of the Negative” just like the common prejudiced view
that beholds the digital divide that associates backwardness with blackness.
In an event for his science fiction book, The Water Knife, Paolo
Bacigalupi argues that Afrofuturism “hunts for the techno-fix, not the
social-fix”. (56) It is possible to examine the consequences of technological
developments and how the characters in the novels portray the idea of
development and progress in the presence of an alternative space. The point
that separates Hurston’s and Ellison’s novels from contemporary
Afrofuturist novels, according to Bacigalupi’s definition, is the fact that
they also focus on the social fixation of society. Afrofuturist scholars argue
the improvement of the ‘“social-fix” needs the accompaniment of
technological developments. If not, it predicts that science will continue to
be enslaving.

The mechanical behaviors of Invisible Man’s narrator related to the
technological discourse of the book are connected with the oppression of
the visual technologies. One incident would be the time after the narrator
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moves to the north. In a created alternative space, he spends a lot of time
thinking about adjusting himself both psychologically and physically in
order to fit the accepted stereotypes of Hollywood that are associated with
success, fame, and wealth: “I imagined myself making a speech and caught
in striking poses by flashing cameras, snapped at the end of some period
of dazzling eloquence [...] I would hardly ever speak above a whisper and
[...] I would be charming. Like Ronald Coleman”. (57) Following his
experiences, he realizes that reality is much more different than portrayed
on television. After comprehending the importance of refusing the realities
that are brought by mass production, he becomes enlightened of its
treacherous effect on the African-Americans. It is only after his retreat to
underground that the narrator moves out of his mechanical stage and
becomes a meddler who takes pleasure in diverting power from Broadway.
During his hibernation, similar to Afrofuturists, Ellison focuses on
technological developments as a way for conciliation of the “digital
divide” issue. (58) Alondra Nelson believes with the involvement of
African-Americans’ authorial bodies with technology and media,
Afrofuturism can help to balance the digital divide. Butler is also interested
in creating a field for Africans that is based heavily on technology, similar
to what Nelson argues on.

INVOLVEMENT OF SURROUNDING COMMUNITIES

For the invisible man, the surrounding communities always have
negative impact on the protagonist without differentiating among the race.
So, the only solution for the narrator is isolation. Butler’s novel, on the
other hand, demonstrates the ways Butler creates alternative spaces,
especially, for African-American women and highlights the importance of
Dana’s survival depending on the survival of her respective community. In
the forced situations, Dana discovers the need of her community in the
essence for surviving in the past and reaching to a realization about herself.
Throughout the narrative, Dana acknowledges the significant place of
community in survival and how that communal involvement enables
people to develop as individuals.

Not being able to avoid violence even with the prior knowledge from
the future, Dana takes refuge among the slave community within Weylin
plantation. In her first encounter with Alice, who is her great-grandmother
in reality, she believes that Dana can take “refuge” (59) in Weylins’
plantation. According to Angela Davis, “if resistance was an organic
ingredient of slave life, it had to be directly nurtured by the social
organization that the slaves themselves improvised”. (60) Butler’s
positioning Dana in the antebellum South creates an alternative space
where Dana experiences a type of oppression that she would not be able to
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in her own time. Experiencing such oppression helps her to develop a
resistance that she would not normally be able to develop if she had not
experienced such space. Surrounding slave community that eventually
becomes like an adopted family as well as her refuge from the realities of
slavery plays a crucial part within the development of her resistance. In a
moment of despair, Dana states:

Sarah and Carrie were alone when | went in, and | was glad
of that. Sometimes old people and children lounged there, or
house servants or even field hands stealing a few moments
of leisure. | liked to listen to them talk sometimes and fight
my way through their accents to find out more about how
they survived lives of slavery. Without knowing it, they
prepared me to survive. But now | wanted only Sarah and
Carrie. I could say what I felt around them, and it wouldn’t
get back to either of the Weylins. (61)

It is important to emphasize that Dana can find solace only among some
of the members of the slave community. Butler does not try to romanticize
the communal relationships among the slave community. She portrays all
dimensions of the antebellum South from the African-American
perspective and adds Dana’s prior knowledge from the future to equip her
with the necessary tools for resistance and survival. As the places of the
birth of resistance, Butler emphasizes on the ideas of resistance that stem
and the collectivity that is visible among the slave community. Butler’s
main aim at placing Dana in such violent situations may occur from the
desire to visualize and evaluate the emotional growth of the protagonist
from the beginning until the end. This way, the writer can assign significant
roles to the African-American characters within the novel. Dana’s journey
becomes the path of a transitive search toward understanding one’s self,
identity as well as the past. When Dana says “Pain dragged me back to
consciousness” (62), she discloses that in order to arrive at the point of self-
understanding and the necessary knowledge, one needs to overcome and
survive the challenges and obstacles along the journey.

Another reason for Butler to place Dana in such brutal situations is to
emphasize the significance of not forgetting and reevaluating the past
histories not only individually but also communally. Even though Dana is
the protagonist, the other characters also play crucial roles and assume
essential places within the narrative especially in the revisiting of the past.
This aspect of the novel leads to Butler’s focus on the significance of the
community in survival and understanding the self. The surrounding
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community in the past also includes Dana’s distant relatives including her
great-grandfather and the slave owner, Rufus, and her great-grandmother
and supposedly a free slave, Alice. When she questions her reasons for
travelling the past involuntarily, she asserts: “Was that why | was here?
Not only to insure the survival of one accident-prone small boy, but to
insure my family’s survival, my own birth” (63). She realizes that she needs
to survive herself in order to assure the survival of Rufus, her entire familial
line from her mother’s side as well as her very own existence. Within this
difficult journey, her surrounding community—besides her blood
relatives—helps her to achieve her goal of survival. By encountering and
working with the other African-American slaves in the plantation, Dana
becomes aware of a different kind of community that eventually helps her
to find the necessary strength to continue experiencing her violent journey
that includes physical and mental oppression and return back to her home
in the present time.

Alice’s sufferings that include sexual abuse and physical violence
originate because of Rufus’ affection for her. In the course of the narrative,
this enables Dana and Alice to form a special bond. Dana comments on the
issue as “there was no shame in raping a black woman, but there could be
shame in loving one”. (64) When Alice and her husband, Isaac, decide to
run away together Rufus releases the dogs that almost kill Isaac and capture
Alice. When she arrives home in a wagon, she is “bloody, filthy, and barely
alive” due to the attack. (65) Dana becomes as a substitute mother for Alice
while healing her and even Alice calls Dana “Mama” (66) at some point.
As Alice gets well with the help of Dana’s care, she also begins to question
and remember what had happened to her and lIsaac. As a former free
African-American, it is even more difficult for Alice to accept and adjust
to her new state of enslavement. Alice begins to accuse Dana because she
helped her heal and did not tell her the truth sooner: “ ‘Doctor-nigger,’ she
said with contempt. ‘Think you know so much. Reading-nigger. White-
nigger! Why didn’t you know enough to let me die? ™. (67) Since Dana and
Rufus’ relationship has not been witnessed before, her status among the
community bears controversial ideas. To Alice, Dana is more white than
African-American: “You always try to act so white. White nigger, turning
against your own people”. (68) Alice’s accusation mainly originates from
her personal negative feelings toward Dana. In the article titled
“Exorcizing the Past: The Slave Narrative as Historical Fantasy,” Sarah
Wood argues against Alice and writes: “Dana does not meekly accept the
position prescribed for her by slavery”. (69) It seems that Dana tries to
apply her knowledge from the future for not only her sake but also for the
African-American slave community’s sake instead of trying to assume a
white identity. Alice also realizes her unfair treatment of Dana and admits:
“I get so mad I can taste it in my mouth. And you 're the only one I can take
it out on—the only one I can hurt and not be hurt back”. (70) Their

connection develops even further when Alice shows Dana her letters that
Rufus allegedly sent to Kevin, who did not know that Dana had travelled
back to the past and was trying to reach him. Upon finding out Alice’s
suicide in her final episode, Sarah describes them as sister-like: “You sure
fought like sisters...Always fussin’ at each other, stompin’ away from each
other, comin’ back. Right after you left, she knocked the devil out of a field
who was runnin’ you down”. (71) The novel emphasizes the significance
of the assistance among the African-Americans. Butler also underscores
that this spiritual female bonding also acts as a means for a survival
mechanism.

The narrative also describes a female betrayal among the slave
community when Liza informed Tom Weylin on Dana’s escape. However,
this betrayal has some consequences among the community. Missy Dehn
Kubitschek argues that “Kindred does not romanticize the solidarity of the
slave community”. (72) Alice, Tess, and Carrie punish Liza for what she
has done to their surrogate sister. This passage about Liza’s betrayal
constitutes the realistic aspect of the internal divisions among the African-
American slave communities in the antebellum South. Alice receives
hostile treatment from the fellow African-Americans in the plantation as a
result of her involuntary connection with Rufus. Dana also becomes a
subject of the same treatment because she is assumed to take a submissive
role:

| went into the cookhouse and the young man who had his
mouth open to speak closed it quickly, looking at me with
open hostility. The old man simply turned his back. I’d seen
slaves do that to Alice. I hadn’t noticed them doing it to me
before. Suddenly, the cookhouse was no more comfortable
than Alice’s cabin had been. It might have been different if
Sarah or Carrie had been there, but they weren’t. I left the
cookhouse and went back toward the main house, feeling
lonely. (73)

The African-American slaves exclude both Dana and Alice because of
the connection they have formed with Rufus. In her book about African-
American women slaves in the southern plantations, Deborah White also
emphasizes that even though the relationship between African-American
women was mainly structured on gender bonding and collaboration,
“female-to-female conflict” (74) among the women slaves were also
visible. It is not Butler’s aim of demonstrating an idealized version of the
slave community, instead, she reveals the complex structuring and
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dynamics of the African-American slave community that includes cultural,
economic and speculative aspects.

The special connection between Alice and Dana is not only felt by
themselves but also felt by the others around them as well. However,
Rufus’ interconnection between the two women is described more than just
believing it to be a resemblance. For instance, when Rufus cannot find
either of them around, he keeps searching and when he finds them together,
he is satisfied: “Behold the woman [...] You really are only one woman.
Did you know that?”. (75) Alice’s reaction to Rufus’ comment is much
more concerned. She says: “l know what he means. He likes me in bed, and
you out of bed, and you and I look alike if you can believe what people say
[...] [A]ll that means we 're two halves of the same woman—at least in his
crazy head”. (Ibid) This passage also foreshadows the last encounter of
Dana and Rufus. His obsession comes to a point that Rufus does not
hesitate to attempt to rape Dana. Dana has no choice but to stab him in
order to resist his assault. The consequence of Dana’s resistance leads her
to lose an arm while traveling back to the present for the last time. Dana’s
marked body signifies the African-Americans’ buried history. Dana’s loss
also shows that the cultural trauma caused by the colonial oppression of
slavery still exists within the generations who did not experience slavery
directly. Losing her arm after the final episode cannot be compared to the
changes in her existing conscious experiences throughout the novel, as if
the novel stands as a warning of the consequences one needs to face as the
price of forgetting one’s past history. At the end, Dana possesses a memory
that cannot be forgotten mainly because of the marks it has left on her body.

CONCLUSION

In the proto-Afrofuturist novels of Hurston and Ellison, the authors
experience with a theme that blends the nonlinear time and space
continuum with lighter additions in the narratives through figurative time
travelling, in Kindred, however, the use of technology and surrounding
communities to create alternative spaces that help the protagonist to
decolonize her mind is the central focus of the narrative. While the physical
time travelling enables the main character to gain much more
understanding of both the past and the present, the use of technological
developments as a tool does not lead a direct path to autonomy.
Furthermore by adapting such arguments within the text, Butler challenges
the science-fiction genre’s white male domination and unveils the effects
of having an alternative space along with self-conscious bodies with
advanced oratory skills for African-Americans.

The analysis of alternative space use in all three novels has shown that
while enabling the protagonists to have an autonomous understanding of

the self as well as the surrounding communities, the created literal and
figurative spaces do not always provide positive experience. This realistic
aspect of the spaces enables protagonists to eventually have a healthy
fragmentation. The fragmentation is described in rather psychological
terms in the proto-Afrofuturistic novels. And it evolves into literal
fragmentation in the Afrofuturistic novel of Butler. With the inclusion of
alternative spaces that help protagonists to express themselves, the analysis
has focused on the decolonization of protagonist’s mental and physical
beings as African-American individuals, especially the women. The use of
Soja’s spaces that are more related to the social construct of society and
Bhabha’s space of enunciation for the individualistic aspect of the
protagonists’ characters, the study has focused on how spaces affect the
perspective of the African-American individuals of not only themselves
and their own race but of the white domination and race as well.

The chapter has also highlighted the use of technology in the novels. In
proto-Afrofuturistic novels, technology is still not fully compatible with
the African-Americans. The digital divide is stressed and the only way to
overcome the difficulties and operate with technology with success is
through the isolation from the surrounding communities. In Afrofuturism,
on the other hand, African-Americans succeed at avoiding the digital
divide and can work with technology for their own needs and
improvements. Even though it was not so from the beginning, technology
has become the strongest tool for Afrofuturists to create alternative pasts,
presents and futures for the African-Americans. Contrary to the
generalized assumption that was not feasible until the 1950s-60s,
Afrofuturists, such as Butler, highlight the inevitability of technology in
today’s and tomorrow’s world and how it is a necessity for African-
Americans to cope with the technological developments in order to
decolonize themselves from the dominant white culture.

This chapter asserts that Hurston’s and Ellison’s proto-Afrofuturistic
novels lack the appropriate use of technology. The analysis has addressed
how Hurston favors conceivableness over technological progress within
her portrayal of African-American spaces among white dominated world.
In Hurston’s novel, the plot includes very little technological input in the
African-American settlements in the South of the US in 1920-30s. Instead,
the novel includes the use of storytelling and imagination to further
advance the African-American circumstances. At one point in the
narrative, Janie Mae becomes a master in telepathic communication. This
skill allows her to see the thoughts of the others including her husband Joe.
She uses her newly acquired sensibility to reveal her husband’s mental
oppression on her and the surrounding community that includes the town’s
people. The realization enables her to stray away from the psychological
effects of Joe’s colonization of her mind. Once she becomes aware of how
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her husband’s thoughts really operate, she learns not to take an offensive
stance. Through the use of folklore and storytelling in Eatonville and the
Everglades, Hurston presents a vernacular technology that defines the
traditional experience of African-Americans as part of a networked
consciousness which can be associated with the concepts of W.E.B.
DuBois’ nation within a nation and Frantz Fanon’s double-voicedness.

Ellison’s novel, on the other hand, includes many technological details
which the unnamed narrator has failed to operate with. The technology
seems to be not compatible with the African-Americans in the white
dominated society in the 1950s. The unnamed narrator gains the autonomy
and the skills to use technology to his own benefit only after his isolation
from society. Isolation from society in an alternative space gives the
narrator a sense of liberty and strength to overcome the difficulties of
outside. Living underground presents him with endless possibilities that
would be hard to implement in reality such as, wiring the entire ceiling, the
walls, and, possibly, the entire floor.

Living underground helps him gain a new perspective that enables him
to realize various aspects of the Afrodiasporic existence and the
complicated connections of strings that are closely associated with the
American reality. The underground place acts as if it is a spaceship or a
time travel booth that enables him to live outside of the ordinary reality.
Precisely what Kodwo Eshun calls ideal subject for Afrofuturism, the
unnamed narrator starts to get exposure to various forms of consciousness
that is thought to be the beginning towards the formation of an improved,
equalitarian, and multiracial future.

The analysis has highlighted the aspects that differentiate between the
proto-Afrofuturistic and Afrofuturistic works. In Kindred, Butler’s using
time travel and mixing genres enable her to create a narrative that can move
across time and space while exceeding the limitations of the genres. The
novel includes a detailed overview of the past, the twentieth century’s
present and a brief view of possible futures. The advantage of writing in
Afrofuturism that includes other genres presents itself as having a less
restricted area to construct a narrative on. By positioning an African-
American woman protagonist as the questing figure who travels across
time and space to cure the cultural memory loss on African-American
heritage, Butler creates a space in the narrative that she can openly discuss
and reevaluate the racial and sexual oppression along with domination in
American societies in various times and spaces. She weaves the past and
present with slave and historical narratives along with fantasy, speculative
fiction, and science fiction aspects of Afrofuturism. Creating a narrative
that connects various genres together allows a platform for a broader
debate on the issues raised by the author.
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The chapter also stresses upon mainly the negative impacts of the
surrounding communities in the proto-Afrofuturistic novels (with the
exception of the Everglades in Their Eyes Were Watching God). The
Everglades in Hurston and the slave community in Weylin plantation in
Butler both help the protagonists find solace and comfort with their own
selves. These surrounding communities empower the women protagonists’
assertion of their own identities and become more autonomous. In the
Everglades, the focus of the narration is on the whole of the community
which consists of migrant workers. In the slave community of the
antebellum South, however, Butler focuses specifically on individual
slaves. She focuses on how each of the slaves affects the protagonist’s
growth closely.

Ulkemizde birgok kisinin beslenmesinde ve sofralarinda énemli bir yeri olan
tarhana gorbasi; ekonomik olmasi, raf dmriiniin uzun olmasi, hazirlama ve pisirme
kolaylig1 ve insanlar tarafindan istenilen bir lezzete sahip olmasi sebebiyle cocuk
ve yetiskinlerin beslenmelerinde siklikla kullanilmaktadir (Degirmencioglu ve
ark., 2005, Koca ve ark., 2002, Copur ve ark., 2001, Daglioglu 2000, Erdem
2008). Orta Asya’ya yerlesen Tiirkler tarafindan iiretildigi ve buradan da Anadolu,
Balkanlar ve bazi Avrupa iilkelerine gittigi bilinen, geleneksel fermente bir gida
maddesidir (Daglioglu, 2000). Hanger (2010), genel olarak yogurt, bugday unu,
sogan, domates ve biber, tuz,, bitkisel triinler ile yogurulan hamurun fermente
edildikten sonra kurutulmasi, ¢giitiilmesi ve elenmesi ile elde edilen bir besin
maddesi oldugunu bildirmistir.Urdiin, Suriye, Filistin, Liibnan ve Misir’da
"Kishk", Iran ve Irak’ta "Kushuk", Yunanistan’da "Trahanas", Finlandiya’da
"Talkuna", ve Macaristan’da "Thanu" adryla bilinen tarhananin genel bilesim ayn1
kalirken, bazi bdlgelerde igine siit, mercimek, nohut, misir unu, soya fasulyesi ve
yumurta gibi gidalarin eklendigi bildirilmistir (Daglioglu, 2000). Tarhana genel
olarak ¢ig ve pigmis olmak iizere iki farkli sekilde hazirlanir. Cig tarhanada, ilave
edilmesi diisiiniilen sebzeler yikanip dograndiktan sonra yogurt ve un ilavesi ile
hamur haline getirilir ve fermantasyona birakilir. Pigsmis tarhanada ise sebzeler
yikandiktan sonra haglanir, piire haline getirilir, yogurt ve un ilavesinin ardindan
yine fermantasyona birakilir (Dayisoylu ve ark., 2002).Genel anlamiyla gidalarin
zenginlestirilmesi; gidalarin besin &gesi veya Ogelerinin miktarlarini artirarak
hedef grupta besin 6gesi alimini artirmak amactyla yapilan uygulamalardir (Aslan
ve Koksel 2003). Temelde ayni unsuru igeren bazi tanimlardan bahsetmek

sekilde yapilmasidir (Ozgelik 2008). Gidalar1 zenginlestirme caligmalarinda
irlinlere vitaminler, mineraller, aminoasitler vb gibi bircok c¢esitli besin 6geleri
ilave edilmekte ve iiriinler daha fonksiyonel hale getirilmektedir (Erdem 2008).

YONTEM

Temel malzeme olarak domates, sogan, sarimsak yesilbiber, kirmizibiberin, beyaz
etli (levrek) baliklar kullamlmustir. i¢ organlari ve pullari temizlenen baliklar
hasglanmig ve igerisine kilgik ya da pul karigmamasi i¢in tiilbentten siiziilmiis ve
balik suyu elde edilmistir. Elde edilen balik suyuna tarhana sebze ve otlari
eklenmis ve piire haline getirilerek sogumaya birakilmistir. Siizme yogurt ve un
ilave edilerek hamur haline getirilen tarhanalar ve kurutma firminda kurutulmasi
seklinde liretim adimlarini igermektedir.

1 kg i¢ organlari ¢ikarilmis levrek, 4 It su icerisinde haslanir ve siiziiliir. Elde
edilen su, 1 kg domates, yarim kg sogan, 1 bas sarimsak 5 adet yesil ve 5 adet
kirmizi biber ilave edilerek sebzeler yumusayana kadar kaynatilir ve mutfak
robotu ile piire haline getirilir, icerisine 2 ¢orba kasig1 tuz, 1 kg siizme yogurt ve
1 kg un ilave edilerek hamur haline getirilir. Ufak parcalara ayrilarak, firinda
ortalama 50 C ‘de kurutulmaya birakilir. Kuruyan tarhanalar eleklerden
gegirilerek toz haline getirilir ve bez torbalar igerisinde buzdolabinda saklanir.

Uriinler genel begeni 6zellikleri, tat, renk ve gevreklik bakimindan hedonik begeni
Olcegi (Amerine ve ark., 1995) modifiye edilerek 7 Olgekli hedonik skala
kullanilarak degerlendirilmistir. Buna gore 1 ¢ok begenmedim, 2 orta derecede
begenmedim, 3 begenmedim, 4 ndtr, 5 orta begendim, 6 begendim, 7 ¢ok
begendim olarak siniflandirtlmistir. 10 panelistten secilmis ve drnekleri renk ve
goriinlis agisindan ve koku, doku agisindan degerlendirmeleri istenmistir. Bu
amacgla 1-7 arasinda bir hedonik skala kullanilmistir. Duyusal degerlendirme
esnasinda panelistlerin kullanmalar1 i¢in sadece su verilmistir. Panelistlere
duyusal test protokolii agik bir sekilde anlatilmistir.
